Method of Putting Silver Certificates
in Circulation.

Washington, Aug. L—A novel lesson Infinance la

on its way to the administrative officers of the

Philippine civil government by mall. The Philippine

Government is to put into circulation a series of

silver certificates, secured by the new silver pesos
•which are being coined for the archipelago. While

nothing diflicult about doing this might be seen,

when the officials of the government came face to

race with the Question they threw up their hands

and wrote to the Insular Bureau of the War De-

partment to find exactly how the Treasury Depart-

ment of the United States handled its silver cer-

tificates. Judge Charles K. Magoon, acting chief
of the Insular Bureau, thereupon took a day off

and went to the Treasury Department, and followed

a silver certificate from the time it emerged from

the Bureau of Engraving and Printing until it was
returned, worn out, for cancellation and destruc-

tion. Judge Maroon wrote this interesting etory

down carefully, and suggested that it be used to

govern the system of bookkeeping of the Philippine

Treasury in handling the silver certificates.
"What Judge Magoon wrote follows:

The plan pursued by the Treasury Department
of the United States is as folio*

The silver certificates are printed by the Bureau
at Engraving and Priming. Tney leave that bureau
Inan uncompleted cor.ciuon. lacking the seal ami

numeral. They are delivered to the Treasury of
the United States in sheets, each containing four
certificates or bills. Vi>un delivery to the Treasury
the bureau requires a recti;u of the Treasurer,

and notifies the Secretary of the Treasury of the
denominations ana amounts delivered to the TTeas-
urer the entry thereof being made on the books
of the bookkeeping division of the Treasury De-
partment. The certificates are received at the
office of the Treasurer, are counted, an;l then put
through a printing:press which imprints thereon the
seal and numeral, nicy are a^ain counted and
passed on to the counting division, where they are
Again counted and put through a machine which
separates the sheets Into four bills and trims them
to uniform size. The bills are again counted and
trapped up in packages nrlth one hundred c«rtili-
cates ineach package, around which is put a paper
strap on which is printed iho denomination and
amount in the package. Forty packages, or four
thousand certificates, aro put into one bundle, and
these bundles d^jjositfd In what is known as th«
reserve vault, where they remain until required for
circulation.

While the certificates remain in the reserve vault
they are not considered as cash, and do not appear
on the cash books of the Treasurer, and he la not
required to account for them as cash. The Treas-
urer keeps an independent set of books, in which
are recorded the Dumber of certificates and their
denomination which are daily put into and v. id-
drawn from the reserve vault. The certificates in
the reserve vault are counted at the close of each
administration, and upon a chance in the office of
Treasurer, and at any other time when ordered by
the Treasury.

Prom time to time the Treasurer withdraws such
amounts of silver certificates from the reserve
vault as may be required to meet the demands for
their purchase. It is the practice of the Treasurer
to pay out the certilicates upon the presentation of
any currency authorized by the Unit. States.
since there is always in the Treasury silver coin-
are, or what is known as "free allver"

—
that is,

ellver aralnst which certificates have not been
issued. This practice Is i!i rest !r! r of a desire lo
avoid the annoyance and expense incident upon
requlrlr:r parties to purchase the silver or present
the actual coin in exchange for certificates.

Certificates taken from th<* reserve vault are
thereafter treated as cash. and must be account! ii
for by the Trrasurer as cash. II"reports to the
Secretary of the Treasury the denominations and
aiour.ts taken from the reserve vault, and that
amount is charged to his account on the hooks of
the bookkeeping division < •\u25a0 the Secretary's office.
The amount Is also entered on the books in the
office of the Treasurer. It is deemed Important
that this B*ecou«t should show not only the amount
of silver certificates which ha* parsed Into cash,
but also the denomination of such eertifleat''s.
This is accomplished by having prepared a special
book, so ruled that each denomination i« given a
Social column. When paid out in silver or other
currency, the cash received takes its place in the
Treasury. When paid out in exchange for muti-
lated certificate*, and the mutilated currency is
fiestroyc'd. there is a diminution of the fund which
must be accounted for. The plan pursued in this
c«^ Is as •\u25a0\u25a0 lows :

