The weather was perfect for the sport, the high
wind of the previous days having been succeeded
by a gentle breeze that made the exercise delightful
without interfering with the drives. A large gallery
from the surrounding country side added to the
spectacular interest in the contest, and the enthusi-
asm was well sustained throughout.

-The second, across a picturesque
valley to a hilly green 355 yards away, was won
by Travis in a par 5 Douglas needing a stroke
more, The third went to Douglas, at 4-5, and the
fourth to Travis at 3—6. he next was halved, and
as Douglas got the sixth the score was a tie.
