WILL FIGHT AT SEA.

Secretary Moody Tells How the
Navy Will Defend the Coast.

IBY TELEGRAPH TO TEE TRIBUNE.)

Haverhill, Mass., Aug. 1l.—Secretary Moody
sald to-day of the naval manceuvres:

“The purpose cf the naval manceuvres is to
get ready for any European invasion of the
United States that the future may bring forth.
I hope there may be no necessity for repeating
in earnest the tactics which are soon to be seen
off the coast, but if that necessity should come
we must be ready for it,

“For months the best minds of the War Col-
lege at Newport have been working on this
question of a sudden attack. It may come
sooner than most of us expect. Perhaps it may
never come, but we cannot afford to risk it.

“We have decided that the protection of the
Atlantic coast lies in crushing the fleet coming
across. 1 have nothing to say against the land
batteries, but certain experlences five years ago
proved to us that the only way to guard the
coast is to meet the hostile fieet in deep water
and destroy it.

“There has been a rather strong feeling
against even the larger torpedo boats as un-
seaworthy, but within two weeks I had picked
out two of the torpedo boats to go to Venezuela
in an emergency. Fortunately they were not
needed.”

Dr. Babbitt Rebukes Delaware for
Not Punrishing Lynchers.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: After my visit to Wilmington at the time it
was in the hands of the mob, I determined to
make a continued study of that community ae
one that had given most conspicuous evidence of
the lynching and mob spirit and of cowardly su-
pineness on the part of its public officials. It
occurred to me that the officlals might yet have a
programme of arrest and conviction of the leaders
and inciters to riot and lynching, and that an
effort would be made. after the universal reproba-
tion the city and Siate .ad had, and after a sub-
sidence of excitement, to wipe out the disgrace. I
have been taking a daily paper from Wilmington
ever since, and searching diligently, but unsuccess-

recent rlotous murderers. There seemingly has
not been a ripple of movement. no civie virtue in
L that strange community, that stands out signally
to civilized mankind as a monster of disgrace, an
example of municipal madness and disorder. a
cowardice in official life and a criminal supine-
ness of justice offensive to the entire nation, and
a cause of derision to the world.

In contrast with this unseemly apathy of State
and eity authorities, involving, as it does. the good
name of the Governor. the Mayor, the police and
the State and municipel courts, as weil as of dis-
tinguished citizens, stands the example of the au-

murderers, doubtiess Incited by the malign exam
of Delaware, had marshalled against them, b'y
their law loving and vertebrate Governors, the mili-
tia of the State. The vigorous Governor Yates of
Illinois—Richard Yates (preserve his name, all lov-
ers of order)—by to-day’s dispaiches describes with
apt and accurate definition the rioters of Belleville
and Danville as ‘“nothing but anarchists,” com-
mendl.g highly the troops for doing their duty.
Governcr Durbin of Indiana has also {llustrated,
not only high character and devotion to duty. but
also “‘good politics,” if the Delaware officials would
only see it, by standing for stability and order, and
meeting murderous rioters with the oniy effective
medicine for a mob, viz., well aimed bullets.

And here we have Wilmington, recently mobbed,
and yet contented; justice garroted and her courts
satisfled; her police defied and overridden. yet cow-
ardly quiescent; her Governor. Hunn, in contrast
with his brother Governors of Indiana and Illinols.
cognizant of foul murder and riot, yet fearful to
raise the little finger of his authority.

What is true of Wilmington's public authorities
as to civic apathy and silent condoning of murder
seems also true of her pregs, as far as 1 observe,
and 1T am a dalily searcher for something to prove
the contrary. In vesterday's issue of one of itis
dally papers, now befcre me, there is large space
given to a “Row in the Hungarian Diet,” but not
one word about Wilmington's recent mob of five
thousand lynching murderers, all subject to arrest,
trial, conviction and the death penalty. Is the
Wilmington and Delaware press to be as coward!y
as its police, ite judges*and its invertebrate and
unworthy Governor? No self-respecting American
can do aught but grieve and mourn for his coun-
trv and despise and hold in contempt the State of
Délaware and its offensive city of Wilmington al'

TRAIN IN THE RIVER.

