A lieturn to Work at Barcelona^
Many Troops Held Beady.

Madrid, Aug. Tha threatened general

strike began to-day in several centres, including
Barcelona. Mureia, Cadiz, Rondi and Alccr.
The general unrest «3 largely attributed to bad
harvests, but the immediate motive for th*
strike is to reinforce the demand for the releas*
of numerous workmen who have be?n thrown
into prison for offences In connection with re-
cent strikes. The leaders of the movement ar*

exhorting the members of the trade unions net
to return to work until all the imprisoned awn
have been released.

The strike collapsed at Barcelona, where. th»

majority of the workman resumed work. Th»
masons and the compositors on «orw news-
papers stillremain out. Gendarmes are patrol-

ling the streets.
The strike leaders attribute th* failure to the

stringent measures tak-n by th- government.

A man was arrested at Barcelona to-day tv
carrying dynamite cartridges, which he con-
fessed he intended to throw in a crowded part

of the city. He also admitted (tat h* 'as an
anarchist and the son of Barrera. who was ar-
rested in 1996 for throwing bombs.

The government has taken stringent measures
to. cop* with disturbances. The military forces
and the CivilGuards have been reinforced wher-
ever necessary, and the troops have been con-
lined to.barracks. s The instigators of the strUw
er« threatened with«ev«ce penalties.

Work Stopped on Nearly Every Building
Contract in the City.

Pittsburg, Aug. 3.—As a result of the Builders'
League lockout eighteen thousand men were out
of employment at noon to-daj.. The only men
not affected fty the lockout ar« the painters,
paperhar.gers and decorators. Work has been
stopped on all the buildings going up in the city,

with the exception of three being built by the

George A. Fuller Company and a few other
outside contractors, who are not members of the
Builders' League.

Trouble is expected if the contractors bring
in non-union men, and Police Superintendent
McTighe is preparing to meet it.

PITTSBURG LOCKOUT ON.

The Walking Delegate Will Then Answer
to the Charge of Extortion.

The trial of "Sam" Park*, the walking delegate
of the Housesmiths and Bridgemen's Union, who
is under Indictment for extortion, yesterday was
set for August IS. District Attorney Jerome ap-

peared before Recorder Goff, in Part Iof the Court
Of General Sessions, after the August grand jury

was sworn in. and moved for the special panel of
jurors to try Parks. The motion, which was
granted, was opposed by ex-Magistrate Brant:, who
told the Recorder that -he-was preparing an appli-
cation to the Supreme Court for a change of venue
In Parka's case. ........

PAKKS'S TRIAL SET FOR ATJGTTST 13.

It was reported yesterday that the Amalga-

mated Sheet Metal Workers, who are out
HgMlnst the employers' association 900 strong,

are planning to denounce their treaty with the

Fuller Construction Company, and that several

others unions which signed thia agreement are
taking a similar stand. The reason assigned is
that the Puller Construction Company held out
as one inducement for their signing an agree-

ment with then that they would whip the other
employers, including firms in the employers'

association, into line. This they have failed to
do, and now the men are getting restive. A

break with the Fuller company would result in

an even more complete derangement of the situ-
ation, as most of the actual work now going

on is being done by that company.

There was some disposition to believe last

night that despite his bombastic boasts "Sam"
Parks's threatened attempt to call out all the
housesmiths In the city had failed. It was re-
ported that he had succeeeded in getting out
the impressive total of only ten men. There
was also a disposition to believe that the em-
ployers had succeeded in getting more men than
they were willingto admit. Long lines of appli-

cants were reported to have been seen in Mr.
Cheney's office, and it was asserted that as
soon sis these men were examined they were
put to work.

Our open letter was our ultimatum, find by its
means we had hoped to give the union time in

which to consider its follies. We did not expect

the men to return to us as individuals or to aban-

don their union, nor did we ask or intimate such a
thing. The union this morning called out the last
of our men at work on Fifth-aye. buildings. That
leaves us without any men at work. Put we have
been preparing for this matter energetically. In
answer to our advertisements we have received
fullyone thousand applications for work from iron-
workers and we will now advertise in the out of
town newspapers. We want fifteen hundred men
in all. When we have secured that number of
competent workers we will resume operations.
None of the men in our shops have struck. Seven-
teen years ago they struck inside and outside, and
we won that fight. "We will win the present fight
by fair means.

CUT OFF BY WIFE; SUES HER SISTER.

Colorado Fuel and Iron Company May Have
to Pay $1,500,000.

Denver, Aug, S.— A government official made the
statement tv-day that the Colorado Fu--1 oiid Iron
Company would have to pay nut less than RJtMtt
to the government on lands fraudulently entered
before it would be square in its accounts with tho
land office. The money is to make up the differ-
ence between the amount paid on entries obtained
on Southern Colorado lands under the Timber and
Stone act, and what the same '.and would come to

under the Coal Lands act. This Is understood to
be an estimate, ns the full amount cannot be deter-
mined until the investigations are completed.

