EXPECT TO MOVE COLUMNS TO-DAY.

Preparations Ready for Transporting Ninety
Ton Stones.

Actual work of moving the big columns for the
Cathedral of St. John the Divine will probal ly be
begun this morning. The truck built especially for
the purpose of conveying the columns from the
wharf at One-hundred-and-thirty-fifth-st. and the
North River had to be rebuilt, but is. nm^ ready for
action.

The columns will be rolled onto the truck by
means or' a hand winch and cable. When they
reach the cathedral grounds they will be raised to

MillionDollar Structure to Go Up
Near P. R. R. Station.

Plans were filed with the Buildings Department
yesterday for the Graphic Arts Building, which is
to be erected at a cost of (1,000,000 in Thirty-eighth-
st. near Eighth-aye. It Is to be fourteen stories
high, and will be constructed especially for use by

printers, engravers, lithographers, electrotypers and
those engaged in other of the graphic arts. The
building will be fireproof, free from vibration and
have ample light, and willbe equipped with special
apparatus for handling material and products ex-
peditiously.

The building will occupy a plot 250 feet long by
a»s4s4 feet in width, ard will have a 2.-foot basement.
tower wi,l be supplied to al! tenants requiring it;
there will be seven large eiectric freight elevators,
one having a capacity of 20.000 pounds, and there
willbe two continuous running conveyers on endless
chains. The passenger elevators will be five in
number, and there will be four waste paper c'nutes
connecting with the mezzanine of the basement,
where a room and presses tor baling will be pro-
vided.

On the roof will be a restaurant, and a number
of photographic galleries and dark rooms for the

City Butchers Opposed to Reported
Plan to Raise Prices.

A Etir was caused among the retail butchers of

this city yesterday by a report from Omaha that

the packing houses will immediately raise the price

of beef throughout the country, and that the, in-

crease Is expected to affect New- York and the East

within two weeks. As a heavy run of range cattle
Is due within 'I- next two weeks, which always

reduces the market price of livestock appreciably,

the retailers are Indignant at the reported rise,

which they declare is absolutely unwarranted.
Ferdinand Bu'sberg r member of the packing

firm of Schwarzschlld &Sulzberger. at Forty-first-

st. and First-ava.. denied yesterday that there was

any truth in the Omaha report.

"There has been no material ruw In the price of

betf In this city or any Western city." he declared
to a Tribune reporter, "and. so far as we know,

there is no rise of price in contemplation. So far

as the story that there is a concentrated move

among the packers to put up prices is concerned,

this we must declare to be absolutely without

foundation. We claim that beef to-day is selling

at the normal price, and cheaper than any time

during the last five years. It is true that there has

been a slight increase in the pries of beef within

the last two weeks, but this amounts only to a

quarter of a cent a pound. This Increase is due

only to natural causes, namely, a slight decrease

in the price of by-products. T!ere is not enough

outlet for the great quantity of tallow, hides, oil,

etc.. which comes from the refuse of the steers.
When we get only a small price for the offal, we
naturally have to adjust the price of beef accord-
ingly."

W. Wagner, secretary. and H. Boschbaum. treas-

ure^ of the New-York Butchers' Dressed Beef
Company, said that the contention that the low
price of the offal has an effect upon the price of
the beef was just and logical Mr. Wagner stated,
however, that In hi» opinion the price of beef was
entirely too high, taking into consideration the
plentlfulness of cattle, even allowing tor this in-
crease, due to natural cause?.

Among the retail butchers of this city It was
learned yesterday that within six months they
hope to have an Independent abattoir in this city,
which will start out by supplying at least 20 per
cent of the entire beef consumed in the metropolis,
This Independent concern will undertake to sup-
ply beet' to the retail trade- here at prices strictly
mi accordance with the market price of steers.
This abattoir is already in course of construction.
It will be situated at the North River, Thirty-
ninth and Fortieth sts.. occupying an entire block.
The New-York Butchers' Dressed Beef Company
willown the new abattoir. The officers of tho com-
pany said they were not ready to say anything
for publication regarding their plans or ambitions.
Mr. Wagner, the treasurer, however, said that he
was free to state that $1,000,000 stock has already
been suLscribed for by the refill trade. Mr. Wagner
pays this stock has actually been placed, "not
figuratively, but literally."
It is said mat a prominent member of the New-

York Butch Dro?sed Beef Company baa al-
ready been out West, and has been assured by
Western cattle dealers that the independent con-
cern will have their hearty support. The cattle
breeders and commission houses told this man. it
is said, that they a:e entirely in sympathy with
any Independent movement, as they want compe-
tition.

