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THE NEWS THIS MORNING.

FOREIGN.—Two more ballots taken by the
cardinals in the Vatican failed to bring about
the election of a Pope; the last sacraments were
administered to Cardinal Herrero y Espinoza,
The list of revolutionary Cuban soldiers
entitled to pay has been completed; the sum
needed will be about $60,000,000, twice the
amount of the pending loan. The general
etrike of Spanish workmen to enforce a demand
for release of prisoners began; many strikers in
Bearcelona returned to work, Some opposi=
tion to the Irish Land bill was shown in the
House of Lords when the measure was brought
up for passage on second reading, but it was
sdvanced without a division. ——=== The Portu-
guese Cabinet and the military and civil author-
ities at Lishon were guests of Admiral Cotton
at a luncheon given on the Brooklyn.

North River tunnel, ——= The hostile squadron
in the war game off Maine has sailed from Bar
Harbor, bent on making & descent on the North
New-England coast, and Admiral Barker is
placing his fleet to prevent a landing. The
Rev. R. J. Campbell, in bidding goodby at
Northfield, said that he was delighted with his
visit to America, and hoped that he would be
arrested in England for his stand against the
Education act.

Magistrate Ommen held “Monk™ Eastman
and Joseph Brown for extradition to New-Jer-
sey to answer the charge of assaulting McMa-
hon, David Lamar's former coachman; the pris-
oners obtained an order for their appearance in
the Supreme Court to have bail fixed.
City butchers were interested in a report from
Omaha that the packing houses had decided to
raise the price of beef, and it was said that a
new abattoir at Fortieth-st. and the North
River for the independent dealers would control
20 per cent of the city trade. ———= Sefior Pedro
Velez, of the Colombian Congress, in a vigorous
talk defended his country’s attitude regarding
the Panama Canal, and said the American atti-
tude appeared to be unfriendly.

BRITISH PROTECTION FOR TIN.

An interesting and significant incident in the
commercial world was the imposition a few
weeks ago of a practically prohibitive export
duty on tin ore in those federated Malay States
which are under British protection and control.
Those States, which for more than a quarter
of a century have been practically a part of the
British Empire, produce more than 60 per cent
of the world’s output of tin, and the proportion
is increasing, since the Malayan mines are
steadily growing more productive, while those
of Cornwall and Australia are declining. The
one_is smelted in Malaya, and the refined metal
is exported, about 70 per cent of it coming to
the United States for use in the manufacture
of tinplate—an extraordinary fact, secing how
certainly we used to be assured that the manu-
facture of tinplate in America was a\physical,
moral, social, political, industrial, commercial,
chemical, metallurgical and metaphysical im-
possibility. That, however, is by the way. Let
it pass.

XNow, it recently occurred to some Americans
that it would be a good plan to import the
crude ore to this country and do the smelting
and refining here. It was believed that the
latter could be done here to better advantage
than in Malaya, and it was recognized that
tbus a considerable and profitable industry
would be created in this country. As soon as
the tin smelters of Malaya heard of the plan,
however, they perceived their peril. To adapt
the words of Sir Boyle Roche, they smelt a rat,
they saw him brewing in the air, and they set
out to nip him in the bud. They argued that
if America took 70 per cent of Malaya's tin ore
without smelting, the smelting industry of Ma-
laya wouid be kiljed. It would pot be worth
while to keep it alive for the sake of the littie
residue. That would mean the destruction of
an important industry there. It would also
mean that the United States, as the chief pur-
chaser of Malayan tin ore, would be able 10
dictate prices to the miners. In fact, the pros-

perity of the whole tip industry of British Ma-
laya seemed to them to be at stake.
representations were therefore made to the

sufficiently heavy, it was believed, to prevent
the exportation of the ore. :

So here is an example of protection in the
United States not only building up a vast and
profitable industry at home, but also compelling
the imposition of a strong protective measure in
the colony or dependency of a free trade em-
pire. There are other illustrations of the same
principle to be perceived in the British Em-
pire. They differ from this one in form,
but they are all to the same purport. A free
trade country cannot hold its own against
protectionist countries. It may do so for a
time, and in certain respects. But in the long
run of the world’s great game of “do ut des,”
the nation which has something to offer in re-
turn for what it wants to get must enjoy a
commanding advantage over that one which,
by its own self-denial, is forced to enter the

game with empty hands.

BOLD DENIAL OF A FICTION.

