There will be
a volunteer corps of doctors and trained nurses
to look after the little ones, and for those that
come from Long Island City there willbe free "bus
rides from and to the ferry.

MR RIDDER NOT A POWER INBROOKLYN.

Henry Wussman, Deputy County Clerk, of
Brooklyn, who is the chairman of the executive

committee of the Brooklyn German- A"--
Municipal League, said yesterday:

Iunderstand that Mr. Ridder lays claim to con-
siderable Influence on this side of the river. I
Tvant to repudiate this contention. Mr. Ridder has
very little influence indeed in the Borough of
Brooklyn. Two years ago, when he tried to swing
us arainst Mr. Low. not one delegate followed
Ridder' s lead. The Brooklyn German- Americans
feel ju«t as independent of Mr. Ridder to-day. Their
fealty to th» fusion ticket is far mo strong to per-
mit them to be diverted to Tammany. No matt-er

how good a candidate Tammany might put In the
field the Germans hert- will still support Low. \V>
feel that Tammany methods would handicap any
Tammany Mayor, no matter how worthy hi-3 per-
Bonality might be. The ten thousand votes of the
German-American Municipal League willnearly all
be cast for Mr. Low.

It is my opinion that Mr.Ridder has absolutely

no influence over the German vote, except that of
his newspaper. Itmay be recalled that in the State
campaign of 1898 Ridder said he wielded a potent

influence with the German voter?, and threatened
to svinp the entire German vote over to Stanch-
field, the Democratic candidate Hearing this T
callel a mass meeting at Cooper Union, and we
packed the hall to the doors with German vot»r?.
Mr. Ridder tried to follow a« With another mas?
meeting, and was able to rat?" an audience of only
three hundred or four hundred. Irecall this
incident to show what little influence Mr. Ridder
really possesses among the German population I
feel confident that the. great majority of Germans
will support Low in the coming campaign, and the
member? of the German-American Reform Union
will net he the. least among them

Tribune reporter that while he did not care to
say anything; about Mr. Ridder's claims, he

would express an opinion that it was entirely

too early for any man to ssy how the German

vote would be oast this fall.

of Herman Rudder's recent utterances that if

Mr. Low is renominated the fusion forces will
not receive the support of Bidder's German fol-
lowing. These representative Germans mainta n
that Mr. Ridder is not In a position to =iaie

how the votes of his countrymen will be cast in
the coming municipal campaign. While concel-
ing that, as the leader of tho German-American
Reform Union, his influence is not inconsidera-
ble, they say that the independent German
voters are as independent or Mr. Ridder as they
are of the regular party organizations.

Leading members of the German-American
Reform Union declare that the members of the
union will consult their own opinions in chooa
ing a mayoralty candidate, and that Mr. Rid-
der, therefore, did not represent the views of
that body Inhis recent threat to Senator Platt.
They maintain, moreover, that the greater por-
tion of the members of the German-American
Reform Union willcast their votes for Mr. Low
in the fall campaign, no matter how good a
Tammany candidate is in the field. Leaders cf
the German-American Municipal League of
Brooklyn, comprising tea thousand members,

declare that the votes of that body will un-
doubtedly La cast for the fusion candidate.
Other representative Brooklyn Germans say that
the major portion of the German vote of Brook-
lyn will be for Mr.Low Ifho is r»nominated.

M. A. LESSERS VIEWS.

Maximus A. Lesser, president of the German-
American Reform Union organization of the
XXlst Assembly District, Manhattan, said yes-
terday that the German vote of his district
would undoubtedly be cast for Mr. Low in the
coming campaign. "In my opinion," he said,

"the Germans will be just as much inclined to
support Mr. Low this year as they were last.
"While Mr. Ridder is a powerful iniluence in our
organization, he by no means can be considered
the all-controlling power. Icould name at least
twelve men who are as Influential in the af-
fairs of our organization as Mr. Ridder. and
the majority of these men are in favor of Mr.
Low's renominatlon. For Mr.Ridder personally

we all have the greatest respect and esteem,

and IthinkIcan say he is my personal friend;

but when It comes to political views, that is
another matter. A great many of us In the

German-American Reform Union prefer to have
political views of our own, and these views are
not quite in accord with Mr. Ridder"9.

"T think the German electorate is perfectly
satisfied with Mr. Low's administration. The
often repeated plaint that the administration's
handling of the excise question has made many
enemies is to my mind a gross exaggeration.

Political agitators have distorted this question

in an effort to alienate votes from the fusion
party; but T do not think that the German
population has taken the matter greatly to

heart, as has been stated. About the dropping

of the teaching of German in the public schools.
Iwould say that we Germans blame the Board
of Education alone for that. We do not think
it Just to hold Mr. Low responsible for a meas-
ure with which h* doubtless hod nothing what-
e-\ er to do.'*

LOW'S GERMAN FRIENDS.

Officials of the Road and Employes' Com-
mittee Reach Agreement.

Chicago, Aug. E.—Officials of the Chicago, Rock
Island and Pacific Railroad Company and repre-

"The firm did all their business," Inspector
McClusky said, "with people livingout of the
city.

