PLAN TO A4ID THE WORK.

Mt the Conferences—The Rev. Dr.
' Pierson on Prophecies.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

East Northfield, Mass., Aug. 7.—There has been
opportunity to attend meetings at the Northfield
conference every hour to-day from 8:15 a. m., the
hour for the devotional services in each of the
bulldings where the conference guests are enter-
tained, unti! 9 o'clock this evening. The camp
nouncil at Camp Northfield this morning was ad-
dressed by the Rev. Charles Stelzle. He discussed
the relation of the workingmen to the church and
the reason for their indifference. He said that this
was largely inherited. The pressure of dally la-
bor comes in time to make the workingman prac-
tically soulless; his life becomes empty. He made
a plea for workers who would engage in Christian
efforts in the cities and towns with the same
consecration that the missionaries take with them
1o the foreign field.

At 930 o'ciock Dr. Morgan lectured on
“Zephoniah,” and at the next hour the Rev. Grif-
fith Thomas spoke on “Prayer.” The supreme
need, and therefore the most pressing duty, of the
church of Christ, he sald, is prayer, for prayer
means power. In answer to prayer the Holy Spirit
comes.

At 145 p. m., in the Congregational Church, Dr.
T. €. Niles, a student of Hebrew customs and
ritual, Jectured on this subjeect. A ministers’ meet-
ing followed at the next hour. This service was
conducted by Mr. Thomas. Only regularly ordained
ministers were expected to attend. At 2:45 p. m.
Dr. Erdman, in the Auditorium. gave a short
lecturé on the Book of Hebrews, and gave the
remainder of his time to answering questions. Fol-
lowing Dr. Erdman, the Rev. Dr. A. C. Dixon,
of the Ruggles Street Baptist Church, spoke on
the parable of the ninety and nine. The service
which is usually held on Round Top was held in
the Auditorium this evening, and was addressed
by the Rev. Mr. Ross, formerly a missionary in
Africa.

In the Auditorium the Rev. Mr. Hanson, pastor
of the Marylebone Street Presbyterian Church,
London, delivered the evening address.

The founding of the seminary for girls, whose
bufldings are now occupied by conference guests,
was characteristic of D. L. Moody. As he drove
over the mountains near his old home some
twenty-five years ago, hie gaw three girls sitting
by thelr door braiding mats. This showed him a
need which he determined to do what he could
to mest. They were to him representatives of a
class of bright, promising girls with large possi-
bilities but with small opportunities. He would
give them suech educational advantages as he had
felt he meed of himself, and he would have
them so trained that their lives should count the
most possible for the cause of Christ.

With this purpose in mind, an addition was put
on his own home, a recitation hall erected, twenty-
five girls gathered, and in 1879 Northfield Seminary
began. From the first there have been more appli-
cants for admission than it has been possible to
receive, and though the school has grown in num-
hers from twenty-five students to four hundred,
now two hundred to three hundred giris are re-
fused admission everv year. This growth in num-
bers and the increasing demand for admission
would seem to indicate a need. It is necessary,
however, to know something definite about the
circumstances of those who are received as stu-
gents to know how wurgent ‘that need is. One-
third of the students at present in the seminary
are from towns of less than five thousand inhab-
itants. Two-fifths have no high schools within
veach. Of those who come from towns where the
schools may be supposed to be reasonably good,
half are either orphans or half orphans. The
small number remaining includes a few girls who
have been through the high school and wish fur-
ther study, and some who, deprived of early ad-
vantages, now that they have earned money for
an education, find themselves embarrassed at the
thought of entering the public school, where they
would have to be classed with children.

The fact that one-third of the students have
done something toward self-support tells its own
story. In general, it may be said that the girls
who have attended Northfield Seminary had not
the means to go to other schools, and could not
have received in any other place the education
that Northfield has given.

GROWTH OF THE SCHOOL.

