Wins by Over a Mile.

The Shamrocks raced in many kinds of wind
yesterday. Running and reaching in a shifting
breeze. Shamrock 111 outsailed her pacemaker by
2 minutes *'. seconds in sailing fifteen miles to the
outer mark, and beating back by 4 minutes 9 sec-
onds, a total of 6 minutes 15 seconds elapsed time.
The course was southeast. The start was from
Scotland Lightship, before a lightnorthwest wind.
At the ;-t;irt tho yachts lay head to the wind side
by side to windward of the line, each captain try-
ing to blanket the other boat. After a moment
they compromised, filled away on opposite tacks
and went across the line, breaking" out spinnakers.

Within three minutes the
challenger passed the old boat and began to leave
her astern. Tho wind was softening, but at noon,

the old boat caught a freshening slant of new wind
from the west, and, smothering her spinnaker and
setting bailoonjib topsail, cut down half the chal-
lenger's lead before the new boat felt the breeze.

They run for half an hour without spinnakers,
and then, as the wind hauled back to northwest,

set them again. Th« wind first dropped and then
freshened. The challenger gained slowly. At the
turn she ha a lead of a quarter of a mile, but
once close hauled for the windward thiesh in a
stlffer wind began to draw away. Halfway back,

the yachts were sailing a pretty race ina ten-knot
wind, The challenger crossed the line white the
old boat was over a mile away.
