The death of “Calamity Jane,” in Deadwood, S.
D., removes a woman who was once famous as an
army scout in the days before the West was tamed,
and as an ald to General Custer and General M les
in many famous Indian campaigns. “Calamity
Jane's” real name at the time of her death was
Mrs. Jane Burke. She had one daughter. It was In
1570 that she did her first work for the govern-
ment. General Custer was then at Fort Russell,
Wyo., on his way to fight the Apaches, in Arizona.
Clad as a cowboy, she went to the fort and offered
her services as a scout. Believing her to be a man,
General Custer accepted her, and she was uni-
formed and enlisted as a solaler. After the decep-
tion was discovered, so valuable was her knowl-
edge of the plains, Jane was allowed to keep on.
In the campaign of 1872 her services were ~llgaln
accepted. In the campaign of 1§76, when Custer
started on his march to the Big Horn, she was em-
ployed to carry dispatches. ,

The career of ‘“‘Calamity Jane after leaving the
army was scarcely less exciting than her campaizn
experiences. For several years she carried the mail
for the government between Deadwood and Custer,
Mont.. one of the worst routes in the West. She
was so expert a shot that few men dared molest
her. and was a member of the pesse which cant-
ured Jack McCall. a famous Deadwood desperado.
Afterward she bought a ranch and retired from
public life.
