LAND BILL TO BE PASSED.

House Will Strike Out Objectionable Amend-
ments, Says John Redmond.

London, Aug. 8 —No hitch will occur in the
enactment of the Irish Land bill in consequence
of the amendments made in the House of Lords.
John Redmond, the Irish leader, said this after-
noon:

The Lords’ amendments are of no importance.
An agreement has been reached with the gov-
ernment by which any amendments to which
objection may be made will be stricken out
when the bill returns to the House of Commons.
The Lords’ amendments are, therefore, of no
practical consequence. 1 have not altered my
position, which is already known, with respect
to the advantages and disadvantages of the bill
from the Irish point of view,

CAUSE OF THE STRIKE AT BAKU.

Forty-five Thousand Men Demanded More
Pay and Shorter Hours.

St. Petersburg, Aug. B.--Mail advices from
Baku, South Russia, show that the strike there
pegan on July 135, in consequence of the men's
demands for an increase of wages, an eight hour
day, the abolition of the system of fines and the
strict application of the factory regulations.

| The strikers exceeded forty-five thousand, and

for a week they were masters of the situation,
both in the town and naphtha fields. Only six
hundred troops were available. For ten days
Baku was without trains, and for several nights
the town remained without lights, while no
newspapers appeared.

There are now probably six thousand troops
in Baku, and the police are making wholesale
arrests among the strikers, who are being sent
back to their native districts. Even now, how-
ever, all trains are escorted by troops, and sol-
diers are acting as tramway conductors. The
companies have expressed their readiness to
grant the demands of the men, but the latter
are incredulous, and refuse to work until ma-
terial guarantees are forthcoming,

SICKNESS IN AFRICAN WAR.

British Commission’s Report on Enteric
Fever and Dysentery.

London, Aug. 8.—The report of the commission
which Investigated the prevalence of dysentery
and enteric fever among the British forces during
the South African war fills a bulky Blue Book,
which is issued to-day. The commissioners express
the opinion that there is no connection between
the two maladies. The comparative immunity of
the Boers from enteric fever is attributed to the
boiling of their drinking water.

The commission finds that flies were the active
agents In the dissemination of enteric fever In
standing camps. It is calculated that enteric fever
during the war entalled an expenditure of upward
of $20,000,000.

KING PETER RULED BY HIS OFFICERS.

Servian Sovereign Not Able to Make Ap-
pointments Without Their Consent.

Cologne, Aug. 8.--King Peter of Servia is openly
under the influence of his officials, according to
the Belgrade advices of ““The Cologne Gazette.”
Most of the present court officials who took
part in or were privy to the murder of King Alex-
ander and Queen Draga appear to have strongly
objected to the appointment of Colonel Leschjanin,
the Servian attaché at Constantinople, to the post
of court marshal. “‘The Official Gazette” yesterday
contained the appointment, but shortly after its
publication ail copies of “The Gazette” were called
in by the pollce, and a second issue appeared in
which Leschjanin’s name was eliminated. Lesch-
janin is a brother-in-law of the Minister of Finance,
who was court marshal until the late King Alex-
ander’s marriage. .

HEIDELBERG'S ANNIVERSARY.

Exercises Last Several Days—Honorary De-
gree for Professor Pickering.

Berlin, Aug. 8&.—The University of Heldelberg has
been celebrating for several days the centerery of
its reopening. The rectors of maay otner German,
Austrian and Swiss universities have been present.
Professor Hugo Minsterberg represents Farvard
University. The Grand Duke and Crown Prince of
Baden and Prince Max are attending the exercises,
while the many strangers include a large number
of Amerfcans

On Thursday the Grand Duke of Baden delivered
an address, pointing out that the professors of a
century ago ~wakened the patriotic sentiments of
the students, and their action resulted in the crea-
tion of a national spirit and the movement for a
united Germany.

THE HUMBERTS ON TRIAL.

INNOCENCE PROTESTED.

Remarkable Demeanor of Leader in
the Great Swindle.

