Hermis Wins First in Good Time—
Steeplechase for Tankard.

N. Y., Aug. 8§ -The Saratoga Special,
for two-year-olds, worth about $20,000 to the win-
per, and the Travers Stake of $10,000, for three-

The result
caused plenty of comment, because it was supposed
that Raglan, recently sold to Fred Gebhard by
Madden, was the better horse. Broomstick made
a gallant bid in the stretch, and took the place, two
lengths behind the winner and two lengths to the
good of Mr. Whitney's Stalward, who got third
place. It was said that “Pittsburg Phil” won $40,000
on Aristocracy at odds of 20 to 1.

Ada Nay, J. B. Haggin's chestnut filly, by Maxio—
Nayada, won the Travers by six lengths from Will-
jam C. Whitney’'s Watercress colt Reliable, who
was two and one-half lengths ahead of James R.
Keene's Gimcrack. It was something of a proces-
sion, Ada Nay leading all the way.

ENGLAND WINS THE CUP.

WRENN AND LARNED LOSE

In the tenth game
Doherty had the service and got a lead of 40 love,
only to have deuce called by the steady and brill-
iant play of his opponent. Wrenn then obtained
the advantage on a hard smash, but was unable
to win the game, as Doherty had the side lines
down to perfe~tion and scored three aces in rapid
succession, which gave him the first set.

In the second set Wrenn ¢overed his court well.
He put great speed into his ground strokes and
used splendid judgment in the placing.of his volley
shots, and soon had a lead of 3 love on the Eng-
lishman.
