Chicago. Aug. 12.—Mr.Cobb was the special archi-
tect of the new federal buildingIn this city, ami
there have been many complaints at what the
business men of this city de-?m the excessive de-
liberation used inits construction.

Manila. Aug. 12.— When the news reached

here that Secretary Root would resign his port-
folio, a reception was taking place at th? palace

in honor of Major General Davis, until recently

in command of the Division of the Phil.;

and now on tbe retired list. Governor Taft. who
was present, when shown the statement that he
would succeed Secretary Root upon his retire-
ment, laughingly replied that the report was
untrue. Later on. v.hen a second message was
received confirming an alleged dCer vt th«s ap-
pointment, the Governor again denied Ibe state-
ment.

NO OFFER MADE TO TAFT

Difference of Price of Mexican Dollars May
Cause Importation Into Manila.

Washington. Aug. 12.—Secretary Root left here to-
day for New-York. Ho will be absent until Satur-
day. Before going he bad a conference with Judge
Henry C. Ide, financial officer of the Philippine
commission, who Is on his way to Manila. The
currency question was discussed, ar.d. In view of
the near approach to the time when the new Philip-
pine currency law will go into effect, cable ssee
paces on the subject have been exchanged with
Governor Taft. Septjmber 1is the date when the
new law will be put In force, unless something
unforeseen happens in Oriental finances to make a
delay necessary.

The insular bureau of the War Department has
been unofficially informed that the price of the
Mexican dollar In Manila is «Vi cents. In Hong
Kong 44*4 cents and In New-York C1* cents. Ithas
been suggested that the difference between the
price In Manila and Hong Koijt will result in a
large importation of Mexican dollars, nnd the Kng-
lish bankers have suggested that an Import tax be
levied on the Mexican currency to protect -he Fili-
pinos who hold Mexican do:lns.

The War Department authorities take the view

that the bankers probably hold more Mexican
money than tho people, and that such a tax Is un-
necessary. These Mexican dollars will not be re-
ceived for public dues and imposts after the new
currency law .5003 Into effect. The position of the
War Department is that there should be no Inter-
ference with the Mexican dollars, as th*»y are a
floating foreign coin. ItIs probable that th, Span-
ish silver ccins in circulation willbo redeemed as
were the Spanish coins in Porto Rico, as it is held
that the Spanish coins were a part of the go\-ern-
ment which was acquired by the cession.

Premier Combes will
epeak on behalf of the government, and the
President of the Municipality on behalf of the
city.

Murder and Rapine by Turks—

Tactics of Insurgents.
London, Aug. 13.—"The Daily Mali" this

morning prints a dispatch from Belgrade which
says that the Macedonian insurgents never ap-

pear in great numbers, but in scattered detach-
ments, thus baffling the Turkish troops and
avoiding open encounters.. They confine them-
selves mostly to the destruction of vilagebj and
crops, expecting in this way to compel the
populace to join the rebellion.

The Turkish soldiers are powerless to deal
with these small bands, but to show that they

are active they occasionally loot peaceful Chris-
tian villages and perpetrate the most terrible
outrages under the pretence of combating the
insurgents. Bashi-Bazouks have become the
curse of the villages. They rob and murder in-
discriminately and anarchy reigns. A climax
of terrible massacres may occur at any time.

Even at Belgrade the Mahometans are begin-
ning to arm themselves. The Turks now
threaten to use dynamite. As far as known,
the following villages have been totally de-
stroyed: Kortschu, Xared, Narakow. Kosinets,
Schelevo, Llchnaderes, Vladovo. Ostrovo, Soro-
vitdi. Eskiscihu, Bakitz and Jezer. On Tuesday

the rebels failed In an attempt to set fire to
SVwastir. The. correspondent regards th« situa-
tion as desperate.

HORRORS OF REBELLION.

According to another rumor, the insurgents

who have occupied Krushevo. after repulsing

two assaults by the Turkish troops, offered a
conditional surrender. Instructions were asked
from Constantinople, and in reply the Turkish
commander received orders to give no quarter.

The bridge.at Gievsveli. on the Uskub-Sa-
lonica railway, which was blown up by the In-
surgents, has been repaired. Several strong

bands recently crossed the frontier of Eastern
Macedonia.

First, we have no right to
encourage emigration, even indirectly, and. second
should it become known that we ma^e m. a list
of those who intend to leave Kishineft we might
expect the first day from three thousand to four
thousand families who would express their readi-
ness to emigrate to your land of liberty, ana it
would result in much confusion.

We would be inclined to withholdl all help from
emigrants, as we are bound by the resolutions
that wore adopted at the Berlin conference. wnlCB
declared itself as opposed to emigration, but we
are compelled sometimes to help some of these un-
fortunate wanderers whose homes were broken up
and they are now compelled to seek a haven or
safety "The desire to leave Russia is very strong,

and we cannot go against the tide. >ye cannot,
however, do it on a large scale, as we are lacking

the necessary money, and. besides, we do not con-
sider emigration at this time as advisable.

AMERICA NEXT TO RUSSIA.

On the arrival of th« new Governor, who ie doir?
all ha can to gain the coniidence of the Jewish
population, matters began to improve, and the com-
mercial lifeof the town was resumed. Anewcomer.
visiting the Jewish quarter, can see no signs of a
stoppage of business, and it Is hoped that Jewish
commercial affairs are in a fair way to regain their
prosperity, though they have not yet entirely re-
covered.

