Philadelphia, Aug. 12.—An explosion to-day at
the United States Arsenal, at Frankfard. a sub-
urb of ttia city, caused a panic in which four
girls were painfully, but not seriously, injured.
The girls, with about seventy-five, others em-
ployed at the arsenal, leaped from the windows
down a fifteen foot embankment. One sustained
a fractured ankle, and another's nose was

broken. The others were bruised and lacerated.
The explosion occurred ia the cartridge load-

ing department, and was caused by friction.
A spark lodged in a quantity of black powder,
which was ignited, the flames communicating
with five funnels filled with smokeless powder,
which exploded. The building was only slightly
damaged.

Ifhe had known
it. he probably would noihave rrought the Decatur
so far as the Brooklyn Navy Yard for repairs.

WillDivert Trade from Curacoa and
Trinidad, It Is Said.

President Cipriano Castro of Venezuela. Itis
reported in this city, is formulating a plan of
revenge on the inhabitants of the Islands of
Curacoa and Trinidad because of the aid given
by them to th<» recent insurrection against the
Venezuelan Government. The British and
Dutch islands live in great degree on their trad*
with Venezuela, being ports of reshipment for
American and European merchandise.

This trade, it is understood. President Castro
v.ill seek to destroy, diverting the entire busi-ness to Venezuelan ports. The reshipment of
poods from here is done because of a lack of
facilities to reach some si the snail Venezuelan
ports direct. Th volume of trade requires th»
use or many warehouses, lighters and truck*.
and makes Trinidad and Cur^goa calling ports
for many steamers which otherwise wonH r.^t
stop there. Besides, several thousand labor*-*
are kepi employed the year round handling th<>
shipments for Venezuela.

The decree, however, which is s>oon exp-»--t»-i
from President Castro, will entail great lo«3 *>
Curacoa and Trinidad. It win also have th»
effect of placing a check en the wholesale sxaj-
glir.j?that is now notoriously carried on between
the islands and the small ports of Venezuela.

In his administration President Guzman
Blanco issued a decree placing an additional
duty of 30 per cent on all goods reshipped at
Ouraroa or Trir.idad. These two West Indianislands always have b»»en the headquarters of
Venezuelan and Colombian exiles and rebels.
While the recently suppressed insurrection was
being waged against the Castro regime. filHras-tering expeditions of men and arms were per-
mitted to depart without a word of protest from
the authorities. President Castro intends now
to get even with those who aided his enemies.
He willcarry his project into affect by instruct-
ing his consuls not to clear any vessels for
Venezuela by way of a foreign port.

The city of Bolivar, which was recently re-
taken frcm the rebels by the government army.
is stillcut off from the world. There have been
no mail advices from that point for several
weeks, the latest being brought by a French
warship to Trinidad. The blockade on the port
has not yet been raised.

EXPLOSION AT AESENAL.

The Battleship Puts Out of Bar Harbor in
a Fog, Cuts Its Side and Takes inWater.

[BY TELiOBAXB TO THE TBIBrXE.I
Bar Harbor. Me.. Aug.12.—The first class battleship

Massachusetts, which has been taking part In the
naval search problem as one of the ships of the
"enemy,'" met with an accident three miles southeast
or here, at 12-JJS this afternoon. Ina dense fog. The
ship was the most easterly In the formation of th«
North Atlantic fleet es it was leaving Bar Harbor
for Oyster Bay. where the fleet will be reviewed on
Monday by President Roosevelt. In passing Egg
Rock the battleship struck a pinnacle projection
from Dry Ledge, the most southwesterly point of
the rock.

The collision put a slit In the side of tha vessel
big enough to push a hand through twenty-four
feet below the waterline on the port aide. The
ship draws lw«nty-six feet of water. Just before
the accident hsr sounding showed sixteen faths-ms;
just after, ten fathoms. The water rushad through
the hole into two of the compartments of the hull
of the ship to the amount of one hundred and forty
tons.

When the jar of the collision was felt an officer
was sent below, and on his report the danger
signal was at once sounded. Every man on the
ship jumped to his place, but there were no undue
signs of excitement. The Indiana, the sister ship
to the Massachusetts, the Scorpion and three tor-

pedo boat destroyers came alongside
Admiral Barker detailed these sh.ps to accompany

the injured vessel back to the harbor. The de-
stroyers were at once sent to rejoin the fleet, but
the two larger ships remained is the harbor ail
night.

Captain Eaton, of the Massachusetts, to-night
said that his snip was not in the slightest danger
and that he was ready to sail as soon as be re-
ceived orders from the Navy Department.

"If the accident had happened out at sea." he
said, "we should never have stopped But as w«
were so close in It was thought advisable to anchor
and have the divers make a thorough examination.
The only thing we have to do now is to baiance the
hundred and forty tons of water which we have
taken Into the forward two compartments. And
to do this we are transferring that much ammu-
nition aft."

A number of ships before have run against th:s
ledge, and several attempts have been made to
get a buoy put oear it. but nothing has ever been
done.

MASSACHUSETTS STEIZES LEDGE.

They were on the main southbound
track, when train No. 2,943 approached at a
high rate of speed. Jouett saw the train com-
ing and called to Whltce-mb, who stepped from
the track. Whitcomb yelled at Pierce as he left
the track, and saw Pierce moving away, as he
thought. The next instant Pierces arm flew
past Whitcomb's shoulder, and turning again.

Whitcomb saw Pierces body tumblingaiong be-

side the trucks of the train.
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
