NEW REGULATIONS FOR BARBERS.

Itnow appears probable that the hurricane that
has been devastating the West Indies, leaving death
and destruction hi its wake, will not stride this
city with any great force. The furious tvind first
swept over Martinique, and later passed over Ja-
maica, doing great damage, then entered the Gulf
of Mexico, curving around to the northward The

storm centre is now off th» northeast coast of
Yucatan.
It appears to be headed for the west coast of

Florida. It lias a peculiar gyratory motion, and
was pitsand to the westward by ,he trade winds
;.nd now sc-cms to have veered toward the northeast,

it will probably head up the Atlantic Coast early

this morning, and may reach as far north as Hat-

teras. It is then an even enanoe as to whether or
not it will come on up the coast or pass out to sea.
Even In the latter case, this city will feel its ef-
fects. It is probable that by the time the wind

reaches here Its force •will be abated to a marked
extent.

Professor Gustave Meyer, the astrologer, of tto-
boken, some time ago predicted all sorts of dire
happenings for to-morrow, when the Ftorm is due
on the coast. He .-ft!d that the whole- Atlantic
Coast would b* swept by destructive storms, which
would do gr« damage in New-York Jersey,
Pennsylvania and Washington.

GREAT DESTITUTION IN JAMAICA.

Fear Return of Hurricane
—

Blowing 110
Miles an Hour.

Halifax. N. 8., Aug. 18.—A dispatch from
Jamaica, by way of Bermuda, Fays that tor-
rents of lain fell to-day at Jamaica, and at I
O'clock thip afternoon the barometer had
dropped four points. It w.is reported at Kings-

ton that the hurricane wa* returning and that

the residents were greatly alarmed. A tre-
mendous palo blew ail day. and as th<» telegraph

New Move May Settle Differences with
China and Japan.

London, Aug. 14.—"The Daily Mail" this morn-
ing declares thai the appointment of Vice-Ad-
miral Alexieff as Viceroy ol the Amoor District
and Kwan-Tungj Province is most important
as it indicates. the triumph ot M. d« Wltte, the.
Russian Finance Minister, and the policy ol
peace over Genera] Kuropatkin, the Minister
of War, and that it is a .significant step toward
th< s.-ttkinent of th« existing differences, both
with China and Japan. 'The Daily Mail" says

that thcr^ ha& cxi^te'l for years i. sharp dhision
in the Cabinet over the Far Eastern policy, and
that General Kuropatkin and a majority.ol the
ministers insisted that the actual annexation of
Manchuria should be secured Immediately at
any cost of money or credit. On the other hand,
M. de Witte steadily opposed taking any t-tep

to precipitate hostilities between Russia and
any other power in the East. Ha is confident
that time only is needed to bring about all that
Russia desires in Manchuria, and as Chancellor
of theExchequer he is anxious to secure th^ bene-
fits ot annexation at the least possible cost. So
sharp was the dissension between the two j.ar-
tles that when General Kuropatkin visited the
Far East he avowed his intention not to set
foot in Manchuria, declaring that tt was De
Witte's affair and not hi?. M. de Witte has
triumphed not only by securing the selection of
V!c> -Admiral Alexieff. who is the Emperors
perf<-'!;a! friend, but by managing to exclude the
action of the Cabinet in Manchurian matters
In the future by making the Viceroy responsible
solely to the Czar himself. General Kuropat-
kin's forward policy will, therefore, be relaxed,
ifnot abandoned, and M. de Witte will have a
free hand in dealing with the Manchurian ques-
tion. "The Daily Mail" prints a dispatch trom
TnK\s which cays that the Japanese Minister
to Russia had an audience, with the Czar
Wednesday with reference to the situation in
Manchuria.

PEACE POLICY TRIUMPHS.

China Said to Have Russia's Consent in

Manchurian Trouble.
Yokohama, Aug. IS.—A dispatch from Peking

to a leading newspaper here says that Prince
Ching has secured Russia's consent to the use
of President Roosevelt's good offices in connec-
tion with the Manchurian difficulty.

The Quang-Tuns province mentioned in the above
dispatch, comprises Port Arthur and Talien-Wan,
and their adjacent territories, which the. Chinese
Government hy an agreement dated March 27, ISM,
]oaPe,i to Russia for the term nf twenty-five years,
which lease may he extended hy agreement. This
territory was formed into the Russian province of
Quang-Tung in the following year.

The secret conference of high Russian officials
in the Far East held at Port Arthur the first week
In July, and which gave rise to considerable specu-
lation at the time, it being supposed that the offi-
cials were discussing a possible war, was probably
held really to draw up the principal details of the
new viceroyalty plan. Vit'e-Admtral Alexieff, the
new viceroy, took part in th •conference. B.
Kuropatkin. the Russian Minister of War. who
was also present, returned to St. Petersburg on
July 20. .-jn.l has .since doubtless submitted the ar-
rangements agreed on at the conference to the
Czar, resulting in the ukase issued to-day.

WANT ROOSEVELT TO ARBITRATE.

It is learned on high Russian authority that
the establishment of a viceroyalty for the Amur
district and Quang-Tung Province willnot affect
the e\acuation of Manchuria in October. For
some time Russia has been considering the ad-
visability of placing the control of all her Far
Eastern territory and Manchuria under one
head, instead of three, as at present. As long

as the Russian occupation of Manchuria lasts.
Viceroy Alexieff willbe in charge, and willcom-
mand the troops in that region, but when the

evacuation occurs he will eimply have control
of the port Arthur and Talien-Wan rone,
through which the railroad runs, in addition to
the possessions which are Indubitably Russian.

