The
peculiarity of Christian life is the condition of the
cross. The cross stood for the reproach and con-
dempnation of the kingdom, and in the same man-
per the disciple must bear the reproach of an alien
power—the world. It stands for the voluntary
gurrender of all to the will of God. The cross is
the only law of propagation. Christianity cannot

men to-day, and not only of Christian men, but of
men outside the Church—men who have had re-
ligious education, but have never identified them-
selves in Christian profession. It is not a new
topi¢c, nor am I sure that 1 shall be able to say
anything impressive, either fcr ‘ts novelty or sug-
gestiveness; and yet it is a topic in which, as a
working pastor for many years, I have felt great
interest. It is the topic of revivals,

God seems to prepare His people by creating in
them an expectancy of coming events. It was so
in the time of our Saviour, when the Roman world,
d tisfied with their philosophies, were turning
their faces toward some solutioa of the mysteries
which confronied them in their religicus life. There
is a general expectancy of some work of grace, as
it is termed among Christian people. Usually, re-
vivals come as a surprise., Even if there be some
immediate preparation. it is ¢f so brief a character
2s not to invalidate the statement which 1 have
Just made, and on every hand men are talking to-
day about a revival of religion which 1n scope and
power and character shall be different from any-
thing that has preceded it. We have been talking
this way ever since the close of the last century,
and some of us have bezun to feel somewhat dis-
heartened because our prayers have not been an-
swered nor our desires realized. The discussion has
been both friendly and unfriendly to the subject of
revivals.

There are those who assert with great definite-
nese that the day of revivals is past. and past
forever. Confining their ideas of revivals to those
who are termed converts. they ass>rt that the new
rsychology and the new order of life are such that
conversion, instead of being a great revelation, shall
be more in the line of educational development;
and these are receiving great encouragement from
the recent efforts which have been male in lines of
improved Bible work in Sunday schools and else-
where. On the other hand, there are those who
limit_the idea of revival to those who are within
the Church. They seem to think that the Church
has never been in such a decline as it is at the
preseat time. And it nas been 85 long in a decline
that this condition is characteristic, and the com-
mon idea which they present of religious life is an
alternation between the violent and extreme emo-
tenalism and a distressing condition of religious
coldness. As in everytining elee, there is an element
of truth in what has been said descriptive of these
two conditions,
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be imposed by any act of legislature nor by me-
chanical process.

In closing, Mr. Chadwick said, there is no salva-
tion but by blood. The cross is the only way to
Pentecost.

I am somewhat inclired to think that one reason
why there i3 so much disappeintment concerning
revivals is that the revival that is being sought is
rather a repetition of what was once enjoyed than
an experience of what God can do for the religious
life in the soul of 2 man. It is very well to turn
from all of our notions to find out exactly what the
Bible may have to say upon this subject, and it is
a very curious thing to note that the word “‘revive’
is not found in the New Testament at all. It is
exclusively the property of the Old Testament, and
even there the term “revive” does not mean re-
suscitation from a condition of coldness, but pres-
ervation to a life.

THE NATIONAL LIFE.

‘When Habakkuk prays in this text, “O Lord, re-
vive thy work,” what he is really asking for is
that in the midst of the great political upheavals
which he foresaw in his vision the Lord would be

leased to preserve the national life ¢f the people.
Now, the national life of the people in the pro-
phetic sense always means religiovs sense, and f{t
was the preservation of life rather than its excite-
ment into some intensified form of energy which
he had In mind. It was so when the Psalmist said,
“Wiit thou not revive us again, that thy people
may rejoice in thee?’ The people were in danger
of all the interference and interruption consequent
upon revival of their national life, and the Psa‘mlst
prays that in the midst of all these disturbing con-
ditfons the religicus life might ba preserved

If we pass to the New Testament we find that the
picture of the normal life there is first the blade,
then the ear, and then the full corn in the ear. The
kxngrlc»xn of heaven is compared to the growth of a
grain of mustard seed. It is not to say that there
shall be no seascns of activity; it Is not to say
that there shall be no summer as well as winter.
But the winter is just as much a normal part of
the history of the vear as is the summer. What I
wish to protest against is this: That the idea of
religious life as given to us in the Bible is to in-
clude periods of declension. Where these periods
occur—as we admit they do—something serious and
unser ral has taken place.

1 propose now to ask you to consider the historic
condition of this text. Note the similarity between
the preblems that appear and the conditions of our
own life, the prohlems of providence, social unrest,
prayers that appear to be unanswered. What does
the prophet do under these circumstances? The
first thing that he does is as in the preceding chap-
ter—he sets himself to be alone with God. In other
words, a revival, a true revival. 1s a realization of
God in our own lives. And this no man can do
unless he is willing to separate himself from all
things that are purely earthly and listen for the
voice of God.

REVIVAL, NOW NEEDED.

A number of vears ago, when I was in Germany,
my attention was called to a peculiar bit of land-
scape gardening in which the tops of the trees were
cut into the form of a duke's coronet. Now no-
body resting under the trees would have known of
this feature of gardening, but standing up and
Jooking down man saw the work of the architect.
So what we need to do in our hours of discourage-
ment is to get apart and see how God after all is
making His plan. This is the thing that preserves
hope in our hearts and awakens inspiration and
causes us to understand the real meaning of the
word revive.

Now this realizatlon of the life of God comes to
us in different ways at different times, so that no
two revivals are alike. 1@ revival under Edwards
had to do with the sovereignty of God, the Wes-
leyan revival had to do with the freedom of salva-
tion, the revival under Finney had to do with moral
responsibility, the revival of 1857 was a protest
against material power, and the revival under
Moody was based upon God's grace. the Gospel.

Now, in developing this thought, you will see how
1o one of these revivals could have taken the place
of any other. The revival that we need to-day,
or at least one element of that revival which we
need to-day, is to be found in the idea of personal
tion: and I wish 1o separate these two
thoughts for just a moment—the idea of obligation
and the idea of personality. There does certainly
seem to be a reign of lawlessness that is appalling.

PERSONAL OBLIGATION.

While on the one hand emphasls is being placed
upon social phases of religious life, on the other hand
there is a very serious danger that the personal
element will be obscured. We are not to be saved
because we are children of Abraham, or because
we are members of any organization; but indi-
vidually through our Lord Jesus Christ. Still
further, oblization carries with it the idea of rela-
tionship, whether it be to a truth or to a person.
Unless my soul is disturbed by a truth I shall feel
no obligation to that truth. and unless I am re-
lated to some one I shall feel no ohhgatinn to that
one.
