.Mr. Pinkerton thinks that perhaps the recent
conviction of Robert A. Ammon may have caused
Sehlessinger to desire to have it rumored that he
was dead. The Kings County authorities, however,
will continue to watch for his sudden reappearance
in this country.

spection of the North Atlantic fleet by Presi-

dent Roosevelt off here on Monday. As now
arranged, only ten of the ships of the squadron

will be present. Rear Admiral Barker will be
Incommand. The following ships will take part:

Battleship Kearsarge. flagship of Rear Admiral
Barker; battleships Alabama and Illinois; bat-
tleship Texas, flagship of Rear Admiral Sands;
cruiser Olympia, flagship of Rear Admiral Cogh-
lan; cruisers Baltimore and Topeka; cruiser
Yankee, flagship of Rear Admiral Wise; cruisers
Prairie and Panther. There willalso be a flo-
tilla of ten or twelve torpedo boats and de-
stroyers.

The fle?t will arrive off here about sundown
to-morrow, and willremain over Sunday in the
bay. The inspection and review will begin
shortly after midday on Monday. Sir Thomas
Lipton willsail down the Sound in the Erin in
time to board the Mayflower at Bi3O a. m. On
the Mayflower, which the President will use as
his flagship, besides Sir Thomas, the President
will have also Secretary Moody and several
other guests.

In the morning the President willreceive the
flap officers and commanding ofl:ctT3 on the
Mayflower.

Sir: The articlo in your valuable paper relating

to the bailing of child witnesses is somewhat at

variance with the fact3. and the society asks in
justice that you give the following statement as
mi:ch prominence as the article referred to.

First—There is no question about the right of the
Supreme Court in all cases to exercise its au-
thority.

Second— The law governing the commitment of
child witnesses is in part as follows: Criminal
Code, "Section 217.— Children under the age of six-
teen years, when witnesses, may bo committed as
provided by Section 291 of the Penal Code, subject

to the order of the trial court."
Third—Acting upon this, city magistrates have

very properly committed children as witm
-

•s.
The Court of Special Sessions, where such cases
are tried, have generally acted with wise discretion
and not bailed such witnesses, for good and suffi-
cient reasons, demonstrated almost daily, that when
such children are permitted toreturn to their homes
their testimony varies when the case comes to trial,
or, in other words, they simply commit deliberate
perjury at the suggestion of some person, in order,
if possible, to free the liquor dealer from the penal-
ties of his act. This discretionary course has been
held also by the Supreme Court to be the proper
one to pursue, ina number of instances.

Fourth— The statement mad© that children are
kept for any lengthy period in tho custody of the
society, as witnesses or otherwise, is absolutely

false. Cases are promptly tried by the Court of
Special Sessions, invariably within a week, ana
children are then returned to their homes.

Fifth— The children are not kept in prison, but in
the reception rooms of this society, where, nine
times out of ten. theJr quarters are more comfort-
able than in their own homes. The parents are
permitted to see them on Sundays from 8 to L.,
should they remain over on such a day.

Sixth—The society believes that it is not proper
for parents to send children under sixteen years ot
ape to a saloon for liquor

—
even for a pint of beer.

The evil influences attending the tame have been
time and again demonstrated. In this view it be-
lieves it is fullysupported by the court and by the
public.

Seventh— The Court of Special Sessions has time.
and again stated that It would punish dealers who
sold liquor to minors severely, and has done so in-
variably in all eases avhero the facts have proved
them guilty. To-day in several cases the punish-
ments were severe, $100 fine or thirty days in the
city prison, and one case clearly demonstrated the
fact that children should be detained as witnesses.
The mother of the boy came upon the stand and
stated that the child was born in 1837. and imme-
diately after stated that she had been told to say
that he was over sixteen: the boy himself, who had
previously been examined, stated that he was sev-
enteen, and that he had been told to say so by
some one connected with the case. Inanother case
to-day a boy. who had not been in custody, being
questioned, failed, although he had previously done
so. to identify the person who sold him the liquor,
although two witnesses swore to the fact.

Kiichth—The Liquor Dealers' Association, the so-
ciety is informed, has instructed its co.rasel not to
defend members of the association who sell liquor
t«. minors under the age of sixteen. In fact, the
laws as they are to-diy were passed with the full
approval of the representative liquor dealers of the
city c.f New-York.

The weather yesterday, which threatened at first

Come Five Hundred Miles Without
\u25a0 Escort in Railway's Care.

After travelling all night a distance varying from
four to five hundred miles, a party of thirty-two
Tribune Fresh Air children arrived safely in this
city at 5:30 yesterday morning without a caretaker.
The escort had been suddenly called away the day
before the start by death in his family. The safe
arrival of this company of little ones, most of
whom were under twelve years old. was due to thekindly watchfulness Of the railway officials.
It is no easy task for the managers of the fund

to arrange for trains and connections in the case
of parties scattered over such a wide area as thisone was. To keep all straight requires the level
head of an experienced escort.

In addition to this, the local officials at Syracuse
were asked to meet the Syracuse children and
those coming from Auburn and see that they were
put safely aboard the right trains and into the
conductor's care. It will be seen that the carry-
ing out of these directions involved no little extra
pains on the part of tho railway men, and their
courtesy is greatly appreciated by the Fresh Air
workers.

Then, too, the care of one of these parties on
the train is no sinecure for the escort. The average
party boards the train well stocked with luncheons,
not always the most digestible. In addition to
this, candy of all kinds is being rapidly trans-
ferred from sticky hands to stickier mouths. The
luncheon is usually attacked before the journey
is well under way, and copious draughts of ice
water are added. An inexperienced attendant
sometimes allows this to proceed mchecked. After
an experience with a goodly number of carsick
children, however, the unsophisticated caretaker
becomes enriched with a sorrowful experience,
which stands him in good stead on his next trip.

Heads will hang out of tho window, too. No
amount of solemn assurance of danger and tales
of children who have had to go on into the coun-
try minus their heads will do away with the ne-
cessity of constantly pulling them in from the
windows.
