Plans for each of the three new houses have

been completed, and work on the Morrisania struct-
ure, at Thlrd-ave. and One-hundred-and-sixtieth-
st..'is to be started by the middle of September.

The new building is to be erected on the site of the

present quarters, and the Morrisania police are to

be lodged in a nearby flathouse until the new
structure is ready for occupancy. It had been the

intention to use the old Morris High School, at
Third-aye. and One-hundred-and-fifty-seventh-st.,
but. as the new High School, at One-hundred-and-
sixty-seventh-st. and Third-aye., will not be com-
pleted until December, the plan had to be aban-

doned. Inspector Titus, of the Sixth (Bronx) In-

spection District, has instructed several Bronx real

estate apents to submit to him available buildings

to be used as a temporary police station for the

Morrisania police, and he expects to secure suita-

ble quarters in a few days.

The police of the Wakeficld and Bronx Park sta-

tions are to retain their present quarters, as their

new buildings will occupy different sites. The

Bronx Park station is to be built on the Mosholu
Parkway, and the Wakefleld station on the White

Plains Koad. The present Morrisania station is

the old Town Hall of Morrisania, and was built in

1869. In the outer lobby of the building, on a
marble tablet, appears the following::

Commissioner Woodbury decided that th* Ital-
ians Would have to go, and an order was
Issued Thursday by Acting Superintendent A. De
IWUde. of the Department of Final Disposition, or-
dering the Inspectors to see that after yesterday-
all trunks, beds and cook Ins apparatus he removed
from the runways nnd from underneath the
dumping boards of the Department, and that the

vse of the same as sleeping apartments be dis-
continued. The Italians were told of their im-
pending fate, but none of them removed their
belongings, evidently hoping that they might still
be allowed to stay. Yesterday the different in-
spectors net their men to work cleaning out the
squatters' homes. In spite of the voluble ex-
postulations of the "trimmers," the places were
quickly cleaned out.

The dumps where the trimmers w^re ordered out
of their free lodrinKH wore at Clinton. Stanton,
ISast Twenty-ninth, East Forty-sixth. East Sixty-
flrst. East Eightieth and East One-hundred-ami-
tenth sta. on the East River, and Canal, West
Thirtieth. Weet Forty-seventh and West One-
*andred-and-thlrty-fourth sts. on the North River.

By Order of Woodbury, the City
Dumps Are Cleared.

After thirty years of undisputed possession, the
hundred or more Italian garbage "trimmers" who*****

found free lodgings under the city dumps on
th*North and East rivers, were jf-storday evicted
fey order of Stre«t Commissioner Woodbury, and
the use of the dumping piers as places of human
habitation will no loncer be allowed.

Brer since the piers have boon used for dump-
lnc garbage and refuse the "trimmers" have found
the spaces between the floor of the piers and th«
top of the runways from which the wagons dump

their refuae, convenient to live in. as there was
do rent to pay. and the places were near their
\u25a0work. The "trimmers" found mattre.-ses and other
dilapidated furniture in the refuse they handled,

and the spaces were furnished in a style which
they regarded as comfortable, ifnot luxurious, and
from which the tenants wer« reluctant to be driven.

Commissioner Woodbury recently received a let-
ter from the Citizens Union, whose attention had
been called to the presence of the?e squatters. In
which the places were declared to be a menace to

the welfare ot the city. It was also said that men.
women and children work, eat and sleep in the
hovels together, under the most unhealthy and
squalid conditions. Health Department inspectors

who had been looking over the piers before the let-
ter was received from the Citizens Union, while
agreeing that the conditions were certainly objec-
tionable, reported that no women or children were
\u25a0Issuing; In the dumps, and inquiries of nine of the
eleven Inspectors in charge of the dumps in Man-
hattan yesterday showed that only adults uatd the
places aa permanent lodglnprs. Besides the "trim-
mers" who sleep there at night five times as many
Italians work over the refuse in the daytime and
go home at night.

Police Hope to Make Arrests Soon in Con-
nection with Case.

Dr. W. A. Shufelt. who is attending Isaac B.
Seeley, the truss manufacturer, who was assaulted
by two men in his office on the flrst floor of No. S6
East Twenty-third-st..

Detectives Mooney and Lynch, of the West Thir-
t!eth-st. station, are the men who have charge of
tliß case. Inspector McClusky has also put half a
dozen Central Office men to work on it. Mooney
and Lynch say they feel certain they will be able
t.i make an arrest soon, probably within twenty-
four hours.

Hall was built, is still living. Ho was the Editor
and publisher of the old "Sunday Mercury, and

served several terms as State Senator.

The raclstration of barbers under the State law
«toaed yesterday at the Grand Central Palace, in
Manhattan, and the Arlon Hall. In Brooklyn. John
P. Bohman. the ag-ent In charge of the registration

for eight counties. Including- New-York, King* and
Queens, said that since the books opened, on July
IS. about fifteen thousand barbers had registered
and recalled license cards. The penally for work-
ing without a ticket is 525 fine and imprisonment
for from ten days to three months. Barbers must
\u25a0wear they have bt-en in the business three years

to obtain a license card.
With Mr. Bohman were four di puty agents, each

receiving1 $5 a day, and fouit< • .: clerks, five in
Brooklyn and nine in Manhattan, each receiving $3
a day. Their work ended at noon yesterday. The
clerks were so driven by the stress of registration
that many barbers will not get their tickets on
time, but that will be straightened out in a few
days. The State inspectors will go to work imme-
diately and see that the barbers' law is observed.

A number of queer applications were made, to the
board of examiners. One little Italian boy swore
he vu seventeen years old and had been a barber
for four years. He clung to his story so tenacious-
ly that the examiners had to give him a ticket.

Hun-
dreds of negroes also received tickets.
