Imagine a fifty acre clearing nf well kept
grounds in the midst of fragrant mountain balsams,
spruces, cedars, pines and birches, and studded
with a dozen picturesque cottages bullt of well
matched, rough sawn cedar logs without, but fin-
fshed and equipped within to the limit of civilized
comfort and convenience, gulded by taste, and re-
plete with odditles of decorstion and appointment,
all in keeping with the rustic scheme.

In such quarters we are nightly installed under
much needed blankets, except those of us who
prefer an open lean-to on balsam boughs before
one of the roaring log fires which are blazing
everywhere about the “Kamp,” indoors and out,
afrer dark until morning.
