missioner of Public Works Redfield calls th.- u--rk
that is in improving Fourth-aye. for its

entire length, from Flatbush-ave. to Fort Hamil-
ton. It is a grand work, happily conceived by Mr
Redfield and being well carried oul by the various
contractors and the Park Department, which is
workingin harmony with the Department of Public
Works. When it is done Brooklyn will have a tine
direct approach. 120 feet wide, to the Shore Road
and Fort Hamilton. Includingall the districts adja-

cent to the street, which is nearly live miles long*.

In the centre of each blink will be a small park.

Finally
he agreed to take the man to the police station, and
advised the policeman to have the Kings County
Hospital send an ambulance there for the man.
When the latter Institution was called up it said
that no ambulance was available, but It would
receive the patient ifhe were brought there by the
Eastern District Hospital ambulance.

Ithink I
can safely Bay. The entire improvement will cost
$3SO.'V>O. and Iconsider that this will he returned
more than double by the appreciation in property."
