WAR AGAINST CUNARD.

Ship Trust to Wage Fight Al
Along the Line.

The announcement that the Cunard Steamship
Company was about to start a Mediterranean ser-
vice from Boston, which was made a few days ago.
has been met by the shipping combination. Yes-
terday word was recelved from England by the
White Star Line that the Mediterranean service of
the Dominion Line, running from Boston. had been
turned over to the White Star Line. This means
that the International Mercantile Marine Company
1z going to make a bitter fight for the trade from
Boston to ports in the Mediterranean.

The Dominton Line for the last two years has
been running regular steamships to Gibraltar,
Genoa, Leghorn, Messina, Naples and FPalermo.
They were doing a good business both in freight
and passengers. When the announcement was
made that the Cunard Line was going to cut into
this business there was a meeting of the Steam-
ship Trust officials, and the Dominion Line's Medi-
terranean service was turned over to the White
Star Line. The dispatch received by the White
Star Line contains only the brief announcement
that the service has been transferred. No dates of
sailing or the steamships to be put en the route
have been selected.

A man who is interested in shipping said to-day
that the reason for the taking over of the service
was that the Morgan combine was going to wage
an unceasing war on the Cunard Line all along
the line. They feared that the Cunard Line would
put on superior vessels to those in the Dominion
fleet, and to offset this the White Star Line would

Plan by Which Samples Only May
Be Ewxamined.

Collector Stranahan vesterday returned from
Washington, where he held a conference with As-
sistant Secretary Armstrong, of the Treasury De-
partment, and the officials of the Department of
Agriculture, in an effort to devise some business-
llke plan for conducting the inspection of foods,
drugs and liquors imported through the customs
under the terms of the Food Inspection law, which
became effective on July 1. The conference resulted
in the shaping of a definite plan which will be
further worked out and tried. Collector Stranahan
said he was not at liberty to state the details of

this plan.

The law provides for the examination of im-
ported foods, liquors and drugs, in search of
adulterations and the llke, by experts of the De-
partment of Agriculture. So far no scheme of’
designating, certain parts of shipments for exami-
nation, as & test of the whole shipment, as is
practised in the Customs Department, has been
worked. The entire shipment has been detained,
taken to the Appraiser's Stores and held there to
await the arrival of the experts from Washington.

Collector Stranahan said that the report that
ships were being held up in the harbor to await
these examinations was not correct, entire ship-
ments of such goods being held, but not ships.
Thnere are two small shipments at the Appraiser's
Stores now, waiting examination. The new
scheme will probably cbviate the trouble of taking
entire shipments to the Public Stores, and will
probably be along the lines of the appraisers’.
inspection.
