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'PATROL OF YACHT RACES.

Rules That Must Govern All Vessels
on Course.

{Fe)M THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.)

washington, Aug. 15.—Rules and regulations
to govern the patrol of the course of the inter-
national yacht races have been issued by Sec-
retary Cortelyou of the Department of Com-
merce and Labor. The regulations apply to
owners and masters of excursioi steamers,
vachts and all craft carrying passengers to view
‘,he races. The regulations are explicitly drawn,
and Secretary Cortelyou, who is made responsi-
ble under the law for the patrol of the course,
makes it clear that he regards the responsibility
placed on him for the protection of life with
proper weight. Every violation of the regula-
tions is to be met with prompt and full penalty.

The regulations are issued in *“Department
Circular No. 13, and are to be observed under
penalty of revocation of license, “and such ad-
ditional or other penalty as may be prescribed
by law.” The rules are as follows:

Wales, issued yesterday the official rules for the .
government of the coming match races for the |

America’s Cup, beginning on August 20.

The conditions of the races, according to the
:'mutual agreement’” clause, which is not included
in the deed of gift, are as follows:

Best thres out of five races, each thirty nautical
miles in length, over ocean courses outside of head-
lands, and with a time limit of five and a halt
hours; the first, third and fifth races being fifteen
miles to windward, or to leeward, and return, and
the second and fourth around a triangle ten miles
to a leg. In every case the outward course shall
be laid to windward, if possible, from Sandy Hook
Lightship. The races shall be sailed on Tnursdays,
Saturdays and Tussdays, commencing on Thurs-
day, August 20. An unfinished race of one kind
shall be repeated untn decided. ‘Ihe starting line
shall be estabhished and the compass course sig-
nalled as early as practicable, and the vessel laying
the course shall be started ten minutes prior to
the preparatory signal. In case a serious accident
occurs to either vessel prior to the preparatory
signal she shall have such time, not exceeding in
any event four weeks, as the respective committees
of the New-York Yacht Club and the Royal Ulster
Yacht Club shall determine to be res 10 ef-
fect repairs, before being required to start; or, if

such accident occurred during a race, be-
foze being required to start in  the next
race: but no such allowance of time to
repair shall permit of any race heing salled after
Octoker 31, 1603. If either vessel be disqualified In

any race, such race shall be awarded to the other
vessel, whether she shall complete the course
within the time limit or not. If through the fault
of either vessel, the othes be totally destroved or
80 injured as to be Incapable of repair, and the
latter shall be free from fault, the match shall be
awarded to her. If in the opinion of the regatta
committee, the weather shall, at the time appointed
at the start of any race, be or threaten to be of
such severe character as not to afford a reasonable
opportunity of fairly testing the speed of the two
vessels, the race may be postponed in the discre-
tion of the regatta committee, unless either con-
testant shall insist upon its being started. Each
vessel shall stand by the consequences of any ac-
cident happening to her after the preparatory sig-
nal, and, upon the occurrence of any such acci-
dents disabling either vessel, the other shall sail
out the race. The committee may postpone the
start in case of accident, as stated: if the course
cannot be laid from the lightship: if in their
opinion the space around the starting line is not
sufficiently clear; in case of fog: and both
vessels agree to a postponement, in which case the
committee shall determine the time of the start.
But no race shall be started after 1 p. m.

The start will be made from Sandy Hook Light-
ship. at as near 11 a. m. as will be practicable, the
preparatory signal being given fifteen minutes in
advance. But always with the understanding that
should the direction of the wind prevent laying the
course from the lightship, the starting line will be
shifted to the nearest available point, and that in
this case the preparatory signal will be given about
half an hour later than the time set for starting
from the lightship.

The courses are: No. 1. Letter S. From the

starting line to and around a mark fifteen miles Yo
windward, or leeward, and return, leaving the mark
on the starboard hand.
No. 2. lLetter T. From the starting line, ten
miles to and around a mark; ten miles to and
around a second mark, and ten miles to the finish
tine, leaving the marks on the outside of the tri-
angle to port of starboard, according as the ves-
sels are sent around.

The starting and finish lines will be between a
point on the committee boat indicated by a white
flag, and the mainmast of the lightship, or other
stakeboat if the start is shifted from the lightship.
These lines will be at right angles with the outward
and home courses, respectively.

