Feeling Is That H. L. Doherty Will
Win Singles Championship.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Newport, R. 1., Aug. 23.—Considerable anxiety is
felt by the tennis players gathered here as to the
outcome of the challenge match in singles, which
will bring the twenty-third national championship
tournament to an end. This feeling was shown
to-day, as the men were not engaged in play, and
had ample tlme to discuss the matter in all Its
aspects. Among the majority of Americans ft
amounts to consternation. It is conceded by even
the most sanguine that only something remarkable
can cut short the career of the persevering little
British champion, Harry L. Doherty, who seems
to have a comparatively clear track to the winning
of the tournament. The American followers of the
sport want to save at least the national title and
trophy in the singles from the assault of the Eng-
lishmen, who have made a clean sweep of every-
thing since their arrival in this country.

A GRAND OLD “MUDDER.”

Few thoroughbreds will be more missed from the
turf than Herbert, the grand old “mudder, who
has been racing for the last four yvears in W, C.
Rollins's familiar blue and white squares, and who
has been retired. If ever a racehorse earned the
right to peaceful old age, Herbert has. Never a
great stake horse, he has probably figured in more
stake races than any horse in training at the
present time. He has started in four Brooklvn
Handicaps, running third te Kirley Mack and Raf-
faello and second to Conroy. This year he finished
second to Africander in the Suburban, and might
have won had he not been interfered with in the
stratch. Herbert was an “‘opinionated™ old rascal,
and the picture he made. standing in the middie of
the track. deciding whether, after all, he cared to
g0 to the post, is one of the most familiar and
ludicrous on the turf. It always required the ser-

vices of a stable hand to persuade him to go.
Once started, however, he never showed the white
feather, and he was all business from the time the
flag fell. His fondness for the mud was his most
striking tralt, and the going was never tco deep
for him.

THE RACETRACK.

Race for the Saratoga Cup as a Tonic
—Futurity Gossip.

Whether they are of the Waterboy, the McChes-
ney, the Irish Lad or any other group of idolators,
racing men who saw the running of the Saratoga
Cup on Saturday are of a common mind as to its
efficacy as a tonic for dull nerves or a sluggish
circulation. Such infrequent examples of the sport
make the diversion of horseracing worthy the an-
clent patronage of kings. It was only a three horsa
race, and one of the three has never been counted
a great racehorse either by present or past stand-
ards, and yvet until a more brilliant performer over-
shadows the performance of Africander the present
day turf patron will probably find few reminiscences
more satisfying than that of “The day Africander
beat Heno and ‘Jack’ Joyner's Waterboy for the
Saratoga Cup."

Twice in the long journey the crowd proclaimed
Africander beaten, and after the mile post had been
passed a majority of the spectators dismissed him
Zrom their minds. After the race was over, to be
sure, these same individuals were noisiest in their
assertions that they knew all along Africander was
a “pipe,” but while it was beilng run they were
uncommonliy diffident about placing any definite
value on the “pipe.” Odom's obvious alarm when
he found—as he did at the far turn—that Waterboy
could not fulfil the bold threat he had made when
fighting for his head earlier in the struggle, de-
manded all the crowd's attention. Africander did
not reappear in the picture. as a matter of fact,
until the head of the quarterstretch was reached.

With the Futurity only a few days away it is
inevitable that the air should be full of tips—of
mysterious whisperings of some marvellous un-
known that has already won the richest race of
the year, so far as any of the other aspirants are
concerned. It 1s always so. From the time of
Proctor Knott the Futurity has furnished material
for the bullding of more jewel studded air castles
than all other turf contests combined. The present
renewal promises the customary uncorking of care-
fully preserved good things. From the available
supply the fleld promises both class and numer-
fcal strength. The most likely starters have already

received the necessary race In public that the
contest requires. Hamburg Belle. Highball, Adbell,
Mercury, Alllance, Ormonde’'s Right, Delhi, Ko-

mombo and other prominent candidates have al-
ready received final preparations at Saratoga.

The most important stake to be decided In the
four racing days that remain to Saratoge is the
Champlain, for three-year-olds and upward, at a
mile and a furlong. McChesney and Hermis are
llkely to meet, and thus give a decided snap
to the end of the meet. Some of the other features

are the Adirondack, for two-year-olds, and the
Saranac Handicap, for three-year-olds, at a mile
and an eighth. The Mohawk Selling, for three-
year-olds, is to-day’s attraction.

CYCLING.

Five Mile Handicap, Won by Fenn,
Feature at Hillside.

There was much excitement at the weekly meet
at the Hillside bicycle track yesterday.
