THE PRILIPPINE GOVERNORSHIP.

The selection of Vice-Governor Wright to sue-
eeed Governor General Taft in the Philippines
was generally expeeted, but it is none the less
welcome for several reasons. First, hie is ex-
perienced and can be trusted to carry on the
good policies which as a member of the Philip-
pine Commission be has had a share in develop-
ing. In the absence of Governor Taft he has al-
ready been placed at the bead of the Philippine
government for considerable periods, and ’e is
respected and liked by the Filipinos. With his
succession there will be no break in the con-
tinuity of our administration in the Philippines,
and that is important not merely because of the
excellent work which has been done, but also
because, in a formative period, when dealing
with strange peoples, firmness and steadiness
are more essential even than the complete
avoldance of mistakes.

Another reason for satisfaction in the selec-
tion of Governor Wright is the fact that he is a
Democrat. In the administration of our depen-
dencies all partisanship should be avoided. The
Insuvlar service should be recruited as the army
and navy are, without any regard to parties,
and men in it should do their duty to their coun-
try without any thought of promoting domestic
party interests. There may be great questions
of mational policy concerning the dependencies,
such as thelr acquisition at all, or the character
of the government to be establisbhed in them,
that are legitimate matters of party difference,
just as there may be difference about declaring
& war or making a peace. But, the policy once
determined, the agents who carry it out should
be no more partisans than the generals who
fight battles whether they think the war wise
or not. It is good, then, to find a Republican
administration pieking out for promotion to the
highest place in the insular service, simply on
the ground of his fitness, a lifelong Democrat.
It is also good to find such a Democrat entering
heartily into the work of making a success of
American rule in the archipelago without stop-
ping to ask whether the government at Wash-
ington which marks out his broad lines of policy
is for the moment conducted by Republicans or
Democrats. This is the practical way of taking
the Philippines out of politics and Insuring the
determination of questions affecting them on
their merits.

Several times since 1888 the people have voted
their approval of the Treaty of Paris and the
Republican policy of holding the territory so ac-
quired and governing it for the benefit of its in-
habitants without incorporating them, in their
ignorance and present unfiiness for self-govern-
ment, in the United States, with a prospective
claim to & share in governing us and determin-
ing our national destiny. These initial ques-
tions being settled, there s no longer reason for
party difference abont the administration of af-
fairs at Manila. Democrats and Republicans,
putting aside other differences, should unite to

make our government there a success, and teach
the Filipinos to advance in co-operation with
cur officials, not to hold back in the expectation
or fear that party changes in the United States
may ‘overturn things in Manila, undo all that
they may do and possibly leave them deserted
and a prey to enemies.

AN APPALLING SILENCE.

The Hon. George T'red Williams,  of Massa-
chusetts, is a statesman not given to hiding his
opinions under a bushel. He usually speaks out
loud and long. He has been known fo face a
howling convention mob for hours rather than
forego the privilege of showing misguided fel-
low Democrats their errors and their duties.
While leader and master of the Bay State or-
zanization he was an oracle never dumb and
never wearied; and even since his dethronement
by Mr. Gaston and Mr. Quiney be has not failed
to lift his veice in public whenever mistaken
policies seemed to call for words of protest or
of warning.

But now a curious change seems to have come
over the spirit of Mr, Williams's dream. He
reached Boston on Tuesday, fresh from a holi-
day in Europe. He found politics stirring; for
the Democratic State Committee met that day
to fix the date for holding the next State con-
vention. Mr. Gaston. the candidate for Gov-
ernor nominated last fall in spite of Mr. Will-
jams’s bitter opposition. is eager to head the
State ticket again, and his second canvass was
the chief topic discussed by the politicians gath-
ered in Boston.

