This would seem to make th* po-
sition of the banks a pretty sound one.

Let Itbe assumed, then, that the danger of a
severe money squeeze during the crop movement

York. New-Haven and Hartford Railroad and a
circuitous branch of the Union Railway Company.

The rates of fare on the former are high, the trains

an hour apart and the service inadequate. This
probably accounts for the hearty unanimity with

which the people of that section have supported

the New-York and Port Chester Railroad project;

for perhaps never before has a railway enterprise

in this city met such popular approval, the chief
opposition coming from its only competitor, the
New-Haven road It has been a complete surprise

to the people of The Bronx to find that after the

defeat of this opposition the project should be
finally delayed and the actual work of construc-
tion prevented by the non-action of the Railroad
Committee of the aldermen.

The North Side Board of Trade is making a de-

termine 1 effort to get the ipproval of the Board

of Aldermen. Copies of the resolution adopted by

that body have been forwarded to Chairman
Dlemer ajid theother members of the Railroad Com-

mittee. Receiving no response to his former com-

This service on the part of the assay offices is
a great convenience to the communities in which
they are located, and should the assay .offices
and mints refuse altogether to receive such de-
posits there would be considerable disturbances in
several /trades. Much annoyance to the publicgener-
allywould result, and an important source of metal
for coinage would be closed to the government.
I>arge amounts of broken jewelry an<l battered
plate, accumulating in regular course of business
in Jewelry shops, reach the Assay Office in New-
York, and doubtless some burglars' "swag" oc-
casionally, as well, but Wall-st., where the Assay
Office Is located, is nut frequented by "crooks"
having loot to dispose of. and it is thought that
very little dishonestly acquired gold and silver Is
offered to the government.
If the assay officers bad reason to suspect that

an assortment of ornaments or plate offere.il was
ill gotten, the person nuikhiK the offer would

ily have som» plausible story to tell, ami the
expedient or holding him on suspicion would
scarcely be warranted In many cases. Besides,
; ,s rm-t:i! articles when stolen are pi
altered beyond recognition before they are pre-
sented for assay, and burglars generally melt their
booty into sl re risking themselves among
the df tttctives that haunt tha immediate neighbor-
hood of the Away Office. < mt^idt- of New-York
and Philadelphia little ore bullion or high grade
ore ever reaches the government depositories.

"crooks." The New-York Assay office and the
Philadelphia Mint constantly receive deposits of
precious metals and alloys In the form of bullion,
tableware, jewelry, ornaments and scraps, for
which receipts are issued giving gross weights of
the packages, and several days latir, depending
upon the rapidity of smelting and assay, checks on
the Sub-Treasury for these deposits are exchanged
for the receipts presented.

Assay Office Cannot Refuse to Receive
Deposits.

DIFFICULT TO DETECT "CROOKS."

"Well, that's a good one." exclaimed the visitor
(who happened to be a Tribune reporter), laughing;
1 a 'regular fence.' Then, Isuppose, Uncle Sam is
an Irregular 'fence,' a kind of prize 'fence' and re-
ceiver of stolen goods."

Mr. Mason smiled broadly, and returned:
"Well, we cant help it ifhe is. Uncle Sam is an

honest dealer and gives full weight, and so he is
popular with both honest and dishonest dealers in
gold and silver ware. As to that dispatch this
morning from New-HaVen in to-day's Tribune,"

he continued, "Ibelieve we did help them to catch
those men whom the International Silver Company
accuse of robbing them. Ibelieve some detectives
came down hero and identified some silver bars
that had been left here by a man to be retlned as
the property of the International Silver Company.
Yes, Ibelieve we assisted them in that case. We

are always ready and glad to help bring criminals
to justice, naturally, as good citizens. The Assay-

Office renders an important duty to the public. It
protects it."

"Both the just and the unjust, it seems." re-
marked the visHor.

"Well," said Mr. Mason, smiling again, "but how
can we help It? It's certainly Impossible for us
to investigate the statement of every one who
brings metal here to be refined. What? Yes. we
take it from any one who offers it; we never ask
questions. We simply ask the party to put down
his name and address, and when the silver Is
melted and refined we turn back the bars to him,

charging him Jl for the melting and about one
cent an ounce for the refining1. That, as Ire-
member It. was about what wo charged that man
who brought us the silver bars from that New-
Haven company.

"I've often wondered," Mr. Mason went on, "in
my fifty years in the Assay Office, If some of the
gentry In the stealing business hadn't used us for
a 'fence.' Yes, Iremember the case of that West
Side burglar—Brooks, you say bis name is? And

Ithink that was the first case that came to my

attention. But he was wrong when he said he

sold the silver to this office. We buy only gold.

