TOLD BROTHER HE'D “FACE MUSIC.” '

The family of Henry T. Edson, who committed
suicide after murdering Mrs. Fannie Pullen,
think he had Dbesn insane for a long time. In
the last twn years his relatives had met him
only a few times, yet his home was within easy
reach of that of his fathen

The 825000 he obtained on a forged promis-
sory note he spent, it is thonght, with a lavish
hand, and probably sank a large part of it in
Wall Street It has been reported that his
peculations from the funds of £t. Michael's
Church may reach S130000, but these reports,
said the Rev. Dr Peters, the rector. vesterday,
are mere conjectures. The re~tor said that all
that was positively known was the discovery of
the forged promissory note for £25.000 and some
bank checks, amounting to a 1lttle more thau.
£1.000. “Not until the examination of the books
of the church is completed by the expert ac-

countants who are working on them will we
know what is the condition of affairs,” added
the rector

It was reported yesterday that last Wednes-
day ex-Mayor Edson went to the Hudson River
branch of the Corn Exchange Bank, at Seventy-
second-st. and Columbus-ave., where the forged
promissory note was discounted, to make good
whatever loss had been incurred through the
wrongdoing of his son, and that while he was
there Edson, in his apartments, at No. 202
West Ninety-second-st., committed the murder
and suicide. The report is untrue. Dr. David |
Orr Edson said vesterday about it:

“My father has been {1l for a long time, and
for the last two months has been out of this
city. All he knowe about the tragedy he has
learned from members of his own family. I
know absolutely nothing about the business af-
fairs of my brother Henry. We lived widely
apart, and this was due to his eccentricities. No
man in his right senses would have gone to a
bank with a promissory note on which he
had written two names, and which any person
could see were written by the same hand. Even
had a person in his right senses Gone such a
thing he would not have continued at his work |
as usual. He would have taken the first oppor- |
tunity to disappear. My brother did not run
away, por had he any intention of doing so
when the forged promissory note was ghown him
and when he confessed that he had written it. |
1 told him that he would have to remain here and
“tace the music.’ What was his reply? He said
that he would, and, besides, he would do all in |
his power to repay every cent which he had !
taken which did not rightfully belong to him. |
The Rev. Dr. Peters would tell you, if need be,
that the names on the note show that no effort
was made to write them as nearly like the signa-
tures of the persons they stand for.

“] know as much about the extent of my
brother's thefts as you do. If he was short in
his accounts in the sum of $H.000 1 myself
would not be able to make the shortage good.
The family will certainly do whatever it can to
right the wrong. What it may be asked to do

COUNTESS NOT AT PIER.

Widow of D. B. Lee Not Met by

Sisters-in-Lec.

Mrs. Agnes Giles Les. widow of David Bradley
Lee, and sister-in-law of the Countess von Walder-
see, arrived on the St. Louls yesterday. Her com-
ing has Leen awalted teith interest because of .the
circumstances of Mr. Lee’s death. It was beiieved
in this city that ha was a bachelor: even his private
secretary, Miss A¥elalde Samson, raid she was com-
pletely ignorant of her emplover's being married.
When the Countess ton Waldersee, sister of the
desd man, arrived, she confirmed the report that
ber brother had married the daughter of a retired
American army officer, and said she was on per-
tectly good terms with her sister-in-law. who had
v.sited her in Germany. The countess also de-
clared that the funerai wouid positively not take
place until the wife arrived here. [t was held last
Thursday. e

A sensation was caneed by the visit of Coroner
Scholer to the undertaking establishment where
Mr. lLee's body awaited burial. The coroner ex-
plained that two men decizred there was good
reason for believing that the operation that resuit-
ed in the death of Mr. Lee was rot necessary. He
gald he aould make no move toward an autopsy
unless Mr. Leea's wife or some other member of the
family desired it

When Mrs. Lee arrived vesterday none of her
husband's relatives wers on the pier to meet her.
She was in deep black. She was accompanied by
her French maid and was met at the pier by a

woman who, it is believed, was her sister. Mrs.
Lee s said to have expressed surprise that her
husband had been buried before her arrivai. She

drove to the Park Avenue Hotel, where the count-
ess i= Staying. After a brief stay there she went to
the Albemarie Ho.el where she is believed to have
engaged a suite of rocms. _She appears to be about
twentv-eight vears cld. This is Mrs. Lee's first
visit to her native land for many vears.

The fact that the Countess von Waldersee did not
g0 to the pier to meet her sister-in-law or send a
representative was much commented on yesterday.
Dr. J. Riddle Goffe, who has represented the
countess in interviews for the press, said to a
Tribune reporter:

“T willi admit that the relations between the
widow and her husband's relatives are not now of
the mosi cordial nature. There has been no rupture
of any kind, but the fricndship formerly existing
between the countess and Mrs. Lee has becn con-
giderably diminished since the wife refused to ac-
company her husband to America, despite his strong
wishes. Then, egain, the countese and her sister
are old ladies, and, taking into consideration the
fact that they are both still terribly upset over
their brother's death, it was perhaps not 1o be ex-
pected that they would make the fatgulng trip to
the dock.”

“No., 1 @0 not think that a contest of any kind Is
lkely. Still, it is possible that thers may be good

RADIUM EXHIBITION AT MUSEUM.

Diamonds and Other Gems Color Beautifrlly
Under the Ray.

A quantity of radium of the activity of 300,000, the
first of the kind seen here, was received a few days
ago at the American Museum of Natural History,
and will be placed on exhibition there to-muerrow.

The radium is sealed in a small tube, one-third the
dlameter of a lead pencil. This. as well as a
quantity of the 700,000 activity,k has been used by Dr.
George F. Kunz, of this city, and by Dr. Charles
Baskervilie, of the University of North Carolina, In
connection with the X, or Rintgen, ray and the
ultra-violet light in the examination of interesting
properties developed by these substances.

