Constantinople, Sept. 6.—The survivors of the
Austrian steamer Vaskapu, which was destroyed
in the Black Sea by explosions attributed to the

?lmﬁan revolutionists while on her way from
| Yarna, Bulgaria, to Constantinopls, state that
! two explosions occurred on board the steamer at
| 4 o'clock last Tuesday morning. Two dynamite

bombs were thrown by men, supposed to have
| embarked at Varpa, one in the stokehole and
| the other under the bridge. The vessel was in
| charge of the first and second mates, the captain
] being asleep. The whele bridge was blown off,
| while the stokehole was wrecked.

The explosions were followed by an outbreak
of fire In the forehold. Altogether fifteen per-
sons lost their lives, but sll the engineers and
most of the passengers were saved. The crew
behaved with great gallantry.

Private advices from Adrianople report that
the troops In the Kirk-Kilisseh district are treat-
ing the inhabitants with great rigor. Every Bul-
garian village furnishing recruits to the insur-
gents has been bombarded and destroyed, the
inhabitants having barely time to escape. In
the vilayet of Monastir equal severity is shown.

London, Sept. 7.—*“The Daily Mail’s” corre-
spondent at Monastir, telegraphing under Sat-
urday's date, says:

There is no doubt that a Turkish war of ex-
termination is proceeding in the Okhrida dis-
trict. The massacres of a century ago are as
| nothing compared with those occurring datly In
the vilayet of Monastir. I have obtained sub-
stantial evidence to prove that the Turkish sol-
diers—nizams (Turkish regular troops)—are in
most cases committing unheard of atrocities,
which are not soiely the work of the bashi-
bazouks, as the authorities are secking to prove.

The Turks are also losing
heavily, judging from the number of wounded
arriving here.

exists a widespread curiosity to know the nature
of this committee which can successfully defy and
repulse the tralned regiments of the Turkish Army.

But the reader's curiosity to learn the secrets of
the Macedonian Committee can be gratified oniy
to a certain extent, secing that otherwise the sec-
retary of the American committee would incur the
censure of the central authorities. Before the out-
break the strictest secrecy was enjoined. At the
present time, however, when actual war has begun,
with siderable hopes of the entire se-
cret organization and its notorious modes of pro-
cedure, deeply Interesting as they must be, may be
described In full to the American public.

I shall give an account, first of the Vutreshua
Organizatsia, the organization which declared the
rebellion, and then of the Macedonian juntas out-
side of Macedonia. Imperium In imperio is the
only word which adequately describes the control
of the Macedonian Committes upon affairs In
European Turkey, ere never existed a more
mfﬂnvolnﬁmm-.“m
in the face of ter obstacles. When compared
to it, underground Russia, about which so many
volumes have been written, was a mere under-
graduate’s play performed by students of Russ'an
universities. When compared to it, the Taiping
rebellion was but a hugs and formless mass; even
the Cuban and Fillpino Insurrections, with 'Acul-
naldo thrown in, are outclassed by the Macedonlan
Committee. When I speak of the Macedonfan
Committes T mean the Vutreshna Organizatsia,
“the Organization of the Interfor,” which has ex-
isted for the Jast seven years, which, although It
has branches in Bulgaria, is entirely m' t
of any Sofla committees, and which, having
foiled the plans of the Sofla committees and re-
sisted the overtures of Prince Ferdinand, has now
achleved supreme command over the revolutionary
situation, and is fighting for the creation of an
autonomous Macedonia.

DOUBLE SYSTEM IN MACEDONIA.

Two governments rule over the destinles of Mace-
donfa, two armies, twn systems of secret police,
two tribes of tax gatherers, two Kinds of courts—
the Moslem and the Christian. By day, from dawn
u‘}l dark. It s the Turk who carries on his atre-
f‘uous misgovernment. By the ald of an army of
20.000, he executes the Sultan's orders. But at
night the Turkish zaptieh retires to the konak:
the Turkish eoldiers retire to the sheiter of thou:
barracks. and the government passes Into the swift
hands of the Vutreshna Organizatsia. Only in the
few populous cities, and when tn the company of
comrades, does the Turk In Macedonfa dare to stir
abroad at night. When the dead of night has
fallen upon that unhappy land. the committes’s
bands sweep quickly across country, stealing their
way. They hold meetings in the purely Christian
villages, calling out the peasants to drill. The
members of the band lend their rifles to the wil-
lagers, instructing them how to handle them,
teaching them the rudiments of tacties, tncmn:.
them above all that God is not on the sids of the
biggest battalions. Befors dawn one more village
has been won to the revelution. A supply of arms
Is sent it as soon as the committes has instalied
& properly constituted local branch. The band
passes to another village, and to a third, travelling
and driling by night, hiding on the hills by day.
Allah would turn pale at the sight of the newest
repeating rifles, ammunition and dynamite that re-
posa under the haystacks and In the roots of the
pine trees of the stupidest and most submissive
“dog-of-a-Christian™ village in Macedonia. The
total number of rifles is estimated at 4.900 modern
weapons, all smuggled within the last seven years;
all destined to reappear from thelr hiding phcu'
when the signa] is given. The principal obfect in
the existence of the Macedonian Committee has
been to arm the defencelss Christians; its second
object, to perfect a standing army of inzvrgents.

THE INSURGENT SOLDIERS

There is nothing fantastic about the uniform and
equipment of the Macedonlan insurgents. They
look the soldier much more than does the Turk
As pack animals are not feasible, every insurgent
carries his total equipment on his back, consisting
of a Mannlicher or Gras rifle, the official armament
of the Bulgarian and Greek armies, respectively—
a few Berdan rifles ani American Martinis are
Intermingled—also four belts of cartridges each,
two tightened across the walst and one slung

bombs. For self-destruction in case of capture each
insurgent also carries a cket of immediate poison
and a kama (stiletto). The insurgent uniform re-
sembles that of the Bulgarian solaier, only that it
is very light, much of it being leather~, for dura
bility. In place of boots the insu.gents wear
opintsi—sandals of cowhile, or pigskin. The wide-
ly circulated picture of Boris Barafoff in flowing
sleeves and a fool's cap Is misicading. He has
even been criticised for appearing In such fartastie
Albano-Greek costume.
