the request of Presi-
dent Roosevelt, Jerome Bonaparte and Holr&es
Conrad, special counsel retained by the Depart-

ment of Justice to assist in the prosecution or
the po?tofHce cases, will come here to-morrow
or next day. and will not only el*« their per-
sonal attention from now on to the preparation
of th- prosecutions, which willcom before the

criminal court in the term beginning in October,

but will be prepared to render every possible

assistance to District Attorney Reach In the
presentation of th« pending cases before the
grand jury. Solicitor General Hoyt. of th« De-
partment of Justice, xrill also return her* early

this wetk. and there is promised an active and
sensational week in the postofflce investigation.

The most important development looked for by

the postal official* is the indictment ef a former
official whose malfeasance and subsequent mal-
practice is alleped to have resulted in the
swindling of thousands of people. While a
strong case has been made out against this

man. and the matter has for some time been be-
fore th«» ir.d jury. It cannot, of course, be
positively announced that the indictment willbe
forthcoming, ifit is. however, it is deemed ex-
tremely likely that another and even more
prominent official will also be indicted because
of his connivance at the practical of dMone first
referred to. ifnot for his actual participation in
th»m. Inthis latter case an indictment has not
been sought by the potent re officials, because «>f
the ape and delicate health of the man. but the
jury may rind it incompatible with Justice to in-
dict the one and not the other.
It has been further stated that the arrest of
