Falls City. Neb . Sept. 7—J. M. Wheeler. wh-> •IS
one of the captors of Jefferson Davis and was for
many years a resident of this county, died on a
I'nion Pacific train in Wyoming to-day while en
route from the Grand Armymeeting at San Fran-
cisco.

Wheeler was with the company which captured

Mr. Davis, and received part of the re-ward given
by the government for the prisoner. He said that
he was the first Northern soldier to lay hands
on the Confederate President. Contrary to the
story that Mr. Davis was dressed In woman's
clothes, Wheeler always said that he wore a long
waterproof coat when captured.

Pittsburt: Company to Hun Control

of Ewer Concern.
Plttsburg. Sept. 7.

—
Official sanction was given

to the purchase of the control of the Monon-

gahela Consolidated Coal and Cok Company

to-day by the board of directors of the Pitts-
burg Coal Company. The deal in not a merger

of the two companies, and there is no inten-

tion of making it a merger. according to the

official statement of President Frank L. Rob-
bins, the chief figure in the negotiations. It

wilL however, bring the river coal combine

under the direction of the Pittsburg Coal Com-

pany in the future and there willbe no tumpt-

titlon In the sales department or conflicting in-
terests. President J. B. Finley of the M on-
gahela company Is to retire, and it is likely
that President Robbins of the Pittsburg com-
pany will become the official head of the River
company. There will be no other change In
officials, the two companies being conducted a*

independent of each other, as in the past.
President Robblns was asked Ifthere was any-

thing done at the meeting about the negotiations

with the Pennsylvania and other railroads, and
the coal company. He replied that these nego-

tiations were only generally discussed. lie did

not think that any public statement would be
made concerning them for at least thirty days.

This proposition, he said, did not involve the
selling of any stock of the company or ;he sale

of anything belonging to th* Pltt«burg Coal
Company. It was of an entirely different nature
than has generally been surmised and when it
was given to the stockholders all would be made
clear.

Regarding the stories afloat that the deal with

the Pennsylvania and other transportation lines
In Pittsburg is intended in a measure, to cut
off the Wabash Railroad tonnage. Mr. Robbins
emphasized his denial of this report, saying that
absolutely nothing of that kind was considered
or even hinted at, and that the Wabash would
be as warmly welcome to this field by the Pltts-
burg Coal Company as any other line.

B. Jones, and the alleged discourteous tr- .<t-

ment of the staff in general by Dr. Mabon. the
superintendent, Dr. John W. Brannan. president

of the board of trustee* of Bellevue. called the
ten doctors in question to a conference at his

home. No. 11 West Twelfth-st.. la*t nig^t. As

a result of the conference the young physicians
apreo<i that they h;id erred in criticising Dr.'
Mabon. and that as f:ir as they were concerned
they wnuld let the affair drop.

This decision was reached after Dr. Brannan
had assured the staff that he would be with Dr.
M;ilKin to the end and that It wouiu be easier

to till their places than it would to fill that of

Dr. Mabon. He prated the latter In high

terms, and declared him to be the best superin-

tendent that Bellevue ever had.
Dr. Brannan began by tellinghis callers that

the hocpitaJ wa« run on a regular plan, and
that there could be only one head.
