It was learned to-day, sowever, that the most
smportant indictmenis exprcted this week have
not yet beem returned, amd it is hinted that,
with one exoeption, yvester ey's indictments will
1ot prove sensational by comparison with those
expected later., It is gemerally conceded that
iwo of the persons indicted yesterday are as
ntimated in The Tribune this morning, George
V. Beavers and August W. Machen, but the
jdentity of the remaining Sour is guarded with
the utmost secpecy.

The legal end of the pofoffice investigation
i= still under considcration by the grand jury,
vhich sull has defore it about twelve cases,
sithough it #s mot certs  that indictments will
e returned n every instanoe.

It was learned to-day that the person referred
%o in this morning’s Tribune as “secretary to &
Western statesman,” and who is believed to be
smong those indicted, was never secretary to
the man referred to, although he frequently
represented himself as such and made his head-
quarters, until iavited to do otherwise, in his
commitiee room.

Commodore Tod Reports Others
Well on Way in Ocean Race.

The schooper yacht Thistie returned alone from
the ocean race yesterday. 8She anchored at 10
o'clock in her usual berth off the ciubhouse, and
when her owner and sailing master, Commodore
Robert E. Tod, came ashore, he brought the first
news that has been receivad of the other five
schooner vachts that started in the &2¢-mile race
&t noon on Monday.

“We had salled about one hundred and sixty
miles from the Sootland Lightship by ¢4 p. m. yes-
terday.” sald the commodore, “when I decided that
it was folly to attempt to compete with the Ingomar
and Hildegarde, both of which were out of sight
ahead at that time, while the Endymion and Iro-
quols were also “hull down' on the horizon. Nan-
tucket Shoal Lightship, the first turning point, was
still sevenly miles to windward of us, and the
breeze dead on end from the eastward There was
not much sea on, and all the yachts were carry-
ing baby jib-topsalls in the windward work.
