MANY WORN OUT ANNUALLY.
BE REDEEMED—-SOME CURIOSITIES IN COINS.

Cents and nickels wear out rapidly because they
are passing constantly from hand to hand, and the
immense numbers of them that pour into the
Treasury at Washington are carefully sorted for
the purpose of throwing out thoss which are too

much damaged and worn to remain in further
i circulation. These coins arrive In bags from banks
all over the country for redemption in more con-

venient money, and the first thing that is done is
to count them. This process Is performed by
nimble fingered persory, mostly women, who ac-

complish the task with a rapidity little short of
marvellous, and this is the way they do it:

The counter takes a newly recelved bag of cents,
pours a quantitv—a double handful, say—upon the
table in front of her, and with two or three quick
'ni of her hands spreads them out so that
