Band of Four Hundred and FiftyInsurgents
Destroyed

They are
believed to have ban captured by Turks, as a
Turkish regiment proceeded to Mai'.visstha on
September 1<» with the intention of suppressing
MM hundred insurgents from Asses band,
Eighty-eight of thfse m<=-n escaped, and the re-
maining twelve defended t vipms"lvos for sev-
eral hours, and were killed when a MCOOd Turk-
ish regiment arrived on the scene. Asso sent
a letter to Malovisstha the next day. with a
Futrcestlve bullet, demanding the names of the
villagers "who had berrayei the twelve Insur-
gents.

A telegram from Burgas reports that a genera!

mmii is lieginnlng In the district of Losen-
grad. Turkish troops and ha*hiri*zouks at-

tacked a Greek village near LaanbsraA killed
twenty-Jive peasants, and destroyed the church,

schools and many houses. The Turks attacked
the village of Paoulevo and killed everybody
they found In the stree.ta.

A telegram from I>kub says the mobilization
of the Turkish Army 1* proceeding rapidly, and
diPpauhes from Constantinople assert that the
military party Is urtrinK the Fultan to order his
troops to cross the Bulgarian frontier without a
declaration of war. which the party regards as
unnecessary, inasmuch as Bulgaria Is a vassal
State of Turkey. The Sultan Is said to be still
hesitating.
