Kansas. So far back as two years be-fore the flooJ—
the Missouri flood of last June— they harvested

more wheat than this year. Hut this spring th»»
waterways In Kansas expanded, the house that
was not founded upon a rock went Journey-ins tow-
ard New-Orleans, the man In the tree was stream-
Ing for a rowboat and the iron and .•"•one bridge.-*
went out with rhythmic crashes.
