Mr. Crane, warmly welcomed by a large audi-
tnce. appeared at the Savoy Theatre last night,
and acted the chief part.

The descriptive designation “Spenders™
is applied to a family that has become suddenly
rich and that scatters money in liberal and ex-
travagant profusion, These prodigals are the
daughter and the grandchildren of Peter Bines, a
veteran miner, of Montana, and when these poo-
ple drift into trouble, amatory and financial, this
rough, shrewd, kindly, practical old man comes
1o New-York, and, by the well worked stratagem
of seeming to make them penniless, lifts them out
of all their perpiexities, makes the course of true
love smooth, and once again illustrates the ad-
vantage of having a rich ancestor and of using
common scns=e in the regulation of domestic af-
fairs. Mr. Crane has a part that suits him, and
in several well contrived situations his jocund,
guizzieal humor and emphatic method of speech
and action are effectively employed. This type of
character has often been presented by this come-
dian, but, in this Instance, it is presented without
travesty of the rural attributes and without the
customary glorification of the bucclic ideal.

GENERAL BRADLEY T. JOHNSON.
Richmond, Va., Oct. 5.—General Bradley T. John-
son died to-day at Rock Castle, Goochland County, !
the home of hus son.

Bradley Tyler Johnson_was a native of Maryiand,
having been born at Frederick City, September
29, 1829. He was graduated at Princeton in 1849, and
studied law gt Harvard, belng admitted to the bar
in North Carolina !n 18551. He was clected District
Attorney of his native county in the same year, and
was active in Democratic State politics up to the
outbreak of the Civil War. He was chairman of
the State Committee in 1859 and 1860, and a dele-
Bate to the Democratic National Convention at
Charleston in the latter year, but withdrew from
it, with the majority of the Maryiand delegate=.
and united in the nomination of Breckinridge and
Lane. He joined the Confederate Army at the
outbreak of hostilities, and rose from captain to
brigadier general. He commanded his regiment in
all the battles of Jackson's valley campaign and
in the seven days's fighting around x;llchmond.
In June, 1864, he became a brigadier general ef
cavalry, and for his services in defeating Dahlgren,
in his raid teward Richmond, General Wade Hamp-
ton presented him with a sabre. In December.
1864, he was assigned to the command of the post

. C. When his prisoners thera were |
starving he stopped a provision train bound to the
Army of Northern Virginia. and fed them with its
contents. At the same time he asked to be allowed
to release his captives on parole, and asked that
they be provided with blankets and clothes from
the depots of the State.

After the war General Johnson resumed the prac-
tice of law, maing his home in Richmond, until
1879, when he removed to FEaltimore. where he
practised his gofesslon until 1880. He was a dele-
gate to the Democratic National Conventlon in
1572, and was elected to the Virginia Senate in
1575, serving until 1879.

BRIGADIER GENERAL WILLIAM P. CARLIN. |

Brigadier General William P. Carlin, U. §. A, {
who @ied in a train in Montana on Sunday, was
born in Illinols on November 24, 1829. He was
graduated at the West Point Military Academy in
1850, and entered the service as a brevet second
lieutenan: of the 6th Infantry, reaching the grade
of captain in 1861, taking part in Indlan wars and
the Mormon rebellion In 188, At the outbreak of
the Civil War he was made colonel of the 38th
Ilinois Volunteer Regiment. He commanded a
force of !orty-elgxh hundred men at the battle of
Fredericktown, Mo., in the same year, and in 1562
became a brigadier general. He took part in many
of the noteworthy battles of the war, &nd was
made a major general by brevet. After being mus-
tered out of the volunteer service he returned to
the regular army as a major, and by successivo
promotions he reached the rank of brizadier gen-
eral in May, 1893, taking command of the Depart-
ment of the Columbla. He was_retired by age In
November of the same year. He was brevetted
five times for gallant and meritorious service in
the Civil War, in which he was regarded as one of
the ablest subordinate officers.

HERBERT'S SUCCESSOR.

Sir Henry Howard and Sir Arthur
Nicolson Mentioned for Embassy.

By The Assoclated Press)

London, Oct. 5.—While the government fs en-
deavoring to maintain the resolve not to con-
sider the question of a successor to Sir Michaal
Herbert at the Washington Embassy at pres-
ent, there i3 reason to believe that considerable
wirepuiling is already goinz on, and that several
women prominent on both sides of the Atlantic
are becoming interested in the matter. It Is
known that after the death of Lord Pauncefote
the appomtment of Sir Michael Herbert was
opposed by several well known New-York peo-
ple, and a prominent Englishwoman, then visit-
ing America, who was supposed to have the ear
of the King, was enlisted on their side, and
that it was only with great difficulty that the
King's consent was obtained to Sir Michael's
appointment.

Sir Henry Howard, the British Minister at
The Ilague, is reported to be the King's choice
for the post. Lady Howard was formerly Ce-
cilia Riggs, of Washington. The King alone is
expected to make the selection, and it is un-
likely that the Premier or the Foreign Oflice
will be requested to nominate the ambassador.
The next most probable selection from the ser-
vice is said to be Sir Arthur Nicolson, British
Minister to Morocco, who is regarded as being in
line for an embassy. Either of these appoint-
ments would please the service. It is well un-
derstood, however, that the King may go out-
side the regular service, as he did in sending
Sir Francis Bertle, then Assistant Under Secre-
tary for Forelgn Affairs, as ambassador to
Rome, en appointment that annoyed several
ministers.
