TWO BREAK WORLD'S TIME|
Magjor Delmar Makes Record loi

Wagon—Lou Dillon Beats It.

Lexington, Ky.., Oct. 10.—The world's trotting rec-
ord to wagon was twice smashed this afternoon by
Lou Dillon and Major Delmar, and despite the
strong and biting west wind Prince Alert (150
came within two and one-half seconds of equalling
the world's pacing record, held by himeelf. The
trotting record exhibition mile to wagon was held
until to-day by Lou Dillon, who tretted the mile
in 2:04%; at the Cleveland track. Major Delmar,
with his owner, E. E. Smathers, driving, reduced
this to-day to 2:03%. For five minutes Mr. Smath-
ers held the record. Lou Dillon then appeared on
the fleld, and, driven by her owner, C. K. G. Bill-
ings, reduced Major Delmar’'s record to 2:01%.

The world’s trotting race record to a wagon was
held by The Abbot, and is 2:04%, made on the
Hartford track, and is one-quarter second slower
than the former exhibition record of Lou Dillon.
The track itself was lightning fast to-day, but
conservative horsemen declared that the wind
made it at least three seconds slow. Dan Patch
was also exhibited, but not in harness. Mr.
Smathers says that, while he was driving Major
Delmar he had no idea that he was going a mile
in less than 2:05.

Major Delmar was accompanied by two runners
driven by Spears and McDonald. Spears drove a
thoroughbred to break the wind and McDonald
was driving beside and to the rear of Major Del-
mar. The trotter had the pole. He reached the
quarter in 0:31, the half in 1:01, and the three-quar-
ters in 1:31, but lost ground in the homestretch,
and went under the wire in 2:08%. He had trotted
a half mile, the second and third quarters, in one
minute flat, but the wind lengthened his time in
the first quarter and the stretch, striking him at
right angles. }

Prince Alert then came upon the field to break |
the pacing record held by Dan Patch, 1:59. He
was not started to go against his own world's
record of 1:57. He was also accompanied by run-
ners. He went the first quarter in 0:30%4, reached
the half-mile pole in 1:00, the three-quarters in
1:29%, and went under the wire in 1:59%.

Lou Dillon then trotted out on the track to a
wagon, and. with two thoroughbreds, reached the
quarter in 0:31 and the half in 1:01. At the three-
auarters, however, she clipped a quarter second _"ff
Major Delmar's time, for she reached it in 1:30%.
She went under the wire in 1%.

The amateur wagon race, 210 class trotting, was
won by Queen Wilkes, driven by her owner, E. E.
Smuthers. The judges to-day issued an order pro-
hibiting the use of batteries. They took a battery
away from a driver whose horse had got inside the
money in one of the races to-day. It is said that
several batteries have been used in the last few
days.
