A report was .irrulafel here this evening
that B dam on the Kamnpo, up In New-York
State, had burst. An engineer of the Bast Jer-
sey Water Company, who had been nt his home
here for a rest after continuous work at Little
Palls since Thursday morning, said the danger
to this city v.as very little, even if the report
was true. He .said that the water supposed to
be released by this dam would not reach here
before to-morrow, and 'even then would not
show to any great extent. He did not think
that even ifit all came down at once It would
cause a rise of an inch over the flooded area.
He said: "The water above Passalc Palis la
pouring over the dam much faster than it is
Sowing out of Paterson. In other words, the
river above the fails will be back in its bank*
and nearly normal long before the waters leave
the streets of Paterson. The dam on the Ram-
apo is relatively small, if the one Irefer to is
the one supposed to have burst. Th«» waters
supposed to be released have thirty miles to
flow before they reach Pa.ss&lr Falls. The
greater portion will he absorbed by the river
and the tat lands along its course, and the
force of Its flow will not he any swifter at Lit-
tle Kails than the flow of the river now is. A
few million more gallons could make no differ-
ence below Passstc Palls. Whatever happens
along the Ramapo and the section along Its
banks.
