Frank Miller Crushed to Death at

Brighton Beach.
Frank Miller, a Jockey, better known as "Mexi-

can Frank." was thrown in the last race at the
Brighton Beach track yesterday and »a almost
instantly killed. The Jockey's dcith to most turf-
men seemed the Inevitable fulfilment of the proph-
ecy that some day the crowding- and the rou«rh
riding which have characterized so many races on
the local trucks this season would result In a
traecdy.

The contest In which Miller was fatally Injured

was a six furlong sprint for mald«n two-yeir-olds,

and eighteen commonplace youngsters made up a
field perilously large for a track no wider than
that at Brighton. Miller had the mount on Ben-
jamin Eckert's Clytie. Mr. Fitzgerald sent them
away in close alignment considering the asjaabar

of starters, but through the baililtratrb they be-

came more or l*s» scattered, and Clytie was a little

back of the middle of the field. Just before the far
turn was reached the usual struggle to get to the
rail began, and in the scrimmage th« filly Sonoma
Belle, ridden by the apprentice boy Fursman. was
either bumped or stumbled and went down In a
heap. Miller was so close tehlnd that It was Im-
possible for him to pull up or go around, and his
filly, running over the fallen horse, also telll and
threw the Jockey to one side Before he could pet

to his feet an animal coming from r*-hind_ pr**i

full on his chest and crushed It. Llttl© Fursman
In the mean time had Jumped to hll feet and scam-
pered unhurt to the Infield. .

For a fraction of a second the crowd In th«
grandstand was hushed and awed, but the favorite
was forcing her way to th« front, and In the brief
span between the lower turn and the judges stand
it had quite forgotten It- frlcht. and was cheering

The Sherman monument, which, aside from
th^ Washington monument, is the most lm-
pnaat«Xo in the capital, cost 196.000, of which
aniouri 116,000 wmm contributed by the Army
of th«. Tenr.es.-

thousands of VCtermao from all DOXta of the
T'nited States who have come to do honor to
th»-ir late commander, and meetings of the
various armies will tak^ place throughout this

Statue of General Sherman To Be
Unveiled To-day.

[FROM THE TRIBt-VB BrilCAr J
Waohinfrton. Oct. 14.

—
The most graceful and

impressive tribute, given to one of the greatest
military heroes of the nation, ever witnessed in
Washington will be paid to-morrow, when the
etatue of William Tecuaisol\ Sherman will be

unveiled in the presence of the President of the
United States and a vast concourse of people.
including descendants of the famous general,
vcteransi of the armies he led to victory, and
many prominent personages. Surrounding the
massive pedestal on which stands Carl Rohl-
Smllh'o statue of General Sherman will be gath-

ered two hundred veterans In blue, each of
whom has sacrificed an arm or a leg, a hand
or a foot, in the service of hi? country and rep-
resenting collectively the armies of the Cum-
berland, the Potomac, the Tennessee and the
Ohio, their arrangement on the east and on the
west being typical of the right and left flank
formation which, under Sherman's command,
always proved so effective in militarytactics.

At the base of the monument will be placed
the floral tributes of the armies named, each of
commanding size, each patterned after the
shield of th» nation, and the whole constituting
the last tribute of affection of the men whom
Sherman commanded, before the unveiling of

the statue.
