The Last Exercises a Surprise —
Commands

Return to Station.
Fort Rlley, Kan., Oct. 30.— series of manoeu-

vres at Fort Rllev end?d in a problem unique in
Its character, and which constituted a surprise
In more, senses than one. The problem, as origi-
naJly given out. seemed to be a mere prosaic ex-
ercise In the formation of an outpost. The Blu<»
force was under Colonel Augur, of the 10th Cav-
alry, and the Browns were under Lieutenant Colo-
nel Wheeler, of the 2d Infantry. They were, posted
at the milk ranch at the north end of the reser-
vation The umpires were sent out last night to

observe and report upon the establishment of the
outpost and the changes in its position at dusk and
at dawn. This apparently constituted the entire
problem, and many of the military observers,
thinking that the last exercises were to be a mere
drill, departed from Fort Riley in the day. Lat«
last night, however, a messerger was dispatched
by the chief umpire to Colonel Augur with infor-
mation supposed to have been received from a spy
relative to the situation of the Brown forces, and
with orders for him to make a night march and
be in position to attack the Browns at the first
br«'-ak of day.

The Bine commander at once summoned his
subordinate commanders and announce! to them
his plans. At 2 a. m. General Bates and his staff, ft headquarters ar.d rode to the Blue ramp. A
heavy attack was made .iK.-i'ript th.' Brown right,
«nd the Blue line was extended further to the right
by the battalion of engineers and the 10th Cavalry.
When the for. had approach* 1'! within close
proximity of pa h other the engagement was ter-
minated "by the chief umpire. Owbf to the delay
in the deployment of the Blue line the plan of the
Blue commander to assault at the first gray of the
morning had failed The command marched back
to camp, where it arrived in a thoroughly drenched
and saturated condition

Th« manoeuvres are now at an end. the com-
mands are preparing to depart to their respective
stations, and most of the umpires left here to-day
to rejoin their commands.

FORT RILEY MANOEUVRES END

Found Not Guilty of Cruelty to Filipino
Prisoners.

Washington. Oct. 30.— War Department to-
day made public the report and findings in the ca.«e
of Major Robert L. Howie, chared with cruelty
in the Philippines. The findings of the board
exonerate Major Howie, who was then lieutenant
colonel commanding the district where the alleged
cruelties took place. This part of the finding Is
approved by the War Department. The second
part of the findings declared that although Major
Hunter, who made the first investigation of the
case, was unfriendly tr. Major Howze. the. in-
vestigation was fair and Impartial so far as It ex-
tended. The department disapproves this portion of
the findings 'as contradictory in terms and not
warranted by the testimony elicited by the board
during the progress of its investigation.

The case was the subject of exhaustive Investiga-
tion and report ?om.' months BJCO. and en account
of the oonlllcting testimony Secretary Root con-
vened a board, consisting" of Brigadier General
Francis Moore, <"o!oi> ! Samuel R. Whitall and
Colonel Frederick K. Ward. This board met at
liaoaa, Philippine I^ianis. or. July 14. and finished
the Investigation on September 9. Both Major
Howie and Major Hunter appeared before the
board and wore represented by counsel.
