It all the estimates submitted by departmental
heads were allowed, they would have shown an
Increase of $15,000,000 over last year's budget, but
as it 1s the board only cut these figures down
about one-half. The budget as adopted yesterday
is the largest ever granted In the history of the
city. After the budget had been adoptéed the
Mayor presented the following statement, which
was adopted and placed on file:

The amount to be collected by taxation next year
will be approximately 31,000,000 less than was col-
lected under the budget made in 1%01. It will be
about $9,500.000 in excess of the amount collected
this year, of which approximately $£.500,000 will be
offset by the inc rease;nr taxabie property and by
the gain ‘n the city's’ revenues '‘the rest of the
increase, araounting to $.000,000, comes from the
demands for redemption of the city debt, for in-
terest and for instalments on account of new debts,
The last item is not unduly large—less than $400,000.
The amount included for redemption of the
debt includes §3.700,000. of special revenue bonds in
excess of last year, most of which have been issued
on account of street and park opening fund In
this sum is an item of more than $LOGN. neces-
sitated by the payment of the awards for the
Riverside ext sion and mmprovement begun in
Mavor Strong’'s time.

There is a large increase in the amount of inter-
est due on account of revenue bonds issued in an-
ticipation of taxes; also on account of the high
rates of interest now ruling, and because of a
change In the method of financiering, adopted by
the Controller. tax rate next ar is likely
to be 1.50, as against 1.41 for this year, but even
that is a lower rate than last year. To put it an-
other way, on taxable resources next year (at least
$450,000,000 in excess of last year) the amount of
money to be raised by taxation will be $1,000,000 less.

Mr. Grout, In referring to the remarks of the
Mayor, said:

The change in the financlering which the Mayor
refers to is simply that the Controller has refused
to continue the practice of selling corporate stock
in advance o. requirements, in order to make use
for the time being of the proceeds for current ex-
penses of the city, & practice which has always
prevailed heretofore, and which is not clearly au-
thorized by law. It makes comparatively a slight
difference in the cost of interest, but it is the only
policy which can be lawfully adopted. That makes
a small difference. I caunot vote for that state-
ment, but I have no objection to it going on the
record. 1 cannot say what the tax rate is going
be. g
