It was dark when the second accident o<-curred-
I. D. Plank, -who rode a Cadillac car in the ten-
mile handicap race and finished third, was riding1

around the track at a hot pace after the race.
The hub of his machine struck the pest of the
inner fence a little way from the judges' stand, and
the .T.achine was overturned. In the darkness few
saw where Plank Sand- i. and a vigorous search
was made for him In the Said and about the track,

without results. It was then thought that he was
under the car. and the machine was rirht<=d, but
still the missing operator could not be four.d. He
was finally located in the inclosure near the club-
house. He peemfld to be somewhat dazed, and
cou d not tell how the accident happened.

While there were no records broken in any of
the contests, many of the races were interesting
and furnished plenty of excitement. Much praise
is due to H. P Hanaford. the secretary of the
club, for the way the contests were conducted. One

of the closest finishes of the day was in the final
heat of the fivemil*- race between F. A.La Roche s
forty horsepower Darraoq and C. A. Hayden a ten
horsepower Frank'.'.n. Handicapping was done in
the final heat of this race according to the show-

ing made by the cars in the trial heats, and the

handicap per s ability was shown in the close fin-

ish The cars were operated ty their owners.
In the final mile of the race La Roche, who was
more than a quarter of a mile In the rear, sent
his car tearing around the track, and for ao..ut two
furlongs before the finish the cars were running

a dead heat. La Roche finally won by five yards.
La Roche's car was first In the five mile race tor

the Manufacturers' Challenge Cup. open to mem-
bers of the American- Motor League, and showed
up wellin the other contest. W. G Brokaw s thirty
horsepower Renault won the ten and fifteen mile
races The three mile match race between Georze
C Cannon and John H. Howards was won ay
the former In 3:4634. by half a mile.

W. G Brokaw was disqualified in the five mile

It was after the competitors had ?<">ne about a
mile In the pursuit race that Champion met with
his accident. The car which Champion drove way

Champion was
riding at a lively pace, aai was making the turn
near the thrre-quarter pal* when his car swerved
and dashed through the heavy timbers of the inside
fence, smashing th»m as .though they were thin
slats.

He was thrown out of the car ajH landed several

feet away from his machine. He lay stunned on
the ground, while the spectators shrieked their hor-
ror. The interest in th? outcome of the race was
forgotten, and every one stared at the prostrate
form, which lay as if dead.

After th« race, won by M. G Bemln in a
Renault Fibres machine, was flni?hed. hundreds
of spectators left the stand and climbed over the
two fences of the track to get to where Champion
wan. It was with difficulty that the police could
hold the crowd back while the ("actors worked
over the Injured man. Champion was taken to the
clubhbuse and kept there until r*n ambulance ar-
rived from the KJnfrs County Hospital. The two

front wheels and ether parts of the eoajt sliap*d
machine were badly smashed.
