The alarm caused much confusion ani excite-
ment in the Vatican. Strenuous efforts were
made to control the flame?, and the firemen of
Rome were called. At 11:1-5 o'clock the flre was
under control. No lives were lost. No idea of
rh» damage can yet be obtained The Pope
came to the scene in person and remained until
the sfrmogementa f^ fight the fire w^r? <-om-
pl»ted.

Th*» flre caused a greater sensation in Rome
than has any other event since the death of
Pope, Leo. Fires in Rome are exceptional, be-
cause of the heavy stone and brick construction
of the buildings, and the outbreak of flames this
evening in such a conspicuous place, which con-
tained so many celebrated treasures, brought
out great numbers of anxious people, In spite of
the- heavy rain which had teen falling through

the day. The safety of the Pope was th« first
thought in every one's mind, but this was soon
assured. When the. Pontiff arrived nt the scene
he ordered every one to assist in extinguishing

the fire, notwithstanding the fact that he was
begged to think drat of his own safety. He pro-

ceeded to the library, accompanied by Monsignor
Merry Dei \u25bc•!• tn* Papal Secretary of State,

and Monsignor Bisleti. the Papal Majordomo,

followed by the members of the Noble Guard at-

tached to his person.
The moment the Pontiff arrived si the scene

his mind grasped the gravity of the situation,

and he ordered that the firemen of Rome be
called. This was done by telegraph. The fire-

men arrived in about ten minutes, and although
they brought four engines with them and wer«
at once ready to begin operations. It took some

time to find the best way to get a sufficient
water supply with which to fight the fire. in

the mean time the flames had bogun to break
out of the windows of M. Marie's apartment,
and were destroying the roof.

Nothing could be seen of the fire from St.
Peter's or from behind the Basilica, but from
the quarter behind the Vatican gardens the
flames couid be seen clearly. They lighted ud

the entire district, and gave the Impression that
nothing could stop their fury.

\u25a0When the fire engines began working, one
from the Chiarment* Garden and one from the

fertile della. Pigfna. three rooms were already
entirely destroyed by the flames, which were
extending to the other apartments. The Pope

withdrew as soon as he saw that everything
possible was being done to fight the fire.

Information had been sent to the Italian
authorities, who hurried to St. Peters. They

were courteously invited to enter, and did so.
Therefore, for the firs' time since the fall of
the temporal power of the Vatican the Mayor

of Rome, the Profoct police officials, and even

Signor Ronchetti tho newly appointed Min-

ister of Justice, entered the Vatican In their

offlcinl rapacities They Bjß*<a orders directing

the fighting of the flames.

The
testimony now being taken in the above entitled
proceedings will doubtless disclose the names of
all the participants; but as such testimony will
he submitted to this court for action, your receiver
does not deem it proper to comment upon it iiere.

Certain it la that much of this vast amount of
stock and bonds iraj taken by persons and cor-
porations who parted with little or no consideration
in exchange therefor.

Blocks of the «!ock went to the vendor-* of the.
constituent plants and to the purchaser* of bond*, as
bonus, absolutely without, benefit to the company:
$20,00«,000 of it admittedly went to Charles \l.
'•rbwab, In addition to the a creed prire for Bethle-
hem. MmiP of it went to the promoters of this ar-
tltttie Mvindle; and when till had been provided for,
what was left of the hand*, amounting to >l,.v>n
was banded hack to the company ostensibly to sup-
ply it with "working capital."

From the foregoing statement as to values, it Is
apparent that toe S-U.u'kuki) of bonds given up by
the directors was an excessive price for all the
plants purchased. Your ceiver is advised that as
to the $44.<W.<Wi of the preferred and common stock
handed over by the directors to the vendors and
promoters of this scheme, it cannot successfully be
maintained that any value was paid therefor.
Treating th» Isaac of bonds, therefore, as fullpay-
ment for thr. properties (and in so doing the Ship-
buildingcompany alone is being Injured*, It follows
that the vendors and promoter? ana their associates
