DEVERY FEARS

Calls on the Mayor to Swear in 7,500
Special Policemen.

Willlam 8. Devery, who, because of his for-
mer connection with Tammany Hall, is in a
vosition to get pretty aceurate information re-
garding Tammany's preparations to cast fraud-
uient votes, estimmates that Tammany in New-
