CARPENTER WINS.

He Increases Republican Majority in
Senate to Eight.

Francis W. Carpenter, the Republican candi-
date, has been elected State Senator in the
XXIId District to succeed Charles P. McClel-
land, Democrat. The election was held this
year to fill the vacancy caused by Mr. McClel-
land’s appointment by President Roosevelt as a
member of the Board of General Appraisers.

The election of Mr. Carpenter will increase the
Republican majority in the upper house of the
legislature from six to eight. The Republicans
had twenty-eight members last winter and the
Democrats twenty-two. Because of Senators
Brown, Elsherg and Brackett voting with the
Democrats on certain measures the Republicans
were reduced to twenty-five, or one less than
enough to pass bills

The election of Mr. Carpenter to the State
Senate will give the Republicans twenty-nine
members and the Democrats twenty-one. This

CUT DOWN IN THE BRONX.

Coroner Berry Praises Work of
Fusion Forces There.

Coroner Joseph 1. Berry, the defeated fusion
candidate for President of the Borough of The
Bronx, said last night after he had learned the
results of the election:

“The general landslide for McClellan carried
down the fusion forces in The Bronx. The gen-
eral results in The Bronx show an active and
energetic campaign by the fusion forces, which
succeeded In keeping down the Tammany ma-
jority. The usual Demeocratic majority in The

Bronx is 12,000, but through our efforts it this
time reaches only 5,000.

CHOOSING JUDGES.

The Supreme Court in Four Judicial
Districts.

Judges of the Supreme Court were chosen in
four districts.

Henry
Bischoff, the nominee of the Democrats, was in-
dorsed by the Republicans, and his election was
practically unanimous. In the VIIIth Distriet,
which embraces several counties in the extreme
western part of the State, John & Lambert, who
has already served one full term, and who is
a Republican, was on both tickets, and hence
had a similar experience. In the IVth there
were two vacancies Henry T. Kellogg, of
Plattsburg, tempcrarily appointed in place of
his father, who had dled, was formally nom-
fnated for a full term by the Republicans. John
M. Kellogg, of Ogdensburg. received a renom-
fnation from the same party. Arrayed against
them were Richard Hand and Thomas Spratt,
The two Kelloggs were elected by 13,500 ma-
Jority.

The most exciting contest for the Supreme
Court bench was in the IId District, where
Judge Willlam W. Gocdrich retired on account
of age. The district includes all of Long Island,
and the counties of Richmond, Westchester,
Putnam, Dutchess and Rockland. There James
McKean, Republican, was pitted against Will-
lam J. Keily, and was elected.

DANCE HALLS LITTLE WIDER OPEN.

Broadway last night, from the fall of darkness
till long after midnight, throughout its Tender-
loin section, was the scene of one vast, long con-
tinued orgy of ncise, that grew from a vigorous
hum as the first few bulletins appeared to the
most tremendous human demonstration of de-
Hrious joy that the Tenderloin or the city itself
has probably ever seen when the result became
certain. From the Flatiron Building, with its
twenty stcried beak a glare of electric lights, to
the ugly hole of the big subway ditch at Long
Acre Square, 2 hundred thousand people surged
back and forth from one bulletin board to an-
other,

A curious feature of the demonstration was
the comparative suddenness with which it be-
gan. The crowds started to gather in the streets
around the newspaper bulletins as early as 6
o'clock, but at that time a singular spirit of
apathy seemed to possess them, and what talk
there was of results was mostly of fusion ma-
Jorities, And when the first bulletins were
posted, showing that if the rest of the city were
to be judged by the early returns McClellan's
victory was assured, even then there was evi-
dent a disinclination to accept the reports. But
as the totals grew and Low fell steadily behind,
the McClellan supporters grew bold and the Low
supporters fearful, and by 8 o'clock the noise
was at its height. It kept up until midnight.

In spite of its large numbers, the crowd was a
remuarkably good natured one, 1d the only ar-
rest the police had to make were those of a
few youths whose enthusiasm became too much
for their discretion, and they were taken to the
Tenderloin station to cool off. More th
hundred regular and scial policemen
tributed through the strict, Ins

| being in command at Madison Square, and Cap-

tain Murtha, of the Grand Central sub-station,
at Herald Square, the two points where the
crowds were thickest. Most of the work of the
police was in making a way for the surface
cars to pass through the excited ma g, Some-
times it required two mounted policemen, riding
on either rail, to force a way through the thick-
est crushes so that the car could proceed.

The noise producing and ear torturing instru-
ments chosen by the crowd for its dispiay of
enthusinsm were mostly horns of all lengths
and tones, and, aithough other barbarcus de-
vices were added, such as rattlers, “‘squawkers,”
or just plain but serviceable
most racket, and

, cowbells,
ans, the horns made the
rs who sold them ned money. Hordes
vouths, mostly of tender age, but some old
1 -"gh to know better, med with horns of all
sizes, would march in file or phalanx up and
down Broadway, and none dared say them nay.

Among those who used these noise producing
devices was the element for which the Tender-
loin is noted. The day’s results had apparently
filled them with great jo This joyous state
“of affairs made such resorts as the Haymarket,
the Cairo and the Bohemia, near Sixth-ave.,
more entertaining than has been the case in
two long. dreary vears of reform. As the D=~
prietor of one of the places id, when some one
remarked that he would have a big crowd:
“Yes, you See we can run our places w ith a little
more confidence now."”

Between election figures the newspapers oper-
ating the bulletins entertained the crowds with
pictures of candidates and others. One pro-
phetic bulletin, coupled wiith a picture of the
Squire of Wantage, which sent a laugh all over
Madison Square, was this: *“Charlie to Dick,
‘Come home, come home.”)” “He'll he here by
New Year's,” said a Tenderloin police sergeant.
“New-York is New-York, and it can’'t stand
being good for more than two years at a time,
and that's all there is about jit."”

Nearly all the gambling houses kept open
house. At a well known one in Twenty-ninth-
st. the negro doorkeeper said to a reporter
“Ah rackon now, it will be a heap sight
easiah for us now.” The place was lighted from
Lasement to roof.

August lumenthal, proprietor of a storage
warehouse at No. 210 West Eighty-ninth-st,
living at No, 563 West-End-ave., complained to
the police of the West Thirtieth-st. station house
last night that whiie he was watching election
returns in Herald Square he was robbed of a

There they certainly gave good returns for their
money. Why didn’t I stop them? Do yoa think I
am going to get cnt up on account of politics?
"ou couldn't keep those repeaters out with barb
wire fences. I wouldn't eare if they had taken the
districts back with them. What do they think I
am, a sardine? Repeaters were here from all over
the Union. Personally, I wouldn't care a little bit,
1 wouldn't give 30 cents for all the politicians In
New-York. The dog cage for theirs.

I have said before that there should have heen
