LAWYER KILLS HIMSELF

Jury Decides Fraternity Initiation
Did Xot Cause Death.

[BT TF.I.E<:RAPn TO TIIR TnißU^«.J
Baltimore. Nov. 9.— Me'lical stuaents and phy-

sicians filled the Weatara police station to-night

at the lnqu*st on Martin Loew, the dental stu-
dent, who wai found dead in his lodsin? house
Sunday morning under circumstances that le.i
to the suspicion that rough treatment at an Ini-
tiation Into a Greek letter society of students of
the Maryland University might have had some-
thing to do with his death. The students de-

scribed to the Jury the method of initiation and
the fraternity paraphernalia. Includ.ng the
slapjack, the "goat." a two bushel sack filled
partly with san<i. and the canvas tossers.

Dr. N. G. Keirle, city physician, who made
the post mortem examination, reported that
death was t*e result of congestion of the lungs;

that Loew had teen suffering from tubercu-
Io«l5>, and that th? congestion, might have been
the result of coal gas fumes or ptomaine pois-
oning. The medical evidence did not support
any theory of death from bruises or blows.
Th>» jury's rdi< t was that Loew came to his
death from congestion of the lungs, caused by
gas, or some deadly drug unknown ta the Jury.

Neither the evidence ror the verdict throws
any lixht on the mystery surrounding the
student's death, but all responsibility is lifted
from the members of the fraternity who par-
tldpated in the inltiaton. The dead man'?
brothers. Max. Herman and Nirolai Loew, of
N»nv-Vork, attended the inquest, and later
made arrangements to take the body to New-
Tork for burial.

On the table was found a note wnich T**i:

"Tom, this Is for yours. MART."
It is supposed that the woman drank half the

contents of the bottle and then left the other

half for her husband to drink. She was dead

when Dr. Reed examined her.

No statement as to why his wife had killed

herself could be obtained from O'Bryne. The

couple have three little children, five, seven
and three years old. and were apparently in

comfortable circumstances. The children were

In the rear of the house when their mother

drank the add in her bedroom, and knew noth-
ing of what had occurred.

According to the police and neighbors in the
house Mrs. O'Bryne often quarrelled with her
husband because of his drinking habits, and Ur.
Reed said he thought the man had been drink-
ing heavily when he saw him. No charge or
having attempted to commit suicide was mart*
•gainst O'Bryne. by tie police and he was noi

arrested.
