and terms. The court says that the tobacco com-
pany and Its competitors are not dealers in articles
of prime necessity, as corn, or veal, nor are they
rendering public or quasi public service, like a
railroad company. Kach of them, therefore, has
the right to refuse to sell Its commodities at any
price.

The court goes further, and says that the. acts or
the tobacco com pan v are nothing more or less
"than the lawful exercise of Its unquestioned
rights, which are indispensable to the exercise of
competition or the conduct of trade."

WIFE FAINTS ATNEWS OF CONVICTION

Can Put Up Prices and Stop Trade
tciih Competitors, Court iSays.

St. Paul, KM. 12.— The United States Circuit

'Court of Appeals to-day handed down an opin-

ion In the suit for treble damages brought by Jo-
seph P. Whitwell, a tobacco dealer here, against

the Continental Tobacco Company, known as the
Tobacco Trust. In which Judgment Is rendered in
favor of the Continental company. Whitwell al-
leged that the Continental Tobacco Company

charged prohibitive prices for certain grades of
tobacco, unobtainable elsewhere, and attached as
condition to the sale of such goods that its cus-
tomers should not buy of companies competing with
the Continental company. The sole grounds for

his action was the company's refusal to sell him
goods at a price which would allow him to make
a. profit on his sales unless he would refrain from
handling other goods.

TRUST METHODS UPHELD

"Now, how are we to stop this? Let there be

a law makinc: it a misdemennor for a corpora-

tion to enter any expense item on its books un-
der an Improper classification, and make the
officers of that corporation responsible If any

item were entered improperly. That's the way

they do it, you know; hand out $.r>o.ooo.r>o.ooo to a
heeler, and charge it to advertising or legal ex-
penses. Have a heavy fine a part of the penal-

ty, and let half of the fine go to the person who
tells of the transaction. There you give an In-
centive to any one who knows of such a trans-
action to come out with his knowledge. Aheavy
penalty, (inn and imprisonment would make the
directors hesitate before taking any chances,

and when they thought that bribery was almost
certain to be discovered Ifancy they wouldn't

be very anxious to resort to it so freely. Make
it \u25a0 law that their expense accounts be properly
classified; then any .stockholder who sees an
unusually heavy item for advertising or legal

advice can trace it.

"The corporations have built around them-

selves a fire fro.n which they rant escape. At

first they paid money to gain the good will of

the politicians: now they are bled and dare not

stop paying. The corrupt concerns can afford to

pay. though, for they squeeze their1money out

of the people.

Tw, a law providing a penalty for bribery

by corporations or the corrupt contribution to
campaign funds should be made." said Mr. Kins
yesterday, "and the honest corporations would
rtand behind us In the demand for such a meas-

ure. It Is the public utilitycorporations, which

are always trying to get something- for noth-
ing, which would fight such a law. The peopl*
recognize that we need it. though, and there is

a state of unrest which will bring- about Urn de-
sired end.

That the time Is ripe for legislation which will

put an end to the political bribery by corpora-

tions and the blackmailing of those corpora-

tions by politicians Is the opinion of William F.
