The George A. Fuller Company, it was learned
wvesterday, on accourt of the present conditions
in the building trades, is reducing ts working
force to a minimum, and there were reports
that it was going out of business. The Fuller
Company is the construction department of the
United States Realty Company, and the re-
ports stated that the realty company had de-
<ided to do away with the construction depart-
ment on account of the discouraging conditions
‘n the building trade brought about by the
strikes and locRkouts, which have spoiled an en-
Jire building season. One of the reports was to
the effect that, as a preliminary to shui-
ting down on construction, the Fuller Company
had given up a big contract in Beoston, which
was taken up by the Thompson-Starrett Com-
pany. 1t was said that the plant and good-
will of the Pulier Company would be disposed
of when its present contracts were fulfilied.

There are only about five iarge firms of gen-
wrdl contrmctors in the country, of which the
Fuller and Thompson-Starrett companies are
examples, which are equipped to do al! the work
on any buliding. The Mason Bufiders are also
called general contractors, but they sublet all
the work eaxcept the bricklaying, making year-
Iy sgreements with the bricklayers and brick-
layerg’ laborers

In fact, there is
ttle new work in sight as investors, owing to the
nsettled state of the building trade, will not in-
osi. The constant strikes snd lockouts of this

season have brought about a stagnation in the

wrade from which every one is suffering.

“Historian of Tammany Hall” Suc-
cumbs to Heart Disease.

J. Fairfax McLaughlin, sixty years old. chief
clerk in the Surrogate’s office, dropped dead at
Broadway and White-st. last night, probably
from heart disease.

Mr. McLaughlin had been working late in the
office last night, and with two subordinates,
Henry G. Moore, of No. 121 West Eleventh-st.,
and Jokn H. Nagle, of No, 137 East One-hun-
dred-and-twenty-third-st., was walking up
Broadway. The trio had intended to walk to
Fourteenth-st. before taking a car. At White-
st. Mr. McLaughlin's hat blew off. He ran after
it, but before he had taken a dozen steps he fell
beavily to the sidewalk. Moore and Nagle were
quickly at his side, and when they carried him
to the curb they found he was dead.

Policeman Bergen, of the Leonard-st. station,

' was called, and he summoned an ambulance

from the Hudson Street Hospital. Dr. Warner
pronounced McLaughlin dead. The body was
removed to the Leonard-st. station and the dead
man's rejatives were informed.

MINISTER TO RESIGN.

Guatemalan Envoy to Practise Lazw
in New-York. )

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, Nov. 17.—What is probably the
most remarkable incident which has occurred in
the recent history of the diplomatic corps in
Washington has just come to light, and is as yet
unkncwn to many of the diplomats themselves.
One of their colleagues, with the rank of envoy
extraordinary and minister plenipotentiary, will
shortly give up his rank and official precedence
to become one of the many thousands of prac-
tising lawyers in New-York City.

The diplomat in question is Sefior Don Antonio
Lazo-Arriaga, for more than ten years the min-
ister from Guatemala to the United States.
Only one other diplomat pf ministerial rank ex-
ceeds him in point of service, Baron A. Grip, of
Sweden and Norway. By the rule of official
precedence this placed him ninth in rank in the
entire diplomatic corps, as all ambassadors pre-
cede ministers,

In giving up this much coveted kigh official
ranking among his fellow diplomats, Seiior
Lazo-Arriaga is impelled by the infectious en-
thusiasm exhibited by 4is North American
brethren of the law to make a name for them-
selves in active practice. He has determined to
cut free from the restraints of close mouthed
diplomacy and try his legal powers in competi-
tion with the best legal talent in the three
Americas.

Mr. Belasco went to Boston yesterday, but be-
fore his departure he said that he supposed it was
quite true, as Charles Frohman's manager eaid,
that there was no clause in the contract which
Mr. Frohman had made with KEugenie Blair's
manager, whereby Mr. Belasco was to have re-
served for him the right to produce “Zaza"™ in
New-York.

To Accept $375.000 for Moving Its Tracks
in Croton Dam Watershed.

Controlier Grout and Ira A. Place, counss! for the
New-York Central Railroad, will meet some day
this week to exchange conveyances with reference
to a settlement of the controversy over the com-
pensation to be paid the company for removing its
Putnam and Mahopac Dlvision tracks to higher
ground in the Croton Dam watershed.
