to the Thlrty-slxth-st. station. Th'-y were in
danger not only from the highly charged third
rail, but al3o from the other rails and iron

hand railing at the side of tha etmctur^, which

were charged with electricity from the OMMi of
iron that formed a contact with tho third rail.

Dayton, the guard, who it said to bi dytti? in

the Seney Hospital, either Jumped or fell a.t the
time of the collision, and landed In the street.

A saloonkeeper who saw the collision declared

that he saw another man Jump off into Green-
wood Cemetery. In front of which the accident
occurred. The Jumper, who seemed to be an
Italian, picked himself off the grass and ran
away as fast as his legn could carry him.

William Hev»ins, of No. 214 Fourteenth-st..
who was standing In the street when the acci-
dent occurred, saya that he started to run to
the flre alarm box, when he met a policeman,
who said that ar. alarm had already been turned
in. This was not so, as the alarm did not go
In until five minutes later. Battalion Chief
Dooley said later that a. big mistake had been
made in delaying the alarm. The first firemen
on the scene could do nothing because they

could not reach the structure until a hook and
ladder truck reached there. Before they got a
stream at work four cars, two on each train,
were in flames. They could pee the body of
Cahlll, the motorman, standing upright in his
box, wrapped in tlames and smoke. They
turned their attention to this car and took out
Cahill's body and then later found the body
of the conductor on the floor Just back of the
motorman's box. It was rumored that several
others were in the car, but none were found.

Ambulance* had been called from the Sency
and Norwegian hospitals, and two surgeons
were in each. They climbed to the structure on
flro ladders and reached the injured persons,

ho had been lai«l out on the structure.
Dr. Helsmon was in charge of the Norwegian

Hospital ambulance, and Dr.Beach of th<- Seney
Hospital ambulance. Stretchers were taken to
the rtar of the Bay Ridge train, where the in-
jured persons had been taken. Aft*-r the flames
were put out these stretchers \ver» carried
through th* remains of the cars and around
them, a most dangerous trip, and to the Twen-
tj-fifth-st. station, a block away. From this
platform they were taken to the street and
thence to the hospitals.

The news of the accident spread rapidly
around Brooklyn, and s=oon there was a tre-
mendous crowd In the street befow the blazinjr
cars. While the cars were burning blazing
brands and red hot iron bain were continually
falling to the street, endangering the p^opl*
there. Reserve* from five precincts were called
nut ami drew a sharp line for a block each side
of the accident.

The report spread that the rear end collision
had been between two trains coming from th<»
bridge »n<l crowded vith persons corning home
from work. Because the power waa cut oft on
the third rail of the elevated and the trolley
vires of the Tifth-ive. line, which run under
the elevated structurr, were burned by the fire,
all the homeward bound travel in that direction
was cut off except on the Third-aye. lin<\ Peo-
ple were actually sittinir on the roofs of those
cars in two instances. When fathers and broth-
ers did not gPt home from work their families
were sure that th<y had been killed in the ac-
cident. They went to the scene of the trouble
by hundreds and overran the Fourth-aye. sta-
tic, making anxious inquiries about the dead
ai:d injured. Several policemen, with lists of
tt v *» victims, W*r« detailed to answer all these

-i.ns.
When Mrs. John Cahill. wife of the motor-

man. saw the body she refused for ten or fifteen
minutes to believe that it was he. The flesh
had been burned to the bone In many places.
After the Coroner hnd viewed the bodies of the
two Cahills they were removed to their homes
late last night.

TheTe Is a conflict of opinion ns to -whether
the "short train" had red tail ligrhts burnlnp.
As that part of the car was consumed. it can
never be told, but the train dispatcher at the
union station declares that it went out properly
e<-(uipppd. The blon-ing out of a fuse, the of-
ficials r.f the road declared, was something that
could not be avoided, and that the collision
would never have occurred if the motorman of
the Bay Ridge train had used proper precau-
tions.

Swarming over th<» high structure, a large
force of men was at work all night chopping
away the half burned cars and throwing th*
debris to the street below. This made it neces-
sary for passengers on the Fifth-aye. surface
cars to transfer around the scene of the wreck.
Mr. Calderwood, the vice-president and gen-
iral n anager, and Dow H. Smith, general su-
perintendent Of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit, di-
rected the work. The current had not been
turned off. and. us the axes occasionally hit
foire metal work on the wrecked cars, a brill-
iant stream <.f sparks, dropped to the street.
scattering 1 the snail crowd of spectators that
withstood the biting winds that were blowing
over the vacant lots from Oowanus Bay. Ur.
Smith said he thought th<-> road would bf> clearedby 2 a. m., but at midnight little progress had
been made in clearing the track.

He would not make any statement about th»
ac« Ideal The cold weather seriously hampered
the men, who were working like Trojans to re-
move the wreckage and repair the damaged
roadway.

About 11 o'clock a few trains wen run from
T\venty-fifth-st. down to the bridge. All theheavy traffic of the early evening on that part
of the elevated system was diverted to the sur-
face lines, which were badly taxed.

What purported to be an official statementcame out at midnight Tt alleged that the pri-mary cause of the accident waa the blowlm* outof s fnse on the Qrst train, and that a guard
on the rear of the train had signalled the Bay
Ridge trnin that was following- to stop, but thesignal was disrec-arcled by the motorman of the
Bar Ridge train, who is dead.

There waa a terrible crush at the bridge thatlusted till S o'clock. Thousands of people tookno chances in getting home on packed andslowly moving trolley cars, but started to walk.
Not for a long time has there been such a par-
ade of tired Brooklynltes across the bridge andalong the line of the Fifth-aye. elevated load.
