Reported Plan to Introduce Bill to
Thecart Voters' Will.

GOVERNOR OPPOSED TO DELAY.

It certain stories that reached Republican State
hesdquarters yesterday are trustworthy, the As-
semblymen and Senators in the so-called anti-canal
counties in the State, in the northern and southern
tiers, wiil early iu the session begin a campaign of
obstruction against the plan of the Canal Board
1o advance the canal work in compliance with the
provisions of the constitutional amendment.

1t i understood to be the intention of the repre-
sentatives from the anti-canal counties to support
a bill calling for a resurvey of the canal. Senator
George R. Malby, of Ogdensburg, may lead the
fight. A resurvey may mean many things. If the
bill should become a law the resurvey could be
prolonged for a year or two.

Governor Odell is opposed to delay. He toid a
Tribune reporter at the Republican Club last night
that the Canal Board was disposed to carry out
the wishes of the voters as expressed at the polls
by making an early start on the preliminary canal
work. As soon as the vote i€ canvassed (which
wiil be about December 20), the Canal Board and
Commissioners of the Canal Fund, practically
identical bodies, will meet in'the Controller's office
in Albany and authorize the Controller to Issue
the first instaiment of bonds for the beginning of
the work of deepening the canal. The Canal Board
includes all the elective State officers, together
with the Superintendent of Public Works. So far
as known ail of these officials, without regard to
the localities in which they live, are In favor ot
advancing the canal matter. Commissioners of the
Canal Fund include the Lieutenant Governor,
Secretary of State, Controller, Treasurer and At-
torney General

The development of the movement on the part of
the anti-canal men to obstruct the plans of Gov-
ernor Odell and the Canal Board is being watched
with great interest.

PLATT'S SUDDEN VISIT.

GOES WITH WIFE TO SHOW

EXAMINATION FOR CHIEF.

PURROY TO RETIRE SOON.

Gooderson to Succeed Him and
Also to Resign, It Is Said.

More than a fortnight ago The Tribune an-
nounced exclusively that Chief Purroy to
resign in a few weeks in anticipation of
Croker's possible reinstatement by the courts.
This was denied at the time, but now it is gen-
erally credited. Purroy's successor has already
been selected, it is said.

A man who has been closely identified with
the affairs of the. Fire Department for years
sald yesterday:

“There will be two more chiefs of the Fire
Department before the year is out.”

When asked to explain, he said:

“When Charles D. Purroy resigns, as he is to
do very soon, Frederick W. Gooderson, deputy
chief, is sure to succeed him. Gooderson, I
know, intended to resign at the same time with
Purroy, but will delay until after he has been
made chief. Of course, he will have to pass a
Civil Service examination, but that maks his
jromotion no less certain. Purroy was slated
for his posidon before Croker was dismissed,
and the Civil Service was no more a bar to his
certain promotion than it wiil be to Gooderson.
Purroy will surely be out of the department by
the first of next month, and it seems possible,
and even probable, that Croker will be re-
instated by New Year's. If he is put back be-
fore Purroy's successor has resigned, the succes-
sor will be in a bad fix, as he will be reduced,
of course, to his former rank; and, should he
then retire, would lose a chief’s pension, which
amounts to £3,000 a year. Purroy and Gooder-
son will resign as chiefs, and Croker be rein-
stated before the end of 1908.”

Around Fire Headquarters it is believed that
Purroy’s resignation will go into effect on Dey
cember 1, for an examination for chief is to be
held on November 30. Deputy Chiefs John
Burns and Gooderson are believed to have the
best chances of any one. Both testified against
Croker in his trial, and both stand well with
Commissioner Sturgis. Burns was at headquar-
ters vesterday, and had a long conference with
Commissloner Sturgis and Secretary Leary.

Commissioner Sturgis said that he had made
an application for the examination of the depu-
ty chiefs, which will be advertised in to-day's
“City Record.” He continued:

“1 did make such an application, but merely
in order that I might have an eligible list for
chief in case I desired to call upon it. Chief
Purroy has not filed his application for retire-
ment as yet, and 1 know nothing whatsoever
about the matter. Those officers who desire to
retire will have to do so of their own volition
without my telling them one way or the other
what is best to do. p

“It has been said that Chief Purroy will re-
tire, but I know nothing officlally of the matter,
and Chief Purroy and such other officers as felt
it to their best interests to retire have not as
vet signified their intention of =0 doing."”

Among the official acts of Commissioner
Sturgis yesterday was the retirement of Cap:
tain Robert Oswald, of Engine Company 17.
This, Oswald assertg, was done in direct viola-
tion of section 796 of the city charter. Oswald
was aid and driver for Chief Croker, and has
spent fourteen years in the department.
