iDrake singled out the chief and killed him with
;a blow of his musket. This demoralized the enemy
Iand they fkd. After arriving in California theyoung man engaged in the stock business. The fol-
lowing winter he rcturt^ed to the t.ast by sea. In
1554. he ngain crossed the plains, this time whh a
drove of cattle. He hart no little difficulty in get-
ting back. He started on the steamer Yankee
Blade, which wa» wrecked on the Pacific Coast, andeight hundred lives were lost. He escaptd by
swinging down a hav;er and securing a small
boat. With this boat he saved many lives, mak-
ing three trips to the barren coast near by. Herethey subsisttd for five days on raw meat. They
were picked up by the steamer Goliah and taken
back to San Francisco. The next time he em-
barked on the steamer Golden Gate. She caught

turning home, young Drake went into the mercan-
tile business with his father and b oth«r until l&S.

Mr. Griscom has been a partner In this crime
with me.

Mr.?. Kipp Commended to HisCnre.

Father D George Sander, pastor of St. Leonard's
Church. Brooklyn, whose absence from home for

the last three days has occasioned so much com-

ment In connection with sensational stories of his
alUged double life, returned to the rectory last

evening. He was greatly surprised and indignant »t

the stories circulated during hla absence. Repairing

at once to bis lawyer, he prepared a statement for

publication, absolutely uenying the a»»er:'ons made

derogatory to his character.
The statement made by him Is as follows:

Ihave been away from the city for the last
three days on a matter of bujiuess, and during
that time was in ignorance of the stories tuat
have been circulated concerning my character. I
wish to state most emphatically that the vicious
insinuations made in certain newspapers are aoso-
luttily falso. , .

As all my friends and acquaintances know, I
have always possessed a good horse, and during
the last year have boarded tne maie on a farm in
New-Jersoy, and would occasionally go there to
see the mare and her colt, but all othtr details of
the story, including any statement supposed to

come from me in reference to the woman who
acted as houseeeper tor the owner of the farm,

are absolutely false. Irefer you to the article
contained in last night's issue of 'The Commercial
Advertiser" for the truth concerning a woman
who has bef 11 most cruelly assailed. My friend*
and my people have stood by me loyaljy. and I
assure th'-m that their confidence in me has not
bam misplaced and that Ihave never actel In a
manner unbefitting my priesthood. 1 shall take
other means to establish the falsity of the insin-
uations made against me.

The newspaper statement referred to was made
on the authority of George Peck. Father Sander's
allege.l "partner." and the motner and sister of
Mrs. Kipp. whose character was assailed. These
statements were sustained by the testimony of
villagers about Far Hills. ItJ.. where Mr. Peck's
farm Is.

Mr Obermeyer. the father of Mrs. Mamie Kipp.
