“Yes, our firm is counsel for John B. McDonald in
that matter,” said Mr. Grout in reply to a question,
interrupting his orders but remaining on horseback.
“Mr. Carr has charge of the matter, and it is en-
tirely an office affair, and I know absolutely nothing
about it beyond that fact.”

NOME STEAMER PROBABLY LOST.

It Is Believed That She Has Gone Down
with Fifty or Sixty Persons.

Seattle, Nov. 20.—The steamer Discovery,
which left Nome on October 14 with thirty-one
passengers, has not been sighted since October
28, and shipping men believe that she will never
report. The vessel was in command of Captain
McGrath, and had on board Captain M. R. Wal-
ters, manager of the Discovery Transportation
Company. Both are experlenced navigators,
though not familiar with the inside passage.
The steamer Excelsior reached Sitka yesterday,
after covering the route which the Discovery
should have taken. An empty life raft belong-
ing to the Discovery was sighted by the Excel-
sior's officers. but no other triace of the missing
vessel was found.

The Nome passenger list of the Discovery is
in the possession of the Nome agent of the com-
pany, and local officials have no information re-
garding other passengers who may have been
picked up at intermediate points. Altogether
she probably carried fifty or sixty persons.

TWENTY KILLED IN BIG FOUR WRECK.

All Except Three Identified—Fourteen In-
jured Are in the Hospitals.

Bloomington, 1., Nov. 20.—The number of deaths
in the “Big Four” collision near Menert yester-
day is now put at twenty, including two which
occurred after the injured had been removed from
the wreck. The debris was cleared from the track
during the night., and elghteen bodies in all re-
covered. Fourtcen men were injured, and are now
in hospitals in this city and Peoria. Of the dead
all except three, who were horribly mangied, bave
been identified.