The mutllat<»d currency is counter! and separated
according to the denomination of the bills. These
bills are then arranged Into packages containing
or.»> hundred hills of like denomination. The pack-
ages are then passed through a machine which
punches two holes throush each end of the bills.
They are then passed through Another machine.
which cuts the bills in two lengthwise. One half
the package is sent tc the Register and the other
to the Secretary, where they are counted and veri-
fied. The two parts are then assembled and de-
stroyed by maceration, and the fact of destruc-
tion certified to by a committee of five who super-
vise the operation. This certificate is forwarded
to the Treasurer, who thereupon fills out a written
t-UHement and calls upon the Secretary of the
Treasury for a warrant in Hip amount of the. de-
Ftrr«y«d currency. To this statement he attaches a
cc;rtifiVate evid^neini the estructlon and forwards
the papers to tTie auditor of the Treasury Depart-
ment. The auditor verifies the account by com-
parixon with the bonks of the bookkeeping divi-
sion of the office of the B^crrtary of the Treasury,
approves the account find forwards the papers to
th.'- bookkeepintr division for entry on the books.
The papers are then returned to the Treasurer and
the warrant chartred against his cash, and thereby
the account balanced.

Judge Magoon advises the Philippine officers that
this plan, perhaps In a somewhat simpler form,

can well be adopted for use In keeping account of
the new silver certificates to be put In circulation
Inthe archipelago.

THE PRINT CLOTH MARKET.
U'.V TELEGRAPH TO T'A". TltintTNE.J

Pall River, Mass., A;u. I.—Local brokers report
that the business In the print cloth market Is abso-
lutely flat. There was no Improvement in any de-
partment of the mill business, and in some quart-
era there was a frillingoff. Since the last stroke
In the cotton market there has bepn a disposition
on the rart of commission men and converters to
keep away from tho market as buyers at any

price. This baa been especially noticeable since
the curtailment movement was started In earnest.
The result will be. if conditions do not change for
the better, a general and simultaneous curtailment.
Jt is the refup.-il of converters to start any demand
that worries the mill men most just now. While
short of cotton, they would continue to run and
buy enough raw material to keep them moving for
th« remainder of the cotton year. But with the
Staple away up, the price 'if cloth below what it
ought to be to er^ate a margin, and business flat
at that, th. .3 little to encourage such a move-
ment. Trie fine and fancy roods Ilia are doing
BO better than the print mills. The- former have
rot had such a flack period in four years, arid
what is true of their fjoocis Is true of ginghams
and flne bleach fabrics. The extent of the curtail-
ment has reached expectations. Fully20 per cent
ef the eplndles were idle a portion of July, and It
Is believed 'hat tie same percentage will hold In
August. Itn>«.v become even more general, as the
supply of cotton is small and mill men do not in-
tend to give up more for cotton than they can
get for cloth. The tales for the week were
nominal, with Irregulars held at iv*c and £S-incb
&x<X> at S 3-ICc.

The dull season appears to have about reached
the limit this week, and it is doubtful ifthere will
be any week this year with a smaller aggregate of
new business reported.

The supply of realty which speculators have oh
hand is admittedly willrented, consequently there
is no danger of its being forced on the market, and
it will more than likely be turned over at a profit
long- before the next season is well advanced.
Judfrinsr from reports of brokers who make a spe-
cialty of renting private dwellings and apartments,
the renting seat-on this year will begin much earlier
than last, and there will be very little to rent. It
Is said that inquiry for dwellings and apartments
has already begun on the West Side, end the num-
ber of notices of renewals is much greater than in
former years. About the only evil which apart-
ment house owners now have to contend with Is
that of the good tenant who leases an apartment
for a year, beginning In October, and then moves
out about July 1 next, a time when it 13 Impossible
to obtain a new tenant. That this evil is even
greater than the free rent habit which used toprevail is certain, and to do away with it will re-quire much thought.

The sale of a plot on the northeast corner of

A
number of leaders confine themselves, almost en-
tirely to the purchase and the management of flat-
house and apartment house properties. Then, there
are a larger numbor of leaders who buy vast areas
of land in one or more sections of the city and
keep it until the time is ripe for selling their hold-
ings in lots or plots to small and bitj Investors, or
whe buy and improve properties to r< Bell, One
syndicate of realty leaders bought month
blocks and blocks of unimproved parcels at 'h-1

cost of millions of dollars, and already many plots
<.f these blocks have been sold to builders and in-
vestors, all to be Improved on the best lines.