Partly New Bridge Gives Way, En-
gine and Cars Drop.

. [BY TELEGRaPH 10 THE TRIBUNE.]

Ogdensburg, N. Y., Aug. 1.—A freight train on
the Delaware and Hudson Ra'lroad, from Rouse's
Point, going south, entered the partly closed
drawbridge at Coopersville, four miles from
Rouse's Point, this morning, and the eng'ne and
eleven cars plunged into the Big Chazy River, a
distance of about twenty feet.

William Brough, the fireman, was instantly
killed. Homer Elliott, the engineer, saved him-
self by jumping, but was badly injured. No one
else was hurt.

The draw bridge was being closed, after hav-
ing been opened to allow a steam yacht, owned
by James Averill, jr., president of the First Na-
tional Bank of Champlain. N. Y. to pass
through. Before the draw could be completely
closed the engine of the freight traln crashed
into it, hurling the draw bridge into the river,
bottom upward. Eight of the twelve cars that
went down were londed with live stock—calves,
cows and sheep, and the bellowing of the dying
animals could be heard for miles.

Wrecking crews were sent from here and from
Rouse’s Point. It will take three days or more
to clear the wreck and bui'd a temporary bridge.
In the mean time all trains are running over the
Rutland Road to Moore's Jjunction, thence to
this city, over a branch of the Delaware and
Hudson Road.

The Delaware and Hudson officials are striv-
ing to complete the work of changing the gauge
on the Adirondack branch from Lyon Mountain
to Lake Placid to-morrow from mnarrow to
standard gauge, and this wreck, coming at this
time, causes serious inconvenience.

“LAUNCHING DAY” EVIL.

BROOKLYN BOY DROWNED.

Five Victims of Cruel Sport at the
Battery.

“Launching Day” is beginning to loom up as
a terror to New-York policemen stationed along
the waterfront. “Launchinz Day” in the water-
front calendar of alleged sports falls on August
1. and it is celebrated by pushing people oft
the pier.

The victim—there were five of them yester-
day at the Battery—mav be walking uncon-
cernedly along the bulkhead or pier edge, when
suddenly, with a whoop and a shove, he is
hurled from his footing over the edge. Then the
amphibious Indians who engage in the sport
crawl down to the water's edge and fish one
out, provided the victim is unable to swim. It
is “correct form™ to allow the victim to bob up
and down severaz! times like a wayward keg
before a friendly rope or hand is extended to
him. After being “rescued” he is expected to
thank his rescuers, buy them beer, or hand
over cash, shake hands with the crowd, declare
that it didn't hurt a bit, and that it is great
sport.

That there were no fatalities at the Battery
yesterday was due largely to the fact that the
five victims possessed the ability to swim. One
man, a stranger who would not give his name,
was shoved off the bulkhead close to the Dock
Department offices at Pier No. 1. He went down
through the flotsam and jetsam that is washed
in by the tide. It included bits of wood, bits
of meat, watermelon, bread, onioms, bananas
and barrel hoops. When the unfortunate's head
reappeared he was gasping for breath. He
pawed his way up to the floating platform and
was helped out. He seemed to be too weak
and scared to want to fight. Fighting with
“wharf rats"” is not a profitable undertaking.
Probably the poor fellow had tried it once be-
fore. He was patted on the back and told he
was a “good fellow” and “all right.” Shakily
he went away, leaving wet footprints on the
asphalt.

“We had to keep a sharp watch out for the
ruffians who celebrated ‘Launching Day,’ " said
Captain Dean at Pier No. 1 vesterday. “It is a
wicked and dangerous practice. I understand
severa! men and boys were pushed in. All of
them got out safely. We arrest the perpetrators
when we can.”

In Brooklyn the drowned bedy of Thomas
McGul on, the ten-year-old son of John McGul-
lon, of No. T0 Hicks-st.,, was taksn from the
water at Henry-st. He was pushed off the pier
by his playmates, who were celebrating “launch-
ing.” They thought he could swim. When he
failed to come to the surface they ran away.
Afterward they told of what they had done,
asserting that they meant no harm, as they
theught “Tommie" could swim. There were no