Mr. Cleveland says:

WILL NOT TALK POLITICS.

Some Opposition Shown— Duke of
Devonshire's Speech.

London, Aug. .1
—

The Duke of Devonshire

moved the second reading of. the Irish Land

bill in the House of Lords to-day. He used argu-

ments in favor of the necessity for passing the
measure similar to those previously made by

George Wyndham. th« Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, in the House of Commons. Tho duke de-

clared that the government was confident that
the expenditure of the 5G0.000.000 provided in
the bill would be fully compensated for by

economies In the judicial machinery and the

reduction in the police expenses which the

adoption of the measure would render possible.

In conclusion the speaker declared that the

House of Lords could not substantially alter

the bill as adopfed by the House of Commons
without serious risk of losing italtogether. The
bill was in the nature of a treaty or instru-

ment of peace, and although it would be rash
to predict that it would prove a final settlement
of the Irish question, any serious alteration
would release the contracting parties from the
obligations mutually undertaken. Never be-

fore, he said, had the representatives of the

various interests concerned asked Parliament
to sanction a settlement whose main principles
they had themselves suggested.

The Duke of Abercorn, Conservative, said the
representatives of the landlords would offer
some amendments which were not of a conten-

tious nature. "While appreciating the liberality

of the financial provisions of the bill, he de-
clared that nothing could recompense the land-
lords for the losses they would have to sustain.
If their sporting rights were lost and their
property sold, there would be no inducement for
the country gentleman to remain in Ire and.

Lord Crewe, Liberal, followed, and said that
unless the landlords sold on a large scale seri-
ous results would follow, because the unsold
estates would become centres of discontent and

disturbances.
The Earl of Dunraven, Conservative, congratu-

lated the government on the 1111, which, he said,
was broad and statesmanlike. He regretted,
however, that the bill failed to carry out the
entire recommendations of the recent Irish land-
lords' and tenants' conference at Dublin.

Many others spoke, few showing a disposi-
tion to prolong the discussion of the bill. One
of its stoutest opponents was Viscount Hamp-

den (Liberal), who characterized itas thorough-
ly mischievous and corrupt. He said it would
result in a land war more fierce and embit-
tered than any which had preceded.

Lord Londonderry (Conservative) said that
the measure was for the benefit and welfare of
all classes, and entailed no risk whatever to the
Imperial exchequer. Earl Spencer (Liberal) also
supported the bill, saying he thought the pos-
sibility of settling the agrarian difficulty justi-

fied even the large expenditure involved.
Lord Lansdowne, Secretary of State lor For-

eign Affairs, did not share the sinister views
which had been expressed regarding the effect
Of the bill on resident landlords. On the con-
trary, he believed the measure was so framed
as to induce them to remain in Ireland, and he
expressed the hope that both the landlords and
tenants would do their utmost to make it suc-
cessful.

The discussion was concluded soon after mid-
night, when the bill was passed to a second
reading without division.

LAND BILL IN LORDS.

Will Try to Settle Trouble Over Railway
Seized by His Government.

American syndicate, of which Senator Depew ia
president. Washington Valentine, who has been
tho special agent of the American syndicate in
Honduras, Is accompanying Dr. Ugarte, as la also
th« doctor's brother, Seflor Rafael Ugarte.

Among other things. Dr. Ugarte is to establish
offices in New-York, Paris and London for the
registration of all outstanding Honduras Govern-
ment bonds. Salvator Cordona has been appointed
Consul General of Honduras at New-York.

to bringing about Industrial peace may be pre-
vented from creatiner conditions which are sub-
versive of law. order and business prosperity.

The correspondents of 'The

Times" report the continued spread of labor
troubles and prolonged suspension of traffic on
the Baku-Tifl!3 Railway, which runs through
the Caucasus, connecting the Black and Caspian
seas, with the result that the intervening towns
between Baku and Tiflis are partially famine
stricken. Even Tiflis has been deprived of
meat for some time. Incendiary fires among

the oil veils in the E£ku district are of daily

occurrence.
The situation is 50 serious that General yon

Wahl. the Assistant Minister of the Interior, who
is in command of the gendarmerie, has gone to
Baku. Many Cossacks are reported to have
been killed in encounters with mobs. Cos-
sacks patrol Baku nightly, and every tram car
is accompanied by two armed soldiers.

Strikes are reported epidemic through South
Russia. Twenty-five thousand men are idle at
Odessa, and the bulk of the workmen at Eiiza-bethgrad. Ekaterinoslav and rTHrtrlann and other
large centres have struck. The main grievances
of the workmen, "The Times's" correspondents
say. ar<* the impossibility of the long hours. In-
adequate wages and liability to dismissal on
trivial pretexts. Thus far no serious dftvorden
have occurred at Odessa.

STRIKES IN THE CAUCASUS.

THREE MISSIONARIES MURDERED.
Victoria, B. C , Aug 3.—The Tacoma, which has