Members of the firm of Schwarzschild & Sulz-
berger smiled disdainfully when informed by a
Tribune reporter of these facts. Th«»/ character-
ized the statement that the independent abattoir
will secure 20 per cent of the city trade as "hot
air."

"Why," said Mr. Sulzberger. "they haven't got
their bricks in place yet."

George Blair, formerly Superintendent of the Out-
door Poor, accompanied by Co oncl Asa Brd Gardi-
ner, his counsel, called at the off. of Charities Com-
missioner Folks yesterday to demand that Mr. Blair
be reinstated in the position from which he was re-
moved by Mr. Folks. They were met at the office
by Deputy Commissioner Dougherty, who informed
them that Commissioner Folks left the city on
Sunday for a two weeks' vacation. Colonel Gardi-
ner asked Mr. Doughei ly ifhe was acting commis-
sioner, and the latter replied that he was. The de-

mand was then made on him. Mr. Dougherty said
that nothing could be done by him in the case, as
Commissioner Folks on Saturday last Instructed
Corporation Counsel Rives to appeal the case to

the Court of Appeals.

'Iexpected as much." said Mr. Blair as he left
the office. "The rtason Folks is making tli.s sec-
ond appeal Is because he is afraid to permit me to
take charge of the Outdoor Poor Department at
ti.e present time. He is familiar with the condi-
tion in which the books of tne department stand
now, and knows that it 1 get control 1 could not
only vindicate myself, but disclose the way the
department is being managed under the present
aaminiEUation."

Superintendent Blair was removed by Commis-
sioner Folks without a trial, the Commissioner giv-
ing as his reason 'that there were discrepancies
in the accounts."

Protesting his innocence. Antonio Turckowskl. the
Pole, who murdered John Shepo eski. a Brooklyn
saloonkeeper, was led to the electric chair in Sing

Sing Prison yesterday and put to death. Even
when in the. chair he kept repeating: "1 am Inno-

cent. Ido not know for what Iam to die." Two
shocks were1required to killhim.

The case Is noteworthy in that Turekowski was
the first [MMson to be killed by electricity whose
ci s- had not been carried to a higher court. Tne
time between his sentence and execution was even
less than tha* accorded to CsQlgo&s, who murdered
President McKinley.

Woman Drank Carbolic Acid Because She

Had Been 111.
With a two months old baby held to her breast, ;

Mrs. Mary Snyder. forty years old. drank a

quantity of carbolic icid yesterday at her home,

on the third floor of the tenement house at No.

447 West Thirty-seventh-st.. because she had j
been 111, and could not properly do her house- 1

work. She died later In Bellevue Hospital.

At the time she drank the acid Mrs. Snyder

was lyingon her bed. Her groans and the cries

of the child she had been nursing attracted the

attention of neighbors, who found her ina dying :

condition. Policeman Delaney. of the West
Thirty-seventh-st. station, was called in, and
he summoned an ambulance from the Roosevelt
Hospital. The surgeon said she was in a dying
condition, and took her to Bellevue Hospital,
where she died half an hour after being ad-
mitted.

Mrs. Snyder's son Richard, ten years old. was
playing in the street when informed by neigh-

bors of his trother's act. He told the police she
had been very sick for three days, and cried be-

cause she had to neglect her housework. He
said his father was a mason, and was away at

work.

To Suspend Smoke Nuisance Sen-
tence ifConditions Improve.

The justices of the Court of Special Sessions
yesterday d;chred themselves in favor of hiving
greater care exercised by the big commercial inter-
ests of the city in regard to smoke nui.-ances. The
case under consideration was that of William
ncvlln. chief engineer of the New-York Edison
power house, in Kirst-ave.. between Thirty-eighth
and Thirty-ninth Ms. Devlin was arrested on May
2S, charged with violating the soft coal ordinance.

John W. Lleb. third vice-president and assistant
manager of the company, who was in court, said
that the company had expended large sums of
money In efforts to remedy the evil. An expert on
fuel was engaged and was now at work en im-
proved plans. Mr. L:eb as srted that very soon
he hoped to obviate the difficulty.

In spite of police effort to suppress informa-

Miller escaped, and was still at large yesterday.

Mrs. Ketcham's collarbone was broken, her

head was cut severely and her body was
bruised. Besides striking her with a piece of
gaspipe fourteen inches long, the hallboy tool;

Mrs. Ketcham's collarette, or stock, from her
neck, and choked her with it, leaving her lying

on the lloor insen&!Me.
The negro w^s in the act of robbing the

Ketcham apartment, on the third floor, when

discovered by Mrs. Ketcham. She had gone

to the Garfield National Bank, and, returning

to her home shortly before noon, she saw the
negro searching the bureau drawers of one of
the bedrooms.