In an article referring to public school mat-
ters in general and Superintendent Skinner in
particular, “The New-York American” said on

Sunday:

Skinner is particularly incensed over a letter
in \'ice-Chan%ellor Reid's newspaper charging
him with having assessed normal school super-
intendents $250 each to provide a fund for the
campaign against Odell and the Regents last

winter.
«“The American” then reported Mr. Skinner
as making these comments on the foregoing

statement:

That is absolutely false. Not one cent was
asked or received by me from these superin-
tendents during the last legislative session. I
have been informed that some of the superin-
tendents contributed to the Republican State
campaign fund last fall That was proper, if
they saw fit to do so. But there was 1o co~
ercion.

Pursuing the subject a step further, “The
American” yesterday quoted Senator Platt as
saying the day before:

Mr. Skinner visited me the last week and sat-
jsfied me that the charges against him made
in Regent Reid’s newspaper were not warrant-
ed. The charges consisted mainly of statements
made by a man named Bardeen, who ua.ieges
that Skinner assessed normal school superin-
tendents to help him in his campaign against
injurious legislation last session. Mr. S'khmcr
assured me that Bardeen was a liar. I'm in-
clined to agree with Mr. Skinner. If any money
was collected by Mr. Skinner from school super-
intendents, 1 guess you will find it was turned
over to the Republican State Committee, and
was used for legitimate campaign purposes, and
not in the interest of Mr. Skinner personally or
officially.

These citations show how queerly things
sometimes get confused in the newspapérs and
in the utterances of public men. The Tribune has
brought no charge against Mr. Skinner in rela-
tion to the assessment of his subordinates for
political purposes; nor, so far as we are aware,
has anybody ever accused him of collecting
contributions from them for use in the legis-
lative controversy last winter. What we have
done is to print the following assertion pub-
lished last spring by Mr. C. W. Bardeen, of

Syracuse, publisher of “The School Bulletin”:

Three years ago it was suggested to the nor-
mal principals of the State that it would be a
nice thing for them to contribute $250 each to
Mr. Skinner's campaign expenses. Some of
them are Democrats, some of them don’t partic-
ularly like Mr. Skinner, some of them have sev-
eral places where they could use $250 to advan-

tage, but they all paid up.

Now, we cannot think it was a kindly or judl-
cious act on the part of Mr. Skinner, when he
found that “The American” was laboring under
a delusion as to the nature of the charge which
Mr. Bardeen brought against him and The
Tribune quoted, to confirm our contemporary's
blunder and gravely assure it of the falsity of
an accusation which nobody has ever made.
His conduct would have been wiser and more
becoming if he had corrected “The American’s”
misapprehension, and then dealt decisively with
Mr. Bardeen's real and odious charge concern-
ing contributions to Superintendent Skinner's
campaign expenses extorted from his subordi-
nates three years ago, when he was a candi-
date for re-election.

If Mr. Skinner had adopted that course he
would not only have served himself better in
the general estimation, but would have saved
Senator Platt from falling into an error and
taking the trouble to discredit an Imaginary
accusation. The Senator says he is inclined to
agree with Mr. Skinner that “Bardeen is a liar.”
That brings us baeck, though by a devious path,
to the point on which we have repeatedly in-
sisted, namely, that Mr. Skinner ought to lose
no time in proving that Mr. Bardeen is a liar.
But it is the actual charge he made relating to
Mr. Skinner's candidacy for re-election, not the
spurious charge relating to the last session of
the legislature, that demands refutation.

THE JULY DEFICIT.

For the first month of the new fiscal year the
operations of the federal Treasury show a deficit
of $7,776,612. If one month's balance averaged
fairly with another's, the July statement would
foreshadow an annual deficit of over $90,000,000
—a prospect calculated to send cold shivers
down the backs of the responsible directors of
our fiscal policy. But no such breakdown in
the machinery of revenue collection is to be
apprehended. July is traditionally a month of
deficits. In fat years and lean years alike it has
a trick of showing Treasury losses. But these
losses are usually more apparent than real; and
their true significance is to be read only in the
corrective light of the later statements for Au-
gust and September.

July expenditures have risen this year far
above the normal monthly level. In July, 1902,
the Treasury was called upon to pay accumu-
lated war claims and other special deficiency
appropriations amounting to between $5,000,000
and §6,000,000. The total expenditure then was
$56,818,567. Baut this year, with no extraor-
dinary drafts of this sort to meet, the total is
almost the same—§56,388,188. Receipts from all
sources amounted to $48,611,576—about $700,000
less than the receipts for July, 1902, Customs
contributed $23,146,507, as against $24,430,742
last year. But internal revenue receipts showed
a gain of $340,000 and miscellaneous receipts
& gain of about $250,000.