It */ai ?-nd in Buffalo that If the Daniels
arrested here was the son of the late Justice
Daniels, it was by his first wife, who was a
Miss Porter. It not known there that Jus-
tice Daniels had a son Thomas P. Daniels, and
many of the Justice's oldest friends said that
they bad never heard that he had a second son
living Justice Daniel" died about six years
ago. Mr*.Daniels is said to be in Newport this
summer.

The warrants were issued on the specific com-

When he realized that he had been swindled,

Collins told the police, he put the case into the

hands of District Attorney Jerome.

Two of those who have complained of the
company's methods of doing business are Daniel
Crane and C. S. Drew, lawyers, of No. 139
State-st., Rochester. They Pay that they have
lost about $400 each.

The raid took place about 11 o'clock, and

caused great excitement in the street. The
police went to the rooms and found there, be-

sides the seven persons arrested, a number of
women stenographers, who were not held.
When the detectives entered the room some of
the women began to shriek and. would not be
quiet until assured that they would not be hurt.
Two members of the firm were found reading

letters, which they attempted to destroy, but
which were saved by tho detectives. They are
said to contain important evidence. • The raid

was a complete surprise to the firm, and the
members were caught entirely off their guard.

Decorators on W. K. Yanderbilt

Sayville, Long Island, Aug. 5.— the painting
and decorating which has been in progress for
weeks at William K. Vanderbilt's Idle Hour home
came to a sudden and unexplained stop yesterday
afternoon and the big force of men hurriedly let*
here for New-York.

Yesterday afternoon a telegram was receiveddirecting the men to stop work and return to thecity at once. Work was stopped immediately andthe men left here for New-York without stopping
even to put their brushes away. The paint pots
were left whft-ever they happened to be. Paper
was left lyingabout, and no isteps were taken toclean up or even to leave things as they ordi-narily are left for over night. Some of the men
raced to th.- station, carrying their good shoesand wearing their working ones, and made thechange at the station.. The men caught the after-noon t.aln and have not returned.

It Is said that the m»»n may have gone to Mew-
York to attend a meeting of their union to con-pider a strike. The men left their personal be-
longings In the various boarding houses in Say-
ville. Their current week's board bills are unpaidbut the boarding house keepers are not worrying"
Xur the men evidently expect to return.

STOP WORK ATIDLEHOUR.

No Money forRent, and Gas Turned

of Where Baby Died.
Because of the building tieup, WUiiam Shaw,

an ironworker, living- at No. 307 East Thirty-
second-st., a house said to be owned by Douglas
Robinson, President Roosevelt's brother-in-
law, says he cannot get work, therefore cannot
earn any money and so is to be dispossessed.

To add to his troubles, his youngest child, a
three-months-old baby, di'-d Tuesday. The case
came to the attention of the police of East
Thirty-fifth-st. last night, when Mrs. Shaw
went around t-> th^ station and said the jani-

tress of the tenement had turned out the gas
in her rooms, and she could not "wake" her
dead baby. Wouldn't the sergeant please send
an officer around and ask Mrs. Sullivan, the
janitres?, to turn on the gas so that the. baby
might be properly "waked?"

The sergeant would, and did. An officer ac-
companied the woman :md managed to placate
the janitress. and the neighbors and friend?; of
the tfhaws gathered for a wake. Shaw said he
had been out of work aver since the building tie-
up began His ren*. for three rooms, in which
he, his vife,his wife's sister and his two daugh-
ters live, is only Jjio a month, yet. his circum-

stances have become so straitened that ev»ri
this was too much for him to pay.

"The rent was due yesterday," he said, "and
Mrs. Sullivan came and asked me for it. Itold
her Iwould pay as soon as possible, but that I
had been in bad luck and out of work. I'dwork
if they'd let me, but so long as th^ tieup is on I
can't get any."

Mrs. Sullivan, the Jartitress, who also acts as
agent for the tenement, paid: "The owner of
the building. Douglas Robinson, of No. 100
Broadway, told me that Imust not let the
tenants get behind with their rent. So when
Sha.w told me yesterday h* couldn't pay, Iwent
to the Municipal District Court on Fifty-
seventh-st. and got a dispossess. And hell have
to get out, too, if he doesn't, pay."

The baby was said to
have died of consumption.

Why, they are both expelled members of our
order, and Simon Burns has not a vestige of title
to be master workman. We have the books and
property, and we are the Knights of Labor. At
the last meeting of the alleged District Assembly
which Mr. Rock is supposed to represent only
three people attended. Daniel O'Leary Is the real
master workman. of No. 49. Ido not believe any
statements to the effect that there will be friction
between members of the unions which have signed
the agreement and us. There is no reason why we
should not work harmoniously together.'

As to "Sam" Parks, he said he was originally
brought here to .be a strike breaker. The Knights
could supply all the hbusestnitha needed. Char-
tors had been given, he said, to the. new unions of
house ehorers and housesmiths.

THE EMPLOYERS' SIDE.
L. K. Prince, chairman of the board of governors

of the Employers' association, was in good spirits
last evening. "We have taken th* first bunch of
shingles off the roof of the Housesmlths and
Bridgemen's Union." he said. "We. are putting
more ironworkers to work every day. A new or-