The emphasis laid upon Bible study, the practi-
cal training in household duties, combined with
the thorough work done in the classroom—work
of such a character that students have been ad-
mitted to 8]l the leading colleges on certificates—
have led some to seek admission to Northfield who
have means to go elsewhere. The few students of
1his class who have been admitted to the privileges
of the seminary have been placed outside of the
school bujldings to board, in homes of the town,
that they might not take the places which should
he) glven to poorer gilrls.

There have been 3,208 girl students at Northfield
that have gone out to engage In almost every kind
of work open to women. Since Northfield Seminary
was founded to help girls who have not means to
attend the ordinary boarding school the charge
for board and tuition was placed at $100 a year.
“T'he actuyal cost a student has been about $200, but
it has not seemed best to raise the tuition, as by
#0 daoing the very class for whom the school was
founded would.be crowded out.

As the seminary has grown, bne building after
another has been added, until to-day there are nine
darmitories, a recitation hall, gymnasium, library,
auditorium and steam laundry, the total cost of
which, with the grounds and barns, has been
$380,208 28. With the extensions, and the increase
in the number of students, the deficit has neces-
sarily increased. To meet this deficit a large en-
dowment s required. The total endowment of the
seminary at present is about $200,000. Even with
the income from this sum it is neccssary to raise
about $30,000.a year to meet current expenses, but
the seminary needs a science hall and a music hall,
which might be avajiable with a larger endowment.

Tn so short a time it is not surprising that the
increase of the endowment has not been commen-
surate with the growth of the school. The income
from the present endowment and the royalty of
hymn books amournt to little, so the remainder, it
5 hoped, will be secured from friends of the
&c.00!.

Many who are unable to contribute in larger
sums have expressed their interest in the work
by giving $5 each year, the interest on $§100, thus
affording a living endowment. Others have given
the iuterest on even smalier amounts, and some the
income from larger sums. This has resulted in
suggesting the following plan by which all may aid
the work.

PLAN TO AID THE SCHOOL.

By contributing $ a person is enrolled as a sus-
taining member. By contributing $25 a person is
enrolied as a patron. By contributing $0 a per-
son meets the deficit on a student for one term.
By contributing $100 a person meets the deflcit of
n studant for one year.

Every year at the close of the general conference
for Christian workers there is given a post con-
ference series of adaresses. The arrangement for
speakers this year include the Rev. Dr. G. Camp-
bell Morgan, the Rev. Samuel Chadwick, the Rev.
W. H. Grifith Thomas, B. D., and Professor James
Orr, D. D. Dr. Morgan will give four addresses as
follows: August 17, “Bringing Salvation': August
18, ““Teaching the Saved”; August 19, “Denying
Ungodliness,” and August 20, “Creating Hope.”
Mr. Chadwick will lecture from August 17 to Sep-
1ember 1.

Mr. Thomas's dates are from September 1 to 12.
¥ie will give four studies in “How to Master the
Gospe! of St. John,” and four more on “‘How to
Master the Acts of the Apostles.” Professor Orr
will be in Northfield practically the whole month
of Beptember. His lectures will be on “The Bible
in the Light of Babylonian, Assyrian and Egyptian
Piscoveries.” The Northfield and Camp Northfield
will be open for guests. The post conference is
becoming yearly mere popular.

During last winter the Rev. Dr. A. T. Plerson
bes been supplying the church of the Rev. F. B.
Meyer, in London. He also gave a series of Bible
lectures on “The Oracles of God,” in Exeter Hall,
which proved popular.

DR. PIERSON'S ADDRESS.