Paris, Aug. 8. —The notorious Humbert family
to-day faced a judge and jury, to meet the
charge of having perpetrated what ex-Premier
Waldeck-Rousseau described as ‘“the greatest
swindle of the century.” M. Leydet, the investi-
gating magistrate, in May decided to commit
Thérése Humbert, her husband Fréderic, and
her brothers Romain and Emile Daurignac, for
trial on the charges of forgery, the use of forged
documents and swindling. He dismissed the
cases against Eve Humbert, Thérése's daughter,
and Marie Durignac, her sister.

Public curiosity which has followed the fort-
unes of the family since the days of its social
brilliance, is again intensely wrought up, the
chief interest centring in ‘“La Grande Thérése,”
who has promised to produce at this trial the
mysterious American millionaires, the brothers
Crawford, on whom she based her story of an
inheritance of $20,000,000, which she put for-
ward as the security for the loans she obtained,
amounting to about $10,000,000.

The Palais de Justice was early this morning
surrounded by large crowds eager to gain ad-
mittance to the courtroom. A large force of
Municipal Guards preserved ordes,. Many ex-
cursions came from distant points, the railroads
treating the trial as they would a national holi-
day. One of the excursions came from Melun,
which was the constituency that Fréderic Hum-
bert represented in the Chamber of Deputies
and where was the famous Humbert chiteau,
with its parks, lakes, yachts and a fleet of gon-
dolas.

Of the thousands who sought admission only
a few hundred of those highly favored gained
entrance to the court. Coquelin, the celebrated
actor, was among the throng of artists, actors
and authors seeking admission, and when 'he
was turned back he remarked that the trial
would be ‘“‘one of the gr2atest dramas ever en-
acted.” The scene within the courtroom re-
called the tense days of the Dreyfus and Zola
trials.

THE JUDGES AND SPECTATORS.

The courtroom is comparatively small. The
judges’ bench formed a high semicircle at the
further end. The presiding judge, Gaston Bon-
net-Beaupré, occupied the centre of the semi-
circle, his assoclates being judges Monier, Plan-
teau, Pignard and du Dézert. They wore red
silk gowns and velvet caps, which they removed
as they ascended the bench. Within a reserved
inclosure were the leading members of the bench
and bar in black silk gowns and wearing stiff
white neckcloths. To the rear was the small
public area, each seat bearing the name of its
occupant. The audience included diplomats,
academicians and members of the Legion of
Honor. Many woman were present.

To the right of the judges was the prisoners’
dock, raised four feet above the level of the
room. They were brought in from the prison of
the Conciergerie, through a subterranean pas-
sage leading to the courtroom. As they entered,
every eye was strained toward them. Thérase
Humbert came first, then her husband Fréderic,
followed by her brothers Emile and Romain
Daurignac. Mme. Humbert's face was pale
from her long confinement. Her bearing as she
coldly surveyed the spectators indicated scorn
and defiance. She wore a becoming steel blue
gown and a dainty round hat bearing a cut
steel ornament and a cluster of white roses.
Fréderic Humbert was the picture of a crushed
and miserable man. He bore a haggard ex-
pression, showing more despair than deflance.
His scanty beard has become gray. Emile
Daurignac has grown thin and cadaverous look-
ing, but his brother Romain still looks the type
of the sleek promoter.

READING THE INDICTMENT.

Mme. Humbert held a whispered conference
with her counsel, Maitre Labori, who defended
Dreyfus at the Rennes court martial, while the
indictment was being read. There was a large
array of counsel, representing numerous inter-
ests on both sides. The early hours of the hear-
ing were occupled by the reading of the in-
dictment, the formal pleading and the selecting
of the jury from the regular panel.

Mme. Humbert frequently interrupted the
reading of the indictment with scornful ex-
clamations, which could be heard through the
courtroom. When asked where she lived, she
answered, “In prison.” Her interrogation fur-
nished the chief incident of the day, but failed
to develop any surprises or bring out the loca-
tion of the mysterious Crawford brothers, her
statement consisting mainly of vague declara-
tions of her honesty. As the judge read ex-
tracts from the dossier, reviewing her family
antecedents, she waved Malitre Labori aside,
and, rising with notes in her hand, insisted on
directing her own case.