A British Vice-Consul's Account of
the Massacre.

London. Aug. 12.—A dispatch from the British
Consul-General at Odessa, forwarding the report

made by the British Vice-Consul at. Odessa. V.
Bosanquet, who were, sent specially to kishineff
to obtain the facts regarding the recent anti-
Jewish riots there. Is.published to-day. It is

dated July 38, and generally agrees with the previ-
ous- accounts of the occurrences. Itsays:

The area of the
-

disturbances comprised two-
thirds of the town of Kishinen*. The murders a!!
occurred on Monday, the second day or tn» OSs-

turbances. They were perpetrated by bands or
rioters in different parts of the town. Many be-
lieve they were tho work of organized companies,
which fact argues in favor of a prearranged con-
spiracy to exterminate the Jews. If this belief
is not accepted the riots must be attributed to

the articles in th© "Bessarabetz." to the unfounded
report of the Jewish murder of a Christian priest.
to the wine drunk early on Monday, and to the
belief, which seems to have Frown with the con-
tinued inaction of thi.- authorities, that the latter
wished the Jews to be massacred or had even
ordered it. Apparently a filing existed among
tho lower classes that the Jews ought not to bo
in a majority at Kisuineff

The local authorities took no effective step to

stop the riots. The soldiers wore passive if not
sympathetic spectators. The police contented
themselves with the arrest of minor criminals un-
til 4 o'clock in the afternoon, when the Governor,

who had remained at homo telephoning orders
which were disregarded, at length ventured to
sign the necessary order for the troops to bo em-
ployed. The only case 1 heard of in which the
Fatter used their weapons was when they bayo-

neted a Christian boy who was pursuing a Jew
with stones. This boy v«aa the only Christian
killed during the disturbances. Ifresolute action
had been taken by the authorities Ibelieve the
riots would have been checked at an early stage.

Mr. Bosanquet places the Jewish victims at
forty-one killed and SCO wounded, while among the

Christians one was killed and sixty-eight wounded.
Official inquiries, he says, show that three women
were violated, but this may well represent a

small fraction of the actual number, since the Jew-

ish women naturally remain silent for thslr own
sakes, as under the Mosaic law divorce must follow

violation. The vice-consul heard of the rape of a
girl twelve years old, and of others aged thirteen,

but this was only hearsay. Mutilation and delib-
erate torture of th« victims, he says, do not seem
to have been practised. Though there were un-
doubtedly great barbarities, he only knows of one
case ofSnutiiatlon, when a man's eye was put out

with a nail. Ho heard stories of mutilation after
death and of a child being torn limb from limb, but

he considers the latter story to be improbable,
considering that only two little children appear to
have perished.

Berlin, Aug. 1?.—
Privy Councillor Lueg; the presi-

dent of the Dnsselaorl Exposition of Rhenlsh-
TVestphallan Indus tries, held in 1302, who recently
made a trip through the United States; to-day
made an address to an assembly representing the
various trade organizations of Dusseldorf, in which
he summarised the results ef his observations.

"Inspect him closely," ordered the judge. "Do
you formally recognize Romain Daurignac""
"Iam absolutely sure," answered tha witness.

Lapponi and Dave-
nezia visited Pius to-day, and. though they
found him almost entirely recovered, they con-
tinued to recommend that he should take a rest
and an abstention from all work.

"But this willmean such an accumulation of
work that it will kill me afterward to catch up
with it." said the Pope in reply.

Two photographers took pictures of the Pope
to-day in the gardens of the Vatican. He also
received In private audience the Mayor of
Biese, who afterward went to the Minister of
Telegraphs and asked for the Installation of a
telegraph line to the birthplace of the Pope. The
request was immediately granted.

The government also charges Turkey with do-

The Turkish soldiers invariably retire
to barracks at sunset, and remain there until
sunrise, leaving free egress to the Macedonian
insurgents during the night. The Turks fight

bravely in daylight, but dislike skirmishing in

The government is said to be particularly dis-
pleased with Turkey's action because Ithad
urged the Porte to tears the villagers in peace,
believing that this would result in staving on
the trouble till next year, as th© insurgents

seemed to entertain hopes that tne powers

would coon intervene.

Th« officials here blame Turkey for the present

sudden outbreak, attributing it largely to the
action of the Porte In instituting a search for
arms in the villages. The Macedonian leaders,

finding that their followers were being deprived
of guns and ammunition, realized that they

might loop be rendered powerless to open a
campaign, and decided to rise Immediately. The
ttignal for the revolt was given by firing hay

and straw ricks. The Bulgarian villagers then

took to the hills m a body.

The reports from Bulgarian official •> scents in
Macedonia show that affairs are rapidly grow-
ing worse. The fact that the Mussulman popu-
lation is becoming excited and congregating- IB
th* mosques is regarded as a bad feature, in-
dicating th* possibility that a massacre may

occur within a very short time. Itis feared thai

each a massacre would cover a wide area and
Include both the large towns and the villages,

and that the Turkish soldiers would r.iove inca-
pable of restraining the fanatical Mussulmans,

even if they desired to do so. Morrastir now con-
tains only four battalions of Turkish tioops.