The British Government i3aware of the ukase
and has taken no action, nor is expected to
do so.

A special committee, presided over by the
Czar, will see that the actions of the Viceroy

are in harmony with the general policy of the
Russian ministries. Viceroy Alexieff has been
instructed to submit to the Czar for his approval

proposals for the administration of the territory
over which he is about to assume the jurisdic-

tion.

Vice-Admiral Alcxieff To Be Head

of Amoor District and Onang-Tung.
St. Petersburg. Aug. 13.—A new vlceroyalty.,

comprising the Ambor district and the Quang-

Tuner Provlnc^created August, 1S09), has been

established. Heretofore, the Amur district has
been controlled by a Governor General.

A ukase, signed by the Czar and promulgated
August 12. appoints Vice-Admiral Alexieff. aide-
de-camp general to the Czar, an Viceroy of this
Far Eastern territory. He will be vested with
supreme authority In all the branches of the
civiladministration, the direction of which will
no longer be in the hands of the ministries. It
willbe the Viceroy's duty to maintain order and
Insure safety in th« district traversed by the
Eastern Chinese Railway, a* well as to watch
over the needs of the Russian inhabitants, both
within and without the Russian possessions
bordering on the territory under his Jurisdiction,
iDiplomatic negotiations with neighboring
States regarding the affairs of this territory will
be in the hands of the Viceroy, who willalso be
Intrusted with the command of the Russian
fleet in the Pacific, and all the troops in the
new viceroyalty. Until a law embodying the
duties of the Viceroy is issued, the regulations

drawn up In 1545 for the administration of the
Par Eastern and Caucasian territory will re-
main in force.

CERVERA GIVES UP HIS NAVAL OFFICE.
Madrid, Viet. 13.— Vice-AdmlrsJ Cervera, who

surrendered to the American fleet off Santiago

de Cul a, has resigned the post of Chief of Staff
cf the Navy, to which he wap appointed in De-
cember, 1902.

Definite Instructions, he declared, had been
given by the British Government that the

Chinese journalists at Shanghai should not be
surrendered to Chinese Justice.

The government was anxiously watching
events in the Balkans, and would utilize every
opportunity of mitigating the troubles there.
Sir Nicholas O'Conor, British Minister at Con-
stantinople, telegraphed to the government
August i* that the Turkish Government was
fullyalive to the danger of permitting excesses
by the Turkish troops, and was punishing and
imprisoning the offenders.

Lord Spencer further called attention to the
government's agreement with the Cunard
Steamship Company, which was approved by
the House of Commons yesterday, and moved
for a return of th« statistics relating to previous
subsidies.

Lord Selborne defended the agreement on
naval and economic grounds. It kept, he said,
at least, one of the great transatlantic lines
under British control, and it had not merely a
naval, but a wider national aspect. Lord Spen-
cer's motion was afterward accepted.

Venezuelan Settlement Hoped For

London, Aug. [S. -Answering various ques-
tions on foreign affairs raised by Lord Spencer,

th« Liberal leader, In the House of T»nls to-day,

Foreign Secretary Loni Lansdowne said there
w;iF reason to hope thai the difficulties in the
waj "f a settlement of the claims against Vene-
zuela, l>y arbitration at The Hague, would sooa
be removed.

AMEBICA AND MACEDONIA.

Asia Big Enough to Satisfy British
and Russian Empires.

London. Aug. 13.—Lord George Hamilton, Sec-
retary of State Tor India, in presenting the an-
nual statement of the Indian budget in the
House of Commons to-day told an encouraging
story of th« progress and stability of India's
finances. He pointed out that there had been
substantial surpluses In the last three years,
amounting this year to HffiUHMnrH This finan-
cial situation would enable the government, he
said, to reduce the salt tax by 25 per cent, and
make considerable remissions in the income tax.

Lord George Hamilton said the fears regard-
ing a scarcity of food in India this year might
be dismissed. He considered that the proposal
that India should contribute to the cost of the
troops to be kept in South Africa was reasonable.
They had to face the fact that Russia was ad-
vancing in Central Asia, and take into account
the difficultythat would attend the transporting

of troops from Great Britain to India in certain

eventualities. Russia had steadily consolidated
her power and strength InCentral Asia, but he
believed, with Lord Beaconsfleid. that Asia was
big enough to satisfy the aspirations of the two

nations.
Therefore, he was not jealous nf the advance

of Russia, but no responsible minister should
ignore the undoubted fact that as Russia In-
creased her strength so she increased her power
of mobilization. Every single military man had
been compelled to admit that in certain eventu-
alities large reinforcements must be sent to
India, while every naval man expressed the
opinion that In such an eventuality there might
be a combination or other difficulties in the «ay
of guaranteeing the transport of troops from
Great Britain to India. He regretted that the
Indian Government did not take the same view.
If Viceroy Curzon and Lord Kitchener, the
commander 1n chief in India, both maintained
their objection to the scheme, it would have to-
be dropped.

Lord Georg* Hamilton commented on the. suc-
cess of the currency policy introduced four years
ago. The fluctuation in the exchange value of
the -upee during that period had been only one.-
half of 1per cent, and the fluctuation during the
last year only one-quarter of Iper cent. The.
Indian merchants had benefited enormously by
th» stability of the exchange.