The compass courses (magnetic) will be set before
the preparatory signal is given. The signals for
course No. 2 must be read beginning forward.

The marks will be white floats carrying a redvba[!
with horizontal white stripe showing letters “N. Y.
Y. C.” in blue, and surmounted by a flash cone. The
position of each mark will be indicated by a two
masted vessel lying about one hundred yards be-
vond, and swinging a red ball from the triatic stay.
Should a mark be wrecked its place will be taken
by its marking vessel, which will display a red flag
with diagonal white stripe in addition to the other
indications, and in turning the vessel the directlons
for the mark will govern.

Starting Signals.—Preparatory—A gun will bo;:
fired, the club signal lowered and a ‘blue peter’
cone noisted. Warning—Ten minutes later, a sec-
ond gun will be fired and a red ball hoisted. The
Start—Five minutes later, a third gun wiil be fired,
the “blue peter” cone lowered and a second red
ball hoisted. Handicap Time—Two minutes later, a
fourth gun will be fired and both balls will drop,
Should a signal gun miss fire, a prolonged blast of
the whistle will be given. At the finish a short
biast will be given as each vessel crosses the line.

Instructions with regard to the manceuvring
area and the methods adopted for patrolling the
courses can be ootained at the clubhouse or from
Captain W. S. Xilgoie, U. S. R. C. 8., at the Barge
Office.

During a fog the committee boat and the mark-
ing vessels, when not under way, will “at inter-
vals of not more than one minute, ring the bell
rapidly, for about five seconds,” and at intervals
of two minutes will sound five short whistle blasts,

CUP YACHTS IN DRYDOCK.

To Be Measured on Tuesday, and
Have Spins Before First Race.

HERRESHOFF EXAMINES RIVALS.

Sir Thomas Lipton, C. Oliver Iselin and Captain
“Nat"” Herreshoff formed an interesting group yes-
terday standing on the edge of the Erie Basin dry-
dock in which the Cup defender the Reliance had
just been placed. Sir Thomas had come ashore
from the Erin, Iselin from the Sunbeam and
Herreshoff from his steam yacht the Roamer, an-
chored in the Basin.

Almost on the eve of the international race these
three prominent figures in the coming contest—the
owner of the challenger, the designer and man-
ager of the defender—attracted attention as they
chatted about the chances of the two yachts.

As a result of the conference it was decided that
the Reliance and Shamrock III are to be measured
on Tuesday afternoon instead of early on Wednes-
day morning, as originally intended. This will give
both sides an opportunity to have a final salil
stretching spin outside, for they are to be towed
to their moorings off Sandy Hook on Wednesday
morning.

Captain “Nat” Herreshoff made a thorough in-
spection of his latest “‘creation” as soon as the
dock was clear of water. In company with Captain
Charles Barr, he went down and examined the keel
plates, the rudder, the stern—in fact, every part of
the yacht below the waterline. When he returned
to the pier he seemed well pleased with the result
of his investigations. He then walked across to the
larger drydock, where the finishing touches are
being put on the wh:te huil of Sir Thomas Lipton’s
Shamrock III. It is said to be the first time the
“Wizard of Bristol” has had an opportunity to see
his rival designer’'s craft out of water. He did not
go down into the dock, but he examined her with a
critical ey while walking completely around her,

The Reliance, in tow of her tender, the Sunbeam,
arrived in the basin early in the forenoon, but it
was 11:40 before there was water enough to float her
in over the sill of the big dock. The gate was
closed soon after, and the work of placing her
over the blocks and shoring her up began. The
pumps were started, and in two hours the water
was all out of the dock and the beautiful hull of
the yacht stood revealed. The Tobin bronze under-
body of the Reliance was remarkably clean con-
sidering the fact that she had not been docked for
about five weeks. The crew were put to work at
once scrubbing and polishing the plates, and by
“knocking off”’ time there was practically not a
speck of dirt on the yacht's hull.

The Lipton tug, Cruizer. arrived from City Island
at 4:30 p. m. with some new sails from the Ratsey
sail loft. Th> last coat of enamel has been put on
the Shamrock, and her crew finished painting her
deck a dark yellow.