Yet the Dedham statesman obstinately re-
fused to discuss the political outlook. He would
1ot criticise the inexpediency of putting a de-
feated eandidate once more in the field. He
would not say whether he would oppose Mr.
Gaston in this year's convention. He would
not talk of Colonel Bryan's plans or prospects—
though in New-York, the week before, on land-
ing from his steamer, he had jauntily declared
that the Nebraska orator still had four-fifths of
the Democratic party behind him. He would
not even open the vials of his wrath at the
suggestion that Grover Cleveland was seriously
and hopefully seeking another Presidential nom-
ination. No; he wrapped himself in a silence
as mysterious as it was impenetrable. To a re-
porter of “The Transeript” he said:

I am willing to talk of my trip abroad and
things of that nature:; but on the wisdom or
unwisdom of political movements I have noth-
ing to say. I know nothing whatever about
politics. I have not kept touch with them. I
have given no attention to the situation here.
I do not know as much about polities as my
office boy does, especially about the present po-
litical situation in State or nation.

Such reticence and self-effacement on Mr.
Williams's part stagger the imagination. Can
he have lost the dash, the daring, the fearless-
ness, with which in other days he plunged into
the breach on any and every provocation?
There was a time when no situation in State
or nation could eateh the Dedham leader
napping—cotild wring from him the confession
tuat he could say nothing about it because he
knew mnothing. We fear there is some strata-
gem behind this sudden and inexplicable silence.
1t looks abnormal; it looks suspicious. Sooner
or later, we feel confident, the Dedham states-
man will recover his convietions and his vocab-
ulary. He cannot bé permaneuntly cowed and
muzzled by the Gaston-Quiney “reorganizers.”
We do not think this silent fit will last. The
MassacHusetts public could not stand it. Neither
could Mr. Willlams. Such a suspension of the
laws of nature would be more than melancholy.
It would be appalling.

i PARES TO PRISON.

Samuel J. Parks, popularly known as “Sam™
Parks, the walking delegate of the Housesmiths
and Bridgemen's Unijon, who was eonvicted of
extortion in having called off a strike for
money, received yesterday at the hands of Re-
corder Goff the reward for his misdeed. If the
sentence imposed on the disgraced delegate is
carried out, he will epend not less than two and
one-half years in prison. This outcome of the
Parks case will be satisfactory to all employers
of labor to whom the methods of the walking
delezate have been a source of discomfort and
financial loss. The punishment of this self-ap-
pointed dictator is also an assurance to the
people that tyrannical and criminal methods
will not be tolerated even if they are bolstered
up by the indorsement of those who pretend to
represent organized labor. An impartial and
fearless jury, looking the matter straight in the
face, convicted Parks, and a just judge inflicted
on him punishment in keeping with his crime,

In congratulating the public in general and
employers in particular on the result of the
trial, the fact should not be overlooked that the
honest labor union men should also be felici-
tated. Their efforts to better thelr condition,
to secure Dbetter pay, better shops and more
privileges never contemplated the methods of
“Sam"” Parks. Only those union men who look
upon their employers as natural enemies, to
whom law and order are not sacred, and whosa
trimmnph would mean anarchy, will regret the
conviciion and the punishment of Parks. Fort-
unatelr, this loud, aggressive and un-American
class is small and is not considered when we
congratulate honest union men on the outeome
of the Parks case,

KRUSHEVO.

News from the Balkan grows daily worse and
worse. The insurrection is spreading, and is be-
coming more savage. The Ottoman Govern-
ment is redoubling its efforts at repression.
Whether or not it intends to {nerease the sever-
ity of its means, ihere is no question that their
severity is Increasing far beyond all legitimate
bounds. Massacre and outrage as horrible as
ever were reported from Bulgaria or Armenia
are now authentically reported from Monastir.
That such deeds as those at Krushevo should
be possible on European soil in this third year
of the twentieth century is a grievous indict-
ment of civilization. Yet they are possible, and
unless there is speedy intervention, there is rea-
son to fear their frequent repetition.