We Bive coin for gold, but in the case of silver
we only refine it, and after the party who brings

it here pays us for the work we turn over the
bars to him, as Ihave explained. No. it isn't
practically the ?ame tiling as buying the silver,
nlthough, of course, refining It makes It easy to
dispose of It to bullion brokers.

"The Assay Office is a great help to thieves?
Yes. but it's also of great help to the public gen-
erally. This is part of the government, and the
government protects the good and the bad alike.
Ifit were not for the Assay Office, many people

who want their gnhl or silver refined would be
cheated. I've known of a good many cases where
private refineries have placed 999-1,000 (the ster-
ling fineness) on thrir bars, and when they were
refined here afterward they were found to be only

D fine. Now. that's a pretty good percentage
for the refiner iv rota'.n. besides bis regular charge,
isn't it? Ithink 1 can say without hesitation— yes,
iknow Ican— that all bars turned out at this of-
fice are 999-1,000 fine, and that's the reason people
like tv deal with us."

"Then there's no way for you to prevent the
Assay Office being a burglars' 'fence'? asked the
nporter.

"No way that Ican see. Why. we buy between
$3,000,000 and J4.000.000 worth of jewellers' goKl bars,
watch cases, and so on, every year, and $600,000
of old silver. Now, how could we look Into each
offer we have to si*r> whether it was made by an
honest man or a rascal? We haven't time Wi* re-
fine about $30,000,000 of fine gold each year that
comes to us from refixeries. where it is sent direct
from the mines, and we can't bother to inquire
into the business morality of every one who brings
metal here, as Ihave said."

'Then the sad fact remains." sniil the visitor,
"that the United States Assay Office is the prize
fence 1 In town: In fact is •' sort of grinding
monopoly. Looks lik<> the regular 'fences' would
bo driven out of business, doesn't it? Of course.
they can't compete with the government. Thank
you. Pir; fjood day."

"Good day." replied Mr. Mason, and he was still
smiling as the visitor went away.

Assay Office an Innocent Rival of
Private Receivers of Stolen Goods.
Alfred Mason, superintendent of the United

States Assay Office, In Wall-st., sat in his office
yesterday, and, glancing out of the window at the
spire of Old Trinity,standing guard at the street's
head, remarked thoughtfully to a visitor:

"Isuppose the reason men who are in the steal-
ing business bring their goods to us to be refined is

because they know they will be treated well—that
is. they get full value. Now, if they took their
thievings to a regular 'fence' they'd be cheated,
very likely. Men. you know—even thieves— like to
deal with honest dealers."

CRUSADE AGAINST FISH PEDLEKS.

Prisoner Said to Have Told Hogan

of Police "Graft"
Demosthenes Popokonolos, commonly known as

James Patterson, a Greek, was arraigned before
United States Commissioner Rldgway, In the Fed-
eral Building, yesterday, on the complaint of
K. C. Benedict Peeke. a Secret Service anrent. who
charged him with having on October 29. 1892, made
a false declaration before the clerk of the Court
of Common Pleas of this city and county. Tha
complaint charges the prisoner with having on
.that date made an application for what are
known as first citizenship papers, declaring his
name to be James Patterson, instead of Demos-
thenes Popokonolos. Commissioner Ridgway held
the prisoner In J6OO bail for further examination,
which he furnished.

The prisoner, who owns a stand tn front of
"The World" Building, Is a well known character

among the Greeks, and spends the greater part
of his time in securing citizenship papers and li-
censes for his countrymen. He is said to be in
receipt of a large income from this source. Ifar-
rested, the first person a Greek pushcart peiller
usualy sends 'or, although he is not a lawyer, is
Popokonolos. and he is. 'herefore. well known in
all of the various police courts throughout the
city.

According to the police of the squad attached to
the License Bureau, in the City Hall. Popokonolos
is the individual who has been furnishing Police
Magistrate Hogan with alleged evidences of police
"graft" and they say they are prepared to prove
ti'.iir assertion. There was much satisfaction
among the police in tht> License Squad yesterday
over the arrest of Popokonolos by Patrolm.in
O'Hrien. and they declared they would give him an
opportunity now to tell his story' of police "Kraft"
under oath, and see if he could "make good"
with it.

JOY AT GREEK'S ARREST.

Result of Third Trial for Goebel
Murder.