The Bement-Morgan collection. over thirteen thou-
sand specimens in number, and the Morgan-Tiffany
collection of gems, containing several thousand
specimens, together with some thousands of differ-
ent diamonds and a number of other gems and
minerals, have developed Interesting properties,
which will be published later in a special pubiica-
tion by the museum.

The radium, which Edward D. Adams gave to the
museum to be used in this investigation, has shown

that certain diamonds exhibit a wonderful phos-
phorescence when exposed to the rays of this sub-
stance, which is retained for a time after the stone
ie removed; other diamonds do not yieid so readily
to the substance.

The most notable example under demonstration
was a cut gem, weighing 15% carats, of a beautiful
blue-white color, from an unknown Braziilan Jocall-
ty. Others which made interesting experiments

MONONGAHELA CHANGES HANDS.

Pittsburg Coal Company Secures Majority of
Stock.

Pittshurg, Sept. 5.—"The Pittsburg Gazette” says
contracts have been signed under the terms of
which George I. Whitney, of Whitney, Stephenson
& Co.. of this city, undertakes to deltver for cash
a controlling interest in the Monongahela River
Consolidated Coal and Coxe Company to the Pitts-
burg Coal Company. Henry W. Oliver represented
the Pittsburg Coal Company in the negotiations.
A meeting of the board of directors of the Pitts-
burg Coal Company will ba held on Monday to
ratify the deal. This meeting, however, is a mere
formality, the papers having been signed by both
parties to the deal.

The transfer of control will be through the pur-
chase for cash of a majority of the capital stock,
deliverable in either common or preferred shares.
or both. It is understood that the Pittsburg Coal
Company will purcnase the stock of minority hold-
ers on the same terms as those received by the ma-
jority interest, and these terms will be announced
after the formal ratifization of the deal by the
directors on Monday. L

The Monongahela River Consolidated Coal and
Coke Company 1s capitalized at $40.000.000, and its
oatput last year approxim ited £.000,000 tons of coal.
The combination of interests will represemva total
of $132000,000, and the tonnage close to 25,000,000
tons.

Reports of the consolidation of the two companies
have been rife for several days, and no later than
Wednesday night President J. B. Finley, of the
Monongahela company, pronounced the story abso-
lutely untrue.

LARGEST MAN IN THE WORLD DEAD.

Hurt by Breaking Bottom of Cab in Which
He Rode.

Chlcago. Sept. 5.—A dispatch to “The Record-
Herald” from Cincinnati says that “Big Joe™
Grimes, said to have been the largest man in the
world, e dead at the home of his parents here,
as the result of a peculiar accident. While riding
in a cab his great weight broke through the bot-
tom of the vehicle, and one of his legs was gashed,

the wound refusing to heal. Grimes wel hed 754
pounds, and was thirty-four years old. e was
six feet four inches in height, and his body and
limbs were of ponderous proportions.

EJECTION SUIT ENDANGERS LIFE.

One Hundred Guests Forced to Suddenly
Leave Beach Hotel

Because of the ton of a disp warrant
against Joseph Kernedy, lessee of the Ocean House
at Far Rockaway, and the forcible ejection of Ken-
nedy, all of the one hundred guests, with one ox-
ception, packed their baggage and left the hotel
The exception is Miss Elizabeth Holland, of this
city. who les ia her room, serfously- {ll from ap-
pendicitls. She is the only remaining guest in the
house,

The COcean House is one of the cldest and best
known hotels at Far Rockaway. It belongs to the
Biglin estate, represented in the proceedings by
Burt J. Humphrey. attorney. The heirs, feeling in-
secure because of the alleged non-payment by Ken-
nedy of $2,000 said to be due from a $£.500 lease,
obtained a dispossess warrant from Justice T. C.
Kadier, in the Third District Municipal Court.
Accompanied by Marshals William George and
Thomas J. Hobby, Attorney Humgphrey went from
Jamalca to Far lockaway to execute the warrant.

Thoy met with stout resistance. Kennedy would
not leave the hotel, but took refuge under his desk.
The nundred guests, hearing the noise in the office,
hurried downstairs. On learning the reason for the
heated dispute they took !ssue against the mar-
shals. Thaeir cries and sririted conversation served
in no wise to diminish the hubbub. A large erowd,
from their d!p In the ocean, joined the disputants
and quletly enjoved or participated in the argu-
ment, according to their nature.

Marshal George began to lose heart because, It
is sald, of a short conversation he had with Far
Rockaway men who have alleged political influence.
Marshal Hobby, however, mairtained his energy.
Assisted by the attorney, who had been joined by
a clerk named Dixon from the law office of Robert
J. Fox, of No. 31 Nassau-st., he put Kennedy out
of the building. A policeman present, armed with
revolver and club, was largely responsible for Karn-
nedy's asquiescence in obeying orders.

Meanwhile the guests held an indignation meet-
ing and said unkind things about the officers of
the law. They had to content themselves with
getting out their baggage. Husbands from incom-
ing trains were enlightened as to the sftuation.

Magistrate Matthew J. Smith, of Long Island
City, who, with his family, eccupy an apartment
in the hotel, arrived at 3 o'clock. The guests ap-
pealed to him, but received no cousolation of a
practical nature.

Daniel Brown, attormey for Kennedy, asked Jus-
tice Kadlen to replace Kennedy in possession of the
hotel on the ground that Miss Hoiland, the guest
who was I, was in !mmediate danger from the
unusual condition of things. The magistrate said
the lesses could be reinstated only on agreement
of the heirs of the estate.