The ranid transit subway system traverses these
blocks. It was announced in The Tribune on Fri-
day thm the subway s.vstem would be ready- to
carry passengers on April1 of next year, or eight
months from yesterday. Long before that time
the greater part of these blocks under the control
of one syndicate and on which wise restrictions a=>
to the kind of improveetnnts to be made have been
placed, will.

UAKntjJT READY FOR NEW TNVE3TOR3.
Kor a long time the market has been getting

ready for them. The sleepy realty worker may

not have yet seen what has been done to attract
them and to hold them wh?n they come. Still,
preparations with such sen end in view have been
made and are being perfected in a lesser degree
than some months ago. When the housekeeper Is
getting ready to receive guests does she not see
tliit the house 1? thoroughly cleaned from the eel-
la- to the roof, her table set with the best dishes
which she has ar.J the choicest edibles she can
afford ready to be served? The realty market may

bo likened to a household where the hostess is

ever planning to attract and to entertain old and
new friends under her roof. The larger part of
the public may, in sooth, be callfd the guests of
the realty market. Lc-t the majority of the leaders
of the market get false Ideas about the wants of
this fc-reat number of guests, become avaricious to
accumulate money as quickly as possible, no mat-
ter how they make It so long as they keep Just
within the pale of the law. arid the result is lack
of public conlidence In realty as a speculation or
as an Investment. Then values thrive! almost to
nothing in a uay. there are panicky times, hope
for tlie future disappears, and before the majority
of such leaden are sent to oblivion, where they

should always have rem lined, thousands are ruined.
No one, thinks the fool, ever lost money in real

estate enterprises. To him all landlords are ncn,
and he must continue to add to their riches until
the day of his death by paying; rent or join the
ranks "of the landlords. If the realty records or
the past and the present are true, In no year have

been landlords who. to use a trite expres-
sion, were not "land poor." Surcess and rtcbea In
realty do not come to every person who buys with-
out de-liberation or a fair knowledge of the trend
of affairs. In Manhattan alone there are many

buildings which stand, It may justly be said, aa
moi umenta to the follies of persons who sought

unwisely for the highest and most coveted places
in the realty world.

On the other hand, when the leaders of the mar-
ket are conservative, are building and working on
stable lines are ever watching for the constantly
changing whims and desires of tha public, and
while they are pushing themselves upward to
greater pinnacles of lame In the market than they

have rver stood on. and are helping others to get
up higher by their example and actions, nave they
not made attractive and allurinp t\v way to realty
paths? Well, that is iust what they have been
doing for some years. While they have been doing
all this they have received some severe tests,
which, beyond a question of a doubt, proved the
soundness of the lines on which they have worked
and are working, and one of those tests is the
building trades Etrikes.

A Word About Investment Fields
Ready for Invasion.

There were few bright spots In the real estate

market last week. Country flelda still continue to

be more attractive to the majority of brokers, op-

erators, builders and Investors than local prop-
erties, and it Is probable that the vacation time
will not really end until the middle of September.

Some persons think that few big movements will

be begun before October 1, and that It will be
come time later before the details of such move-
ments become known and stimulate the market.
The volume of business done so far this season
has been bettei than was expected, and the tone

of the market, despite the stagnation or unsettled
conditions that existed In many lines of business,

has been truly gratifying:.
The most cheerful sign has been the vigorous

hopefulness shown by the greater number of per-
sons identified with realty transactions, and es-
pecially by scores of little Investors, wlio It was
thought might become weak hearted In these try-

ing times of the present building trades strike.
In the last few months there were no Indications
that many persons who were unknown in the by-
ways and tho highways of rt-.a!ty were grasping

the opportunities offered for picking up bargains.

No one apparently expected them, and thoso who
made their entrance into realty fields were so few

as not to attract attention. As they were not

looked for. their absence was not a disappoint ment.

That such investors will come in large nimbers
soon, provided all the building trades strikes are
settled at an early date, and will bring with thr>m
plenty of enthusiasm and hope for success which
have never known the chill of a failure, appears
to bo a certainty.