"Why, Harry." Mrs. Ketcham said, "what
are you doir.g?"

The boy retorted with an oath, and, before
Mrs. Ketcham could make an outcry, seized her
by the throat with one hand. Then he struck
her several times on the head with the gaspipe.

LEFT UNCONSCIOUS ON FLOOR.

It is not known how long Mrs. Ketcham re-
mained unconscious en the floor, but when she
recovered she managed to crawl to one of the

front windows and call for help. Her cries
were heard by George Peterson, the janitor, and

several other persons livingin the house. Patrol-

man McGinty, of the West Sixty-eighth-st. sta-
tion, was called, and he was about to summon
an ambulance when Mrs. Ketcham said she did
not wish any medical attendance. She Is, it is
said, a Christian Scientist, and she made light

of her Injuries. A private physician was sum-
moned, however, and he ordered that Mrs.
Ketcham stay in bed.

The ne^ro, it was learned, had been employed

at the apartment house only two days. He was
hired, it was said, because he could wear the
clothes a former hallboy had worn. The police
learned that he was eighteen years old and had
served a term in the House of Refuge. He had
gained access to the Ketcham apartments by
climbing over an airshaft from a vacant apart-

ment.
General Keteham and his daughter Ethel are

staying at Nantucket. Harry B. and Charlei
B. Ketcham. the sons, have been living tem-
porarily at their mother's apartments. The
former is a lawyer at No. 35 Wall-st. and the
latter is a broker at No. 20 Broad-st. Charles
B. Ketcham yesterday made the following state-
ment:

My mother was Injured severely. She is suffering
from shock, besides being bruised all over her body,
and her collarbone was broken. About two wicks
ago my wife and children went to Massachusetts
arid Ileft my apartment, in Fil'ty-eighth-st., to
stay with rr.y mochi r and brother. On Saturday
morning Ileft the city to visit my wife and family,
and returned to the city to-day. 1 went straight
to my oflice. and knew nothing about the atsault
on my mother until Iwas told by a newspaper
man. Iimmediately hurried up here, and learned
that my mother had requested the poiice not to
give out any information about the case, and even
had gone so far as to ask t';em not to let me know.
It is the last thing Iwould expect to happen

in a place like this. It savors more of the Kast
i-ide. and when 1 went away t teit tnat my m -tiiar
would be safe to etay alone in the house during
the day. There are four dogs owned by various
families in the house, and Iffit sure nothing of
this kind would happen. My mother Ib sixty-five
years old. and her injuries are likely to result
seriously. When Iwent away my mother gave me
$30, and 1 do not think she had much money In
the house when she was assaulted.

DETERMINED TO KEEP CASE QUIET.
Mrs. Ketcham, it is ?aid, told the police that

even if the hallboy was arrested she would re-
fuse to make any complaint against him. She
told the police to do their utmost to keep the
case from becoming public. Patrolman McGinty
reported the assault and robbery to Captain

Kear at the police station, and Detectives Cole-
man and Douglas were detailed on the case.
Captain Kear *vent on his vacation yesterday,
and Sergeant Patrick McGirr was made acting
captain aunng his absence. McGirr was asked
yesterday if the detectives had obtained any
clew to the hallboy.
"I don't know anything about It," he said.

Bridge Commissioner Lindenthal gave a hear-
ing yesterday afternoon to delegates from the
Ercoklyn League, the Manufacturers' Associa-
tion arid the Bay Ridge Association, in the office
cf the Brooklyn Bridge. No. 179 Washington-
st., Brooklyn, en the Poulson plan for relieving
the congestion at the Manhattan terminal of

the bridge. All these organizations indorsed
the plans presented by Nei'.3 Poulson, president
of the ilecia Iron Works. At the end of the
hearing Commissioner Lindenthal said he would
like to see the plan tested, and promised to de-
cide in a day or two whether or not he would
recommend to the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com-
pany to make a test of the Poulson plan.

Among those present were David Porter, presi-
dent of the (Timers' Association of Bay Ridge

and Fort Hamilton; Max Schroft, architect;

William T. Donnelly, of Faber-du-Faur &
Donnelly, engineers; J. C. Brackenridge, chief
engineer of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com-
pany; William Barclay Parsons, chief engineer

of the Rapid Transit Commission; Albert E.
Parfitt; Archibald McLean, of the Bridge De-