The drop in customs dues of $1,125,000 was a
surprise to the Treasury authorities. For more
than a year past the customs revenues have
shown a rather puzzling excess, and steady
gains from import duties have served to coun-
terbalance and conceal the losses suffered
through the repeal of the emergency taxes
levied to meet the expenses of the Spanish
war. But for customs gains the surplus for the
vear ended June 30, 1903, wounld have stood at
§23,000.000 instead of $33,000,000. If importa-
tions are to suffer a gradual check, the esti-
mated surplus for 1903-'04 may shrink some
$10,000,000 or $15.000,000; for gains from in-
ternal revenue—though certain and constant—
can hardly offset the effect of a serious decline
in importations and in the collections at our
custom houses.

But July's deficit certainly does not threaten
an actual loss to the Treasury on the operations
of the current fiscal year. In 1902 the deficit
for July was $7,507,876. Yet Aukust showed a
surplus of $5,955,812, and the surplus for the
vear was $53,000,000. Beyond an unmistakable
tendency toward somewhat heavier monthly ex-
penditures and another less marked tendency
toward lighter customs receipts, the July state-
ment has no especially bearish significance. It
discloses conditions little different from those

of July a yvear ago. It points—somewhat vague-

ly—to the accumulation of a safe and comfort-
able surplus, though perhaps a less substantial
one than that of 1903.

THAT CROATIAN PETITION.

1t is to be hoped there is an error in a current
bit of news from Vienna, which says that the
Emperor of Russia has “received with b«{uevo—
lence” a petition from the Croats in the United
States describing in darkest terms the condition
of Croatia and of their countrymen at home; for
if that were true it would be difficult to acquit
the Emperor, or his iministers, of strange incon-
sistency.

A short time ago the Russian Government de-
clined to receive a respectful petition from
American citizens concerning the condition of
certain subjects of the Czar. It was then de-
clared that the Russian Government scrupulous-
ly refrained from meddling in the affairs of
other nations, and must insist that other na-
tions should similarly refrain from meddling in
its affairs.

Now, the Croats in the United States are
American citizens, and are not and never were
subjects of the Russian crown. Croatia is a
province of Hungary, and never has belonged
to Russia; and the Croats there are subjects of
the King of Hungary, and are not and never
were subjects of the Emperor of Russia. This
petition, therefore, is a petition from some peo-
ple in one country alien to Russia concerning
affairs in another country alien to Russia. As
such, according to the rule lately laid down by
the Russian Government, it is something with
which the Emperor of Russia could properly
have nothing to do.

We shall therefore hope to see a prompt con-
tradiction of this Vienna report, and an authori-
tative explanation that, instead of “penevolently
receiving” it, the Emperor of Russia declined to
receive the petition of the Croats on the ground
that it was contrary to Russian principles to
meddle in the domestic affairs of other States.

A STREETCAR NUISANCE.

There are many rowdies in Brooklyn whose
specialty in crime is practised only on the sur-
face and elevated cars, where they insult
unprotected women. A few months ago a promi-
nent citizen of the borough took it upon himself
to remonstrate with a couple of these fellows,
and for his trouble he received injuries which
for a time were believed to be fatal. The cir-
« umstance aroused deep indignation, and one re-
sult was the formation of a club by young men,
who had the fair name of the city and the safety
of their families in view, for the purpose of mak-
ing war on the cowardly ruffians. It was said at
that time that the young men would be vested
with legal authority, and people hoped that there
would be an end to the annoyances which often
made streetear travel in Brooklyn a disagree-
able experience for women. Some good was ac-
complished by the men who were banded to-

streetear nuisance still exists. Only a few days
ago a man was stabbed while he was endeavor-
ing to protect a woman from the forced atten-
tions of a ruffian, and the incident showed that
there was still work to be done by the young
volunteers.

While these incidents are charged to Brook-
Iyn, it should not be supposed that the same
class of passengers is not to be found on the
cars in Manhattan, or that there is less neces-
sity in the greater borough for a protective or-
ganization. The “drunk and disorderly” pas-
senger usually receives the attention which he
deserves at the hands of the conductor, and
from that source the unprotected passenger has
little to fear. If such a passenger does escape
the notice of the conductor, he cannot hide his
true character from his fellow passengers; he is
branded and can be avoided. The dangerous
person is the brute disguised as a gentleman,
who uses vile language in the presence of
women and children and ogles and leers at
young girls. The man who stops one of these
creatures in his career of shame by handing
him over to the authorities is a public benefac-
tor, and when people organize for the protection
of society against such wretches, stabbing cases
like those which recently occurred will be less
frequent.

FREER TRADE WITH THE PHILIPPINES.