The Rev. Dr. Arthur T. Plerson in his address
on *“The Threefold Basle of Certain Knowledge
of Christianity” took the text, II Peter, i, 16:
‘“For we have mot followed cunningly devised

fables, when we made known unto you the power
and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ; but were

- wt of his majesty. For he received
’m- 03-5: Father honor and glory, when there
came such a voice to him from the excellent glory.
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ch we are living
it could not h?vo been more appropriate to the pre-
cise wants of the present need. ur choice to-
day is absolutely and inevitably between accept-
ing the theory that the system of Christianity is
a series of cunningly devised fables, or that it is
a system of divinely revealed facts, and we have
8ot to make our choice between those .two posi-
tions. Is this Bible a collection of myths invented
by man, or {s this Bible a revalation of truths in-
spired of God? And we should make that choice
intelligently and discriminatingly. for the very
apostle who has written these words says. “‘Be
ready always Lo give an answer to every man that
asketh you a reason for the hope that is in you.”

Now, if you examine this passage carefully, you
will observe that it is divisible- into three parts.
The middle part belongs first in the logical apd
chronological order: it is the ‘*'sure word of
prophecy.” The second thought is that which
occurs first in the passage, '“We were with Him
in the holy mount; we were eye witnesses of his
majesty, and ear witnesses of the divine attesta-
tion ot his divinity.” And the third is the last
consideration given, the day dawn and the day
star arising in your hearts, which shows to me
that this is not a reference to the second coming
of our Lord. The first thought is, we haye got
a prophetic word. a divine revelation: the second
thought is, we have got an eye witness and an
ear witness of the majesty of Jesus Christ in the
transfiguration; and the third thing is. we have
a new experience of Christ rising, as the sun at
day dawn, in our hearts, the day star, that is at
once the last star of the night and the first star
of the morning, showing that the night is’ gone
and the morning is begun.

In the first place, the word of propheey. You
will notice that Peter uses the word “prophecy”
in these two epistles specially in the sense of pre-
diction. Al! prophecy is not necessarily pre-
dictive; but he uses prophecy in the sense of pre-
diction, for in the first chapter of the first epistle
the word ‘‘prophecy’ is used, not in the general
sense of teaching, even teaching divine truth; not
insight, but foresight. It is pot the microscope
having insight into things; but it is the telescope
bringing distant things near. It is a testimony
bo{nrehand.

Now, vou take the whole passage; it is very re-
markable. The multiplicity of details concerning
the Lord Jesus Christ in the Old Testament is per-
fectly amazing. The Oxford “Helps to Bible Study’’
has nine pages on the prophecies of the Old Testa-
ment as referred to in the New, and the record of
their completion referred to in the New, and 218
separate and distinct praophecles about the Lord
Jesus Christ are noted there.

THE PROPHECIES.

Canon Liddon made a very careful computation,
and his book makes unnecessary any other book to
be written on the divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ
for perhaps a century to come, and he found 333
rophecies—and, by the way, 666 general prophecies
n the Old Testament, and 333 pertaining to the
Lord Jesus Christ—divided them into the patriavchal
period and the Davidie period and the prophetic
period, each one of them having a standard or
representative speaker. Now, as I said, there on
the law of compound probability, the possibility
that 333 predictions should meet in one person is as
one to 84 followed by 97 ciphers. This is the abso-
lute basis of certainty both that the Bihble is the
Word of God and that Christ is the Son of God.
You needn't go into any library, llke the great
libraries at Washington and Oxford and Cambridge,
in this and other countries, in order to find out
that this Book is the Word of God. Study the Old
Testament and see the prophecjes there; study the
New Testament and see the fulfilments recorded
there, and vou have intollectuau{ the basis of &
reasonable conviction that this Bible is the Word
of God and can be nothing else.

Notice, for instance, the exodus. Remember that
in the ninth of Luke that very word is used—I
think only twice In the New Testament—“Exodus."”
Moses and Elijah, on the mount of transfiguration,
“spoke of his exodus that he should-accomplish at
Jerusalem.” and the thought is before us that there
is a parallel between the first exodus from Egypt
and the second exodus under Christ from the land
of sin and death into the land of liberty and light.
Did you ever think of the correspondence between
the two? What were the four things that marked
the first exodus? First, a passing by of the blood;
second, the going down into the place of death, the
Red Sea, and the coming up as in resurrection:
third, the overwhelming of all the enemies that
pursued them, and, fourth, the coming of the pillar
of cloud to be their divine leader. What were. the
four things about the second exodus? A passing
by of the bloodstained cross, a coming up out of
the place of death in resurrection, an overwhelm-
ing of all the diabolical foes of the Christian ‘as
“He ascended up on high, leading captivity cap-
tive,” and the eoming of the Holy Ghost to be the
divine pillar of cloud and fire to gulde the Church

in‘her journey.