Judge. Bonnet inquired about her eccentric
father, who assumed the title of “count.” Mme.
Humbert emphatically upheld the family char-
acter. When the judge stated that Romain
Daurignac had followed his father's example
in 4ssuming the title of “Count Daurignac,”
Romain half rose and exclaimed: “It is false!
It is false!"” Asked about various early in-
heritances, which she said she had received,
Thérése answered with apparent frankness, say-
ing she had received large presents. When the
Court demanded the exact details regarding the
presents, she replied: *All will be explained,”
and she firmly maintained that the details
would be supplied at the opportune time.

THERESE'S ASSERTIONS DERIDED.

Her calmness in putting off her disclosures
excited outbursts of laughter, in which judges
and spectators joined. Questioned as to the
Crawford brothers, she exclaimed:

“1 repeat that the Crawfords exist!"

“Then, where are they?” inquired the judge.

“Their presence will be made known in due
time,’ she replied, amid another outburst of
laughter.

The judge remarked that she had given the
same answer before, and now was the time to
produce the Crawfords.

Each question put to Mme, Humbert brought
forth long declarations of her honesty, in the
course of which she asserted that her family
was one of the most upright in France, and that
it was the victim of a far reaching conspiracy.
In spite of the accusations, she insisted her
family never wrongfully took a penny.

At the afternoon session, while Judge Bonnetl
was critically reviewing the story of the Craw-
ford inheritance, Mme. Humbert complained of
being suddenly taken with a violent iliness. The
judge, however, insisted on proceeding with the
case, intimating his belief that her sickness was
feigned. He then went into the details of the
alleged Crawford operations and their short
stay at New-York, whereupon Mme, Humbert
revived sufficiently to exclaim:

“1 will prove everything. I will show my good
faith, but not to-day. Not while I am sick.”

ASSERTS MANY SAW BONDS.

Judge Bonnet asked if any one ever saw the
bonds she said she had deposited within the
famous safe, and Mme. Thérése replied:

*“Yes, many persons saw and actually counted
them. I tell you the fortune exists. I am an
honest woman; I declare it.”

She also asserted that a notary named Dumort,
at Rouen, had seen one of the Crawford
brothers. When the judge sought to check the
outbreak of sceptical laughter on the part of the
spectators, Maltre Labori said:

“This is a good sign, for when the court laughs
the case is not a serious one.”

Mme. Humbert persisted in her vague state-

ments, and the interrogation concluded without
any definite information being extracted from
her. Part of the time she was attended by a
doctor, who administered restoratives to her.

The examination of Frédéric Humbert,
Thérése's husband, followed. He made insinua-
tions against the Minister of Justice, M. Vallé,
and ex-Premier Waldeck-Rousseau. Questioned
as to where the Crawford millions were, he
replied that he knew nothing about them.

“But I know about them!” exclaimed Mme.
Thérése, rousing herself from her supposed sick
condition.

The hearing was then adjourned to Monday,
the court stating that the affairs of the famous
Rente Viagere, the insurance concern which
Mme. Humbert started, and in the crash of
which thousands of poor people lost their all,
would then be examined.

Mme. Humbert first obtained loans on the
basis of an imaginary will bequeathing to her a
fortune, the testator being a Portuguese, but
the great epoch of her career of fraud dates
from the invention of the American million-
aire, Robert Henry Crawford. The story she
told was that at Nice, in the South of France,
she saw a stranger, Robert Crawford, suddenly
fall as he was getting into a train. She went to
his assistance, and nursed him back to life.
In gratitude he left to her his whole fortune,
amounting to $20,000,000. Soon afterward, she
said; a second will, dated the same day as the
first, appeared, which divided the estate between
Marie Daurignac, her younger sister, and the
“millionaire’s” two nephews, Henry Crawford
and Robert Crawford. Later, a third document
was produced, binding the heirs to preserve the
title deeds and securities apd placing them in
charge of M. and Mme. Humbert until Marie
became of age, when an amicable distribution of
the property was to take place. The alleged
title deeds and securities were placed in a safe
and duly sealed by the authorities without see-
ing them. The two wills and the third document
remained in the hands of Mme. Humbert, who
produced them as proof of the existence of the
$20,000,000 inheritance, and the fraud started
on its career, increasing in magnitude like a
snowball as time went on.