Krushevo affords an instructive example of
the dual responsibility for these horrors and of
the need of intervention by some strong third
party. Let us veview the circumstances briefly
and impartiaslly. Xrusheve was a beautiful,
prosperous and peaceful town. It was inhabited
by only a few Bulgars, and they were the
poorer part of the people. The great majority,
and practically all the well-to-do, were Wal-
lachs, who are radically different from the Bul-
gars in race and religion. It was really a Wal-
lachian town. It was not concerned in the ine
.lurmcuon. and had little or no sympathy with
it. The Bulgarian insurgents regarded it as a
rich plac for plunder and one the seizure of
which would especially exasperate the govern-
ment. So the Macedonian Committee organ-
ized an attack upon it by # party of Bulgars,
and captured it. They then massacred a num-
ber of the chief citizens—mot Turks, but Chris-
tian Wallachs—and levied wholesale blackmail
upon the survivors. A Turkish force was sent
to recapture the place, Before attacking it. the
Turkish commander offered to let the women
and children depiart out of harm's way. This
the Bulgars refused to permit, insisting that
the Wallachian women and children, some of
whose husbands and fathers they had murdered
and most of whom they had robbed, should re-
main to share the fortunes of war. Then, when
the Turkish attack became hot, the Bulgars
sneaked away and took to the woods, leaving
the women and children to their fate. That
fate was unspeakably borrible, The Turkish

soldiers, infuriated at the escape of their foes,
and having the lust of slaughter fully aroused,
ravished and plundered and slaughtered at
will.

Now. it is impossible to tind excuses for such
conduet on the part of the Turks. No language
can foe strongly express the horror and de-
testation of it which the whole civilized world
should feel. But, then, neither is the conduct
of the Bulgars to be condoned. It was coward-
Iy, suvage and criminal in the extreme. In or-
der to promote their campaign against the
Turks the Bulgars attacked the Wallachian
town, massacred and plundered its people, and
then delivered its women and children over to
the wrath of the Turks. That is the sort of
thing that justly alienates the sympathies of
the world from the Bulgars and demonstrates
the necessity of some other than Bulgarian rule
in Macedonia as a substitute for Turkish mis-
rule.

THE FIELD OF HONOR,

The duel seems to be an institution in Ger-
many whici ihe Kaiser is unable to abelish. On
several occasions recently, when a “question of
honer” waide it necessary for one officer to Kill
another, t{he military authorities have expressed
their disapproval of the deed and have taken
occasion to speak of the Kaiser's wish that
there should be no more duelling in the army.
The fact that these meetings still take place
shows that the highest authorities wink at the
duel or that the officers settle their “affairs of
honor” in tihe way which suits them best, de-
spite the protesis and remonstrances of their
superiors.

Only a few weeks ago an eusign !n the Ger-
man Navy killed a young artilleryman at Essen
because he fancied that the landsman, who had
been his classmate and friend, had not saluted
him properly. The rufiian who shed his
friend’s blood to defend ‘his honor” was tried
and sentenced to four years' 1mprisoumént,
The sentence was reduced to two years and
seven days’ imprisonment. Now comes the
news that the reduced sentence has been
quashed and a new trial ordered, and this in
the face of “protests from the highest sources”
against duelling.

A few days ago one licutenant killed another
in a duel near Berlin beecause of a joke at a fare-
well dinner which was given to a fellow officer.
There was a time when it would have been
futile to protest against the duel. when one who
did so invited the sneers and the enmity of his
fellow citizens. In those days the offence of the
German ruffian who killed his schoolmate
would have gone unpunished, and the men who
killed their adversaries on the duelling ground
were looked upon as heroes. But to-day, no
matter if the killing is done in Germany or in
America, if the man who does it wears the
ordinary garb of a private citizen or the glit-
tering uniform of an officer of the Royal Guard,
the crime is murder, and the official, civil or
military, who encourages it is a participant in
the crime. Until men like the officer who killed
his comrade are brought to trial and properly
punished the world will have little faith in the
gincerity of royal and military opposition to
the duel.

The sphere of man's activity o the honest
pusuit of happiness is the fleld of honor of
the present time. The duelling ground has no
claim to the title.

EDISON ON CANCER.