Georgetown, Ky., Aug. 29.—The third trial
of Caleb Powers, ex-Secretary of State, for
complicity In the murder of Governor William
Goebel, in January. 1900. closed shortly before
noon to-day with, the extreme penalty of hang-
ing for the prisoner who had been in the peni-

tentiary for three years on life sentence. The
verdict of the jury, "guilty and the punishment
of death," was reported in court at ll:2O to-

day. Several hundred persons crowded the
courtroom when the verdict was read, and in-
tense silence prevailed. The Jury was polled and
each man declared the verdict of guilty to be

hia finding. Powers sat unmoved while his at-
torneys asked for time to make a motion for a
new trial. .

Arthur Goebel, the brother of the victim, and
a prominent merchant at Cincinnati, who has
spent his time and fortune for over three years

in the prosecution of those accused of being in
a conspiracy to kill his brother, broke down
from the strain upon hearing the verdict. Pow-
ers had been convicted twice before, this being

the third trial in which the Jury brought in a
verdict of guilty against him. On his previous

trials he escaped with a sentence of life impris-

onment, as the evidence was not sufficiently

strong against him to lead the Jury to Mttetins
the extreme penalty. All three of the trials
were held at Georgetown, and in each of them
he had the assistance of the most able lawyers

that could be procured. The last trial was dis-
tinguished by the fact that Powers addressed
the Jury in his own behalf, and in a long review
of the case showed himself to be a competent
attorney, while bis eloquence In pleading for his
life astounded those who had watched him care-
fully In the past trials of the case.

Powers had nothing to say regarding the ver-
dict, except to express his surprise that such a
result could be reached from the evidence pre-
sented, and to announce that he weald take an
appeal and continue the case to the last resort.
When Powers secured hir former new trials a
majority of those in tht Appellate Court were
Republicans, lut it is now composed of Demo-
cratic judges. Powers is regarded aa a strops
man. He was elected Secretary of State on the
Republican ticket headed by W. S. Taylor for
Cloven or in 1899, i>ut served only a few months.
as all the State offices were contested by those
on the Democratic ii'-ket headed by William
Goebel. The former trials of Powers were be-
fore Judge James E. Cantrill, >i this city, but
he waa barred from sitting this time, and Gov-
ernor Beekham appointed Judge Robblns.

Special Judge Robblns this afternoon formally
overruled a motion for the granting of a new
trial to Powers. He then passed the sentence of
death upon him. After a declaration of the
prisoner, "Iam not guilty. Judge," the court
fixed November 2~> next as the day for the exe-
cution. The attorneys for the defendant secured
the granting of an appeal for the case to the
Kentucky Court of Appeals, and Ifunsuccess-
ful, they may try to get the United States Su-
preme Court to take It under consideration.
Powers was the coolest man in the courtroom
when the verdict was read and sentence pro-
nounced against him. He was immediately re-
moved to the Scott County Jail, to be held
there pending the appeal of his case to the
higher courts. A telegram from Indianapolis
states that ex-Go\ernor W. S. Taylor said: "This
verdict affects me very ri!Uv;h. Icannot say a
word."

SUBWAY BLASTS SCARE MANY.

Windows Blown Out in Apartment House
and Real Estate Office.

Early morning blasts in the subway at Broad-
way, between One-hundred-and-thlrd and One-hun-
dred-and-fourth sts., yesterday, did considerable
damage to surrounding property and caused many
tenants In the apartment houses In the neighbor-
hood to become frightened. The scare quickly
passed off. however, not making necessary the call-
ing out Of reserves, and no one whs injured.

William Bradley, the sub-contractor of this sec-
tion of the tunnel, opened the branch tunnel. in
One-hundred-and-fourth-st.. into the main tunnel.
InBroadway, on Thursday. This made it necessary
to do more blasting than usual, as the strata at

that point are mostly of hard rock.
About 6 a. m. yesterday two blasts were fired

near the intersection Of the larger and smaller tun-
nels, which made so much noise and caused so great

a concussion that the tenants were not only awak-
tned, but were considerably frightened. The ten-
ants in the Frleaiand apartment house, at One-bun-
dred-and-third-st. and Broadway, were particularly
frightened.

Horse WillRepresent Parks at Head of Old
Board of Building Trades.

Though its ranks have been thinned since the
plan Of arbitration of the Building Trades Em-
ployers' Association was first issued and a new

board was formed, the United Board of Building
Trade*, which Inrteta that ii is still "the board."
has decided to go on with its preparations for a
parade on Labor Day. a week from to-morrow.

So many unions 'have been expelled, however,

that only nine or to will take part in the parade.