The appeal of the Filipino Chamber of Com-
merce for the abolition of the tariff on Philip-
pine produets imported into the United States
is one which should receive sympathetic atten-
tion. It may not be wise to establish absolute
free trade with the islands, but without doubt
the duties should be greatly reduced. On some
accounts a moderate tariff is desirable. Large
revenues are needed for the Philippines, and
one of the best ways of raising money is on
products which are sold here. They bring in
ready money to the producers in the islands,
and can therefore bear the tax much better
than similar products which are disposed of at
home. The merchants there are the moneyed
men, and it 1s better that they should pay the
bulk of the taxes than that the revenues should
Dbe more largely derived from imposts on land
and local trade.

A much lower tariff than the present one
would bring in all needed revenue. The Philip-
pine Commission has long urged a rate of one-
third that now imposed, or one-fourth that
levied on the goods of other countries, believ-
ing that the lower rate would so stimulate
trade as to bring iuto the United States Treas-
ury for the benefit of the Philippines much
more money than is now secured by the higher
duties. Even though this revenue be needed
and entire abolition of the tariff be injudicious,
there can be no question of the desirability of
making the entry of Philippine products as easy
as possible. The Filipino Chamber of Com-
merce may be exireme in its request, but its
mistake is one of detail. It has a right to ask
and expect much better trade relations than the
islands now enjoy, and it is for the interest of
the United States that the reduction of duties
be made. We can only succeed with our under-
taking in the Philippines by making them pros-
perous. A profitable market in the United
States is the best guarantee of a loyal attach-
ment of the Filipinos to the United States.
The sooner we can show them the advantages
of our sovereignty, the sooner will our cares 'be
lightened and our expenditures for the main-
tenance of our authority decreased.

There is no reason why this question should
be complicated with the general tariff issue.
It should be perfectly easy to enact a bill like
that estgblishing the present tariff on hilip-
pine imports, only with a more suitable per-
centage of our general rates. It was possible
to open up a market for Porto Rico, first by
teducing and then, when the low duties had
served their purpose, abolishing the tariff. The
United States did not suffer, but has profited
by the concession. By opening a larger market
to the Filipinos we should open a larger market
to our own farmers and manufacturers. We
cannot hope to sell them goods without making
it possible for them to sell us goods. Only
short-sighted selfishress or utfer incompetence
can explain a continued resistance to freer
trade with the Philippines.

Ten airship builders have announced their in-
tention to compete for the $100,000 prize offered for
aerial cars at the St. Louls Purchase Exposition.
The last three machines described differ widely in
many features. A mining engineer of Monte Vista,
Col., is building a machine of aluminum, 30 feet in
diameter, with a length of 150 feet, which has no
gasbag to lift it. Mr. Reiferscheid, of Denver, has
a balloon which is pointed at both ends, and hooped
with aluminum. At each end are the propellers, six
in all, to be used In raising and lowering the ma-
chine, and to assist in guiding it. A six horsepower
gasolene motor will provide the motive power, and
the balloon will be filled with hydrogen gas and
hermetically sealed. Large fans will provide a safe-
ty device to permit the ship to descend slowly In
case the balloon collapses. A. E. Kindler, of Den-
ver, has a dirigible balloon with curtains three feet
wide extending around it, which will fill as para-
chutes in sudden descent. A storage battery fur-
nishes the power. A model s said to have described
a clircle about fifty feet in diameter, rising, dipping
and finally descending to its moorings without a
hitch in its mechanism.

MR. BARDEEN EXPLAINS.

Contributions Sent to Mr. Skinner
Three Years Ago.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Syracuse, N. Y., Aug. 3.—Charles W. Bardeen,
Editor of “The School Bulletin,” which is mak-
ing an effort to defeat the Superintendent of
Public Instruction, Charles R. Skinner, for ra-
election, explained his pesition in the matter
to-day and replied to Senator Platt's defence
of the superintendent. Mr. Bardeen said:

Senator Platt’s statements are an evagion,
We never claimed that Skinner applied the
funds to his own use. The situation was this:
Three years ago Mr. Skinner was a ¢andidate
for re-election. It was intimated at the meet-
ing of the State Normal School principals at
New-York that the principals ought to make a
contribution to Mr. Skinner for the Republican
campaign fund, which would materially aid in
his election. There are eleven normal scheol
principals in the State. Of these  Principal
Milne, of Albany, and his brother, Principal
Miine, of Geneseo, refused to contribute. The
other nine did so. A check to Mr. Skinner's
order indorsed by him and deposited in an
Albany bank to his credit has been seen. We
are out to defeat Mr. Skinner for re-election.
The party In favor of unification knows that
Mr. Skinner has used every effort to block its
plan and we want a man in his position that
will not be against it.