Go along a little further. What about the
paschal lamb? Do you know that every paschal
lamb that was roasted was roasted on a cross?
They ran one spit through from the head to the
tail and another spit from the shoulder to the
shoulder, and there wasn't a paschal lamb that
was roasted from the time they came out of Egvpt
that was not roasted on a spit that was in the
form of a cross.

If you go along to the time when the serpent was
lifted up in the wllderness, vou know that the
Hebrew word for pole is banner ar staff. Now, we
know that.the lifting up of that serpent repre-
sented Christ, for Christ Himself says so in the
third chapter of John. The serpent undoubtedly
was colled around the crosspiece of a cross, and as
the serpent was in the likeness of a serpent that
§lung them, but without its venom, He was in the
likeness of 'sinful flesh, but Himelf, without the
venom and poison of sin; and as a look at the
brazen serpent was accompanied immediately by
heaiing, we have only to look unto Him. though
from the ends of the earth, and receive immediate
salvation.

ARGUMENT FROM PROPHECY.

Now, don't vou see from these few illustrations, all
of which aye taken from the New Testament, the
references in the New Testament to the Old Testa-
ment record, that the history of the Old Testament
is as prophetic as the actual, positive, direct predic-
tion about the coming of Christ; that the history is
pervaded by the prophetic guality, and that you
cannot read”your Old Testament intelligently unless
Ec))’u( read into it the person and work of Jesus

rist?

The argument from prophecy hag never yet been
answered, and it never can be answered. e only
way that infidels have ever been able to get rid of
it was tHe way of Voltaire. It was to say that the
prophecies were not wriften untfl after the events
occurred. But I want you to notice what a conces-
gion there is {n that argument. It concedes that the
prophecies are g0 accurate according to the events
that the only way for an infldel to account for the
prophecies at all is to say that the events occurred
first and that the prophecles are a fraud. .

Now, we have something that makes even the
word of prophecy more sure, which confirms it
What {s the Transfiguration? Stop and look at the
Transfiguration as, perhaps, you never looked at it

fore. 1 am perfectly persuaded that there isn't
ome man in ten, even among Bible students, that
has ever -put the Transfiguration where {t belangs.
Do you know that the Transfiguration is the one and
only occasion in the whole life of Jesus Christ from
bﬁinnln%tq end when His proper deity was un-
vélled? hen He came He came in the disguise of
hpmanity. It was all that His disciples, who were
t intimately connected with Him, could da
during the three and a half years of their com-
panionship, even after he emerged Into public life,
to recognize and hold fast the conviction of His
deity. One ocecasion only was given when the delty
was absolutely unveiled, and hence the strong
lapguage which Peter uses. He says: ‘‘“We were
eyve witnesses of his majesty.”” They had never seen
His majesty before. As T have said, all His life long
He had been in the disguise of the flesh. On this
one occasion He swept that disguise aside and re-
vealed the star of empire shining on His breast, the
crown of empire glittering on His brow' and they
never could forget it. Honor and glory such as He
had never had before, a voice from heaven saying:
“This is my beloved son. Hear ye him. "’

THE «ROMISES

Now, in the Word of Gog there are about thirty
thousand different promises, not to speak of those
fndirect promises, which are couched in prayer,
because every prayer inspired of an in-
direct promise. Now, ohserve this: The promises
are given in order to make you a partaker of the
divine nature, and no stronger words are used.in
the whole Scripture concerning holiness than those
words. Partakers, not reflectors, simply: partak-
ers of the divine nature. As my brother Morgan
was saying to you this afternoon about the feilow-
ehip of God, that is fellowehip. This is fellowship

1zed, to be 3 partaker of the divine nature.
And now, mark .you, no disciple of Christ has ever
accepted and appropriated a promise without in so
far becoming a partaker of the divine nature.
Mark a second fact: lndpfoponlon as the promisges
of, God are believed and trusted and rested upon,
vou become more and more a partaker of the
divine nature.