The fictitious millions served as security on
which loans were raised from all classes of
people, bankers, usurers, small tradespeople and
country squires. In order to prevent the open-
ing of the safe and the inevitable exposure of
the frauds, she gave instructions to lawyers
who represanted the phantom nephews, so as
to put off from year to year the opening of the
safe. The whole cumbrous legal machinery of
the republic was turned to her own purpose, but
there were many who believed her incapable of
handling alone the threads of this tangled skein
of legal—and afterward political—intricacies,
and the name of Judge Humbert was whispered
as being something more than a blind believer
in his daughter-in-law’s spectral inheritance.

Mme. Humbert thus obtained loans and accu-
mulated great sums, which she spent freely.
She was hospitable in the luxurious surround-
ings of her house in the Avenue de la Grande
Armée. It was one of the most handsome houses
in the city. On the third floor was ke safe, a
huge structure let into the wall, locked and
double locked and covered with seals. Within
an hour’s run of the capital by railway she had
her chief country house, the Chiteau de Vives

aux, through the grcunds of which ran a

tream on which floated a steam yacht. Not
a mile distant she had a farm, in Celeyran she
had a vineyard, and she had houses in provin-

clal towns, a box at the Opéra costing $6,000 a

z’:;zr. and an estate In Tunis.

HOOLEY'S NAME AGAIN IN COURT.

Transactions Since His Failure Character-
ized as Fraudulent.

London, Aug. 8.—Attorney General Finlay has in-
structed the Director of Public Prosecutions to in-
vestigate some of the transactions of E. T. Hooley
in connection with the Sapphire corundum mine,
of Canada. Hooley's meteoric financial career and
heavy failure were the sensations of London a few
vears back. The bankrupt has since been operat-
ing in his wife's name, and has been living In
luxury.

In the course of the hearing on Thursday of a
suit to recover money pald in connection with the
deals, Justice Darling characterized the whole
transaction by Hooley and his collegues as fraudu-

lent, and declared “it was a grave reflection on the
courts of this country that such a thing could oe-
cur in the middle of London. Thimble rigging on
a racecourse was a simple crime compared with the
tl;'ansacuons of these people with millicns instead
of peas."

READY FOR CORONATION.

Preparations in St. Peter’'s—Com-
plaints About Tickets.

Rome, Aug. 8.—Within St. Peter’s the prepa-
rations for the coronation to-morrow have been
completed. In the central aisle a wide space
has been fenced off for the passage of the pro-
cession. The chapels, including that of St
Gregory, where the Pope pauses, have been
richly decorated with red damask, fringed with
gold. The Papal throne rises at the further end
of the graat building.

On the vight a space has been reserved for
the diplomatic beody, the Knights of Malta
and special representatives and envoys; on the
left another space has been reserved for the
Roman aristocracy. Close at hand stands the
bronze statue of St. Peter, dressed in full Pon-
tifical robes, the great toe, worn away by much
kissing of the faithful, being uncovered. The
high altar is adorned with gilded candelabra
after designs by Michael Angelo, Cellini and
other artists. Several thousand electric lights
will illumine the whole church.

There are twelve rooms to which persons who
may be sick may be taken. In each room doc-
tors will be in attendance.

The portico of St. Peter's has been closed by
immense curtains to prevent any one from look-
ing in as the Pope passes, which would seem to
confirm the statement that Pope Pius X will not
bless the people from an outside balcony, as was
half expected.

NEW POPE CHANGES CUSTOMS.