Tt is a remarkable coincidence that within
the last two or three weeks the world should
have listened to practical suggestions about
cancer from two of the most famous of living
electriclans, Graham Bell and Thomas A. Edi-
son. Anything which either of these men may
care to say for publication will always be lis-
tened to with profound interest. Even when
they touch upon a technical subject which ap-
parently lies outside their own department of
research, they are sure to have a respectful
hearing.

Professor Bell, it will be noted, did not pre-
tend to have had any special experience either
with the painful diserder in question or with
remedial agents. He did not commit himself
to the virtues of radlum. All that he attempted
to do was to point out a possible way of over-
coming & purely mechanical difficulty often en-
countered by practitioners. Since X rays would
not penetrate far enough to affect cancerous
growths when deeply seated, he asked if it
would not be practicable to inclose a bit of
radium in a tiny glass tube and sink it to the
proper level. Obviously, it is out of the ques-
tion thus to introduce a vacuum tube into the
body. Mr. Edison felt justified in going a little
further. He outlined a theory of causation, and
based upon it a curaiive recommendation. He
fancies that the trouble is due to the disappear-
ance from the patient's system of certain or-
ganisms which ordinarily fight disease. By
replacing these with others, contained in the
blood of healthy persons, it seems credible to
him that the progress of the malady can be
checked.

Of course the correctness of these opinions
can only be determined by physiologists and
physicians, and without doubt the latter will
give them the copsideration which they de-
serve. To the layman, however, the views en-
tertained by Mr. Edison will not appear ab-
surd. While the “amceboid body” to which he
assigns the duty of fighting disease may not be
identical with the phagocyte, its function is
the same. One conception is no more foolish,
inherently, than the other, though it may be
less thoroughly substantiated by observation.
The uninitiated will ask, moreover, Why, if the
power of resistance against one malady can be
enhanced by an importation of blood, tlie same
result may mnot be expected from the same
method in a campaign against another?

Afier all, what is probably the most striking
feature of Mr. Edison’s recent utterances is
that he appears to array himself against a
practice that has been received with favar,
though its virtues are not fully established.
He is inclined to regard X rays as a cause,
while others use them as a cure. The benefits
thus far secured have been limited, and no one
can yet say that they are going to be lasting.
Nevertheless, there i{s just now an increasing
faith among medical men in the feasibility of
checking cancerous growths on the surface of
the body aund other cutaneous diseases by the
radiation of a vacuum tube. Thus Mr. Edison's
attitude looks a little defiant, but he has an ex-
ceptional excuse. His own and Mr. Dally’s un-
fortunate experience with X rays, in conse-
quence of improper protection and overex-
posure, have naturally made a strong impressien
on his mind. There may be fallacies in his rea-
soning, and he may not convince other experts,
but his hostility to the rays first observed Ly
Rintgen is certainly intelligible.

Been Postponed Indefinitely.

“The Churchman’ in its current issue says in re-
gard to the controversy which is now disturbing
Chicago ard Illinois Episcopalians, and which has
also aroused the attention ¢f churchmen through-
out the country:

Through inability to have the consecration docu-
ments properly and canonically signed and attested,
the consecration of Dr. Fawcett to the bishoprie
of Quincy has been postponed indefinitely. he
deadlock was foreseen, however, In time to enable
the Rev. Charles E. Bowles, master of ceremonies,
to notify the out of town participants and the
clergy of the diocese. Although tickets of admis-
sion had been widely distributed, the announce-
ment of the postponement has been inserted In the
city dailies, and thus will be obviated the assembly
qf a congregation. Dr. Fawcett Is just recuperatin
from a severe attack of illness. This extension o
time comes fortunately, and will enable him to re-
gain his strength before undergoing the mental and
physical strain necessarily contingent to this elab-
orate function. Efforts are being made to deter-
mine as quickly as may be another date agree-
abk,i to the bishops before determined upon to
officiate.

Chicago, Aug. 28 (Special).—Diligent inquiry into
the postponement of the consecratiyn of Dr. Faw-
cett as Bishop of Quiney, 1ll, results in.varying
explanations.