The largest as far as membership is concerned is
the Labi rers 1 Union Protective Society, which is
credited with a membership of twelve thousand. The
most important, however, as far as the labor situa-
tion is concerned, is the Housesxnitns and Bridpre-

men's Union, which, though "Sam" Parks, its
leader, is now under sentence in Sing Sing, still
elects to stand by him.

The Housesmiths and Brldgemen s Union will
march at the head of the other unions, prece.l<«d
by the aitla of Grand Marshal "Sam" Parks, who,

being in prison, wiil not be able to parade. A
horse, richly harnessed and «rnamen»d with rib-
bons, will be \e<\ by the tlrst aid at the head of the
line, without a rider, to show thut Parks would be
riding ifhe had a chance.

WILL PARADE WITH THINNEDRANKS.

In si»ito Of the condemnation of the arbitration
agreement of the employers' assc '-tntlon week after

week by tne representatives of the Amalgamated

Sheet Metal Workers' Union at the Central Fed-

erated Union meetings, a committee of this union
called yesterday at the Building Trades Club to
discuss the arbitration agreement with the em-
ployers. The committee was headed by Delegate

Frederick Paulitsch, whose abuse of the arbitra-
tion agreement has been prooouncad, The employ-

ers explained that the arbitration agreement did
not affect tbe present agreement of the metal
workers with their own employers ns to wages or
hours of labor. It simply provided for arbitration
instead of sympathetic strikes.

Employers Think Parks' s Salary
Will Not Be Paid Long.

The action of the Housesmlths and Bridgemen's

X'nion on Friday night In r.ot only sustaining

"Sam" Parks, but in deciding to pay him his salary
of ii> a week, accordlns to the members of the
Building Trades Employers' Association, was not

unexpected yesterday. The fact that Parks was
actually sentenced and in Sing Sing prison, itwas
felt, was likely to be played on by the friends of
Parks at the meeting.

Leonard K. Prince, chairman of the press com-
mittee of the employers' association, said last
evening, regarding the loyßlty of the umon to

Parka and its effect on the buildingsituation:

We came to the conclusion a week or two ago
that there was absolutely no use in looking for
the Housesmiths and Bridgemen's Union agreeing
to sign the arbitration agreement.
Ibelieve the old union will soon get tired of pay-

ing the assessments to pay Parks his salary. In
the mean time, however, every new move that is
made to brinj? Parks into prominence by his law-
yers and friends will have the effect of causing a
demonstration in his favor by the union. This may
last until all efforts to release lilm are dropped.
Men are gradually coming over into the new union
from Parka's organisation, but it willbe a week or
two before the union disintegrates much. The only
union tho employers' association will recognize is
the Housesmlths' Union of New-York. There is
not the slightest doubt in my mind that it will
take the place of the Housesmlths and Bridge-
ii:r'b Union.

EXPECTED THEIR ACTIOX

The proceedings in the Recorder's Court was not
n trial but a travesty. There waa no legal right
of the defendant that was not trampled upon.
Those are strong words, btit we will corroborate
them. It was Impossible for us to set a fair trial.
to be decently heard and decided. Idon't say that
the Jurors who convicted Parks committed perjury,
but they went into the jury box prejudici d against
the whole fabric of labor organizations.

Opening In opposition to the motion, after a re-
cess. Assistant District Attorney Rand said that a

So great
latitude bad been allowed to the defence by the

ler, Mr. Rand said, that, hail there he<-n a
miscarriage of justice, the Recorder might have
bt-en severely criticised. The lawyers for Parks
had Insult*'.!"the Recorder to his face."

"Mr. Rand." replied Mr. Eustace, "you ha«l your

own way in the Recorder's Court, but Ihope you

willmake your objections here in an orderly man-
ner. Itrust you are not to run this court. In

the Recorder's Court you arraigned everybody ex-
cept the learned Recorder and a few of the spec-

tators."
Colonel Robinson, following Mr. Eustace, said in

part:

At this point Mr. Rand interrupted to say:

"Parks said: "I will wait here until the check is
cashed."

"

The defendant was convicted of extortion. Now
extortion Is denned in the Penal Code as the un-
lawful use of force or fear, and fear may be a
threat to do unlawful injury. The indictment
charges Parks with doing an unlawful Injury to
Plenty's property. Now, you will notice that the
indictment states only that crime, and that Is the
only threat that can he proved: but when the Dis-
trict Attorney opened the case in court he said
that he proposed to prove something entirely dif-
ferent.

Furthermore, the evidence did not establish a
crime. The only evidence in this case was the
uncorroborated statement of Josephus Plenty that
Parks had extorted $200 under a threat to injure
and harass him. upon which statement Parks was
convicted. The evidence fails to establish a crime.
Plenty's men had a right to strike and refuse to

work with non-union men. They had a right to

so announce, through Parks. His simple statement
that "the strike must go on" was not a threat under
the statute.