Just as surely as Old Testament prophecy about
the suffering and glory af Christ is fulfilled in New
Testament history, so the promises of God regard-
ing your suffering and your glory that should fol-
low are fuifilled in you just as far as the promises
are appropriated, are accepted. are helleved, are
trusted, and become the basis -of your walk with

Take the point of transfiguration. A great many
people do not see that the believer's transfiguration
is at all in the New Testament, but if you will look
at the twelfth chapter of Romans, and the second
verse, you will never forget it- when once you see it.
“Be not conformed to this world; but be ye trans-
figured” —the same word applied to Christ—"be ye
transfigured.” How? !By the renewing of your
mind."” When your mind is renewed—and T sup-
pose Paul is referring to just what he said in the
fourth chapter and twenty-third verse of Ephesians,
“*‘Be renewed in the apirit of the mind.” where there
1s the subslest anpalysis that you will find almost
in any of these episties: not renewed in your mind
only, which is a great thing; not renewed in your
spirit only, which is a great thing. but “Be re,
newed in the spirit of your mind,” as though the
mind itself had a kind of a spirit. a disposition, a
temper, which needed to be renewed. -

It isn't enough ta change your convictions, it
isp’'t enough to change your affections, but there is
a subtle something aboyt you that nobody ecan
degeribe, but everybody can feel. Don't you feel
when you g0 into the presence of some people that
you want to get out? Don't you feel when you go
into the presence of other people that you want
to stay in? Why, you can put a dog in a com-
pany. and he seems to avold home people and like
other folks. Do we smile? Qh, it {8 a great and
awful fact that there is something that goes with
you and me that nobody can describe, but everys
body can perceive and feel. and 1 know for many
years 1 neglected that invisible ard subtle some-
thing, and lost immensely in power and influence
on account of the neglect of “il. “‘Be renewed in
the spirit of your mind.

Edward F. C. Young, the Jersey City banker, who
is a familiar figure in Democratic politics, has
joined the army of land owners along the Jersey
coast.

The news of the Iinvalidation of the Long
Branch incorporation act, owing to the omission of
an essential verb, caused much-regret here.

The commit-
tee, conslstln% of Mayor Walter S. Reed, John
Guire, Judge Wilbur A. Heisley, Myron H. Oppen-
heim, D. Morgan Hildreth, W. S. B. Parker and
Thorndyke Saunders, held several meetings and
in the main agreed on the mnew bhill. The Long
Branch Property Holders' Association met the ex-
pense of drawing the bill. It provided for the elec-
tion of a Mayor with veto power, and did away
with the present dual form of government.

Mr. Yatman’s “Hour of Sunshine”

Ocean Grove, N. J., Aug. 7 (Special).—Over fifteen
hundred worshippers crowded into the Young Peo-
ple’s Temple at 9 a. m. to-day and enjoyed ‘“‘An
Hour of Sunshine’” with Charles H. Yatman, the
evangelist. Mrs. R. H. Carr. of Brooklyn, sang
“He is Ready,” and Miss Agnes Alexander, of
Nebraska, sang ‘'Nearing My Home.” The princi-
pal address was made by the Rev. Edmond Hez
Swem, pastor of the Sezond Baptist Church, Wash-
{ngton, D. C. His theme was “Bright Spots.”
Toward the close of the meeting Mr. Yatman had
those in the audience repeat aloud the covenant,
“Christ for me, forever,”” and also insisted that
everybody shake hands and thus beecome ac-
quainted.