The new Pope has been upsetting all customs
at the Vatican. When his attendants thought
to-day to give him pleasure by saying that he
would have a tremendous reception at St.
Peter’s on Sunday, the Pope, to their surprise,
was much displeased, and absolutely forbade
anything of the kind, saying that he would not
have it. He called his majordomo, who issued
the following proclamation, which was dis-
tributed as widely as possible:

It is the warm desire of His Holiness to have
no acclamations at the Vatican or basilica, and
that the most devout and most religious silence
be maintained,

Another innovation at the Vatican is the
Pope's refusal to permit everybody to be sent
away when he appears. A gendarme had or-
dered away some masons who were working
about the grounds because the Pope was about
to come forth. The Pope himself witnessed this
action, and had the gendarme severely repri-
manded. The masons were recalled, and the
Pope spoke to each of them, laying his hand on
their heads and giving them his blessing.

The Pope also insists on continuing his habit
of accompanying all persons whom he has re-
ceived to the door, no matter how humble.
Every diplomatic measure has been adopted to
have him abandon this custom, but without
avail.

The outery regarding the distribution of the
tickets for the coronation ceremonies has as-
sumed vast proportions, Many distinguished
Catholics, especially foreigners, have arrived
in Rome for the purpose of being present at
the ceremonies, and they have been unable to
obtain tickets, while speculators are selling
them on the streets. At the French Embassy
accredited to the Vatican great indignation pre-
vails, and a communication has been addressed
to the press, informing the French colony that
it will be impossible to provide tickets, as only
thirty have been received at the embassy.

TROOPS TO OCCUPY THE PIAZZA,

The government has ordered troops to the
number of one thousand to occupy the piazza
of St. Peter’s at 4 a. m. to-morrow. In addi-
tion reinforcements will be ready to be dis-
patched immediately, should that be necessary.

The departure from Rome of Cardinals Lan-
génieux and Lecot without waiting for the corgy
nation is much commented upon, as the French
cardinals refused until the last moment to vote
for Sarto.

It is persistently stated that Cardinal VIn-
cenzo Vannutelli will be appointed Papal Secre-
tary of State in succession to Cardinal Ram-
polla.

After receiving several cardinals, Pius X this
morning admitted to a private audience Signor
Andreazza, Mayor of Riese, the Pontiff's birth-
place, and some of the municipal authorities.

Cardinal Gibbons to-day had almost recovered
from his indispasition, which he thinks was due

to overfatigue on Wednesday. This morning |

the cardinal went for a drive. After the coro-

nation of Pius X to-morrow, he intends to go for |

some days’ rest to Castel Gandolfo, on the lake
of Albano, near Rome, where the American Col-
leze has summer guarters.

The Pope, in order to aid the Catholic Uni-
versity at Washington, has promised Rector
O'Connell that he will shortly issue a bull grant-
ing the apostolic benediction to all the faithful
who contribute to the yearly collection which
the archbishops and bishops in the TUnited
States will raise for the university. “The insti-
tution is destined,” said the Pope, “to become

the heart and centre of the clergy and of Cathol- |

icism in America.”

The Rev. J. J. Harty, of St. Louis, will be con-
secrated Archbishop of Manila by Cardinal
Satolli on August 15.

MONSIGNOR FALCONIO TO CELEBRATE.

There Will Be a Jubilee Mass for Pius X at
the Catholic Summer School.

Cliff Haven, N. Y.. Aug. 8 (Special).—Monsignor
Falconio, the Apostolic Delegate to the United
States. arrived here to-day. A reception will be
tendered to him at the Champlain Club. He will
celebrate to-morrow morning the jubilee mass in
honor of the coronation of Pope Plus X. This
will be the cnly celebration of the kind to be held
in this country.

The Apostolic Delegate expressed himself as
agreeably surprised at the extent of the bulldings
and the solidity of the work already accomplished
by the Catholic Summer School of America.

Monsignor Falconio can only remain here until
Tuesday, when he will go to New-York to pontifi-
cate at the investitutre of Archhishop Farley with
the pallium.

TRUSTED PAWN CLERK A THIEF.

Confesses to Larceny of Jewelry Worth
$3,000 in About a Year.