Parks never saw the check which Plenty offered.
Plenty had the check on his person made out to

the order of bearer, and when Parks went with
Farley to get the money for the check Plenty
altered It to read: "Pay to the order of Sam L.
Parks." This was done without the consent of
Parks.

TRIAL CALLED A TRAVESTY.
No decision was reached yesterday In the applica-

tion for a certificate of reasonable doubt tn the

case of Samuel J- Parks, the walking delegate of

the Housesmlths and Bridgemen's Union, who has

Just been sent to Sing Sing after being convicted

of extorting 5200 from Joaephus Plenty. \u25a0 con-

tractor of Hoboken. After an extended argument

which lasted until 3 o'clock In the afternoon be-
fore Justice Sewell, in the Supreme Court, Brook-
lyn, decision was reserved by the Justice, who
gave Assistant District Attorney Rand until 10
a. m. to-morrow to submit briefs. An opinion

seemed to prevail after court adjourned that Justice
Sewell seemed rather favorably disposed to grant

the certificate.
The argument for the certificate on behalf of

Parks was made by J. P. Eustace and Colonel
Robinson. The former, in opening the argument,

said that the application was based on the ground

that the evidence on the trial was insufficient to
warrant a conviction, and that there was a wide
variance between the charge in th" Indictment and
the testimony. He declared that the court must
grant the certificate if there was any doubt in
Justice Sewell's mind that the conviction would
stand. Said Mr. Eustace:

SAY HE WAS TOO GOOD A FKIEND.

Cassatt &Co.'s Cashier Said to Have Loaned
Firm's Securities.

Philadelphia, Aug. 29.—Bankers who stand close

to Cassatt & Co. now believe that Howard T.
Goodwin loaned the bulk of that firm's $1,000,000 in
securities, which were lost, to a friend. To shield
that friend when the Lake Superior crash came
Goodwin committed suicide. Goodwin had not been
known as a stock speculator to any extent, but it
if generally known that the friend referred to, who
was prominently identified with the Lake Superior
Company, did deal largely in all sorts of stocks.

The friend was a well known man. He owned a
fine house, took great interest in yachting and
passed as a successful man. The Casgatt securities
were turned Into cash, and the money was used
for the wildest sort of stock gambling. The stocks
selected were mainly the flimsiest mining concerns.
When Goodwin's friend lost in the first ventures, it
Is said, he urged the necessity of more cash with
which to make another deal. Inorder to recover.
In that way Goodwin became involved deeper and
deeper.

When the stocks could not be sold the friend
turned them over to Goodwin, snoring him that
they served as good enough collateral for the gilt
edge stocks and bonds taken from Cassatt & Co.
A big lot of Lake Superior shares were put In with
th« hundreds of thousands of dollars In mining
stocks.

ACCIDENT LOSES STANDARD EACE.

Lewis Nixon's Yacht Defeated by the Adios—
Overheated Pumps the Cause.

The yacht race between Levels Nixon's Standard
and the Adios. owned by H. J. Larghton. of Syra-
cuse, In the Upper Kay, yesterday, was won by the
Adio*.owing to an accident on board the Standard.
The course was from the flagship, around Bobbin's
Reef and return, a distar.ee of eleven miles.

At the start both yachts leaped forward, and In
a short time wer< travelling at the rate of twenty-
four miles an hour. When the boats were a half-
mile from the art and on even tr-rms. smoke was
Bf-en to rise from the Standard, and for a time It
was thought she had caught lire, but it was found
that her wat. r pumps had became heated. A full
•top was made, and about ten minutes spent inrepairs.

going ahead. After the Standard's pump had beenrepaired she mad» a desperate struggle to catch
the Adios, and steadily cut down her lead to thennisn, but could not win. The Adios started at
3:35 r- m . ;::d flnlnhed at 4:09:17. The Standard
started at 3.35 o'clock and finished at 4:1720. Theelapsed time was: The Adios. 34:17, and the Stand-
ard. 42:20.

POLITICAL AFFAIRS INHONOLULU.
Honolulu, Aug. 25.—L. Andrews, Attorney General

of Hawaii, has forwarded \u25a0 cable dispatch to United
States Attorney General Knox, asking fur an im-
mediate ruling on the question previously submitted
to Attorney General Knox by mail whether or not
a member of the Territorial legislature would be
eligible to the candidacy for a county office under
the provisions of organization.
